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City Awards 
Paving Contract

International Isaac Walton

Ronnie Anttlec was approved 
as fire chief for the City of 
Spearman during the regular 
city council meeting Tuesday 
night.

Antalec has been acting fire 
chief about two weeks.

In other action, the council 
awarded the contract for the 
seal coating of 77,000 square 
yards of Spearman streets to the 
E. D. Baker Corp., of Borger. 
for the sum of 136,960.

Bids for the paving of two city 
alleys were rejected because of 
a lack of funds. The council had 
reserved about $50,000 for the 
seal coating and alley paving 
projects and the total of the two 
projects would be at least 
$63,467.65, according to bids 
opened during the meeting.

The possibility of paving only 
one alley was discussed and the 
motion was made to continue 
the discussion during the next 
meeting. July 11.

A contractor’s bid of $24,994. 
50 to place an automatic sprink­
ler system at Rocket Park was 
rejected during the meeting 
because of a lack of funds. The 
only bid received was from the 
Texas Sprinkler Company. Inc., 
and was rejected because the 
council budget allowed only 
$15,000 to be used on the 
project.

The council moved to award a 
contract to Hutchison County 
for the City of Spearman fire 
department to cover calls from 
northern Hutchison County at a 
charge of $200 for each call.

The council also moved to 
purchase additional equipment 
for the HAS Ambulance Ser­
vice. This equipment includes 
general care equipment.

Total cost for the equipment 
will be $2,448 with the city’s 
share being $1,468.08. The 
remainder of the price will be 
paid by Panhandle Emergency 
Medical Service.

Wheat Loan 
Rate Raised

Kansas City, Mo., June 26 • 
Secretary of Agriculture Bob 
Bergland today raised the 1978 
wheat loan rate by 10 cents to 
$2.35 per bushel.

According to Mr. Bergland, 
the increase will not only pro­
vide farmers additional interim 
financing but will also automa­
tically raise the “ Release” level 
for wheat in the farmer-held 
grain reserve from $3.15 to 
$3.29 per bushel. The increase 
in the release level assures 
farmers of eventually receiving 
a higher price for their reserve 
wheat.

The "R elease” level for re­
serve wheat is 140 percent of 
the current wheat loan rate. 
Thus the 10-cent loan increase 
translates to a 14-cent release 
level increase.

“ With domestic prices well 
above the loan level and our 
wheat exports in better shape, 
we feel we can now provide

farmers additional price support 
without disrupting any mar­
ket,”  said Mr. Bergland.

“ The increase also assures 
that reserve wheat will not be 
sold back to the market in the 
near future,” he said.

Wheat prices have streng­
thened in recent months. For 
the month of May, the depart­
ment reported that farmers re ­
ceived an average of $2.80 per 
bushel for their wheat, up from 
$2.19 a year earlier.

The 1978 wheat crop year 
began June 1. Farmers who 
have already taken out loans at 
the old rate may apply for the 
increase at their county agricul­
tural stabilization and conserva­
tion service offices.

As of June 23, farmers had 
placed over 351 million bushels 
of wheat in the reserve.

Hansford County's loan rate 
for 1978 wheat is $2.32 per 
bushel.

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Grasshoppers 
Invade County

There has been • greater 
built up than usual of grass­
hoppers in Hansford County, 
according to Garland Stewart, 
Hansford County Extension Ag­
ent, in both range land and crop 
land.

A representative of the 
U.S.D.A. was scheduled to be 
in the county Wednesday sur­
veying to see about the possibil­
ity of a cost share program to 
eliminate the grasshoppers. 
This program would be avail­
able primarily for rangeland.

According to Stewart, it may 
be necessary to have a meeting 
later. Notices will be sent out if

such a meeting is scheduled.
Stewart said there are several 

chemicals that can be used to 
combat the grasshopper popula­
tion. They are Malathion, 
Sevin, Toxaphene, and Diazan- 
on. Of these four, Malathion 
should be used primarily 
around home gardens. The 
other chemicals may be used in 
other problem areas. Toxa­
phene will probably have more 
residual effect than the other 
three, Stewart said.

If there are producers who 
need more information, contact 
Garland Stewart, County Exten­
sion Agent.

2 New Majors Added At PSU
A major in Agribusiness and 

Recreation at Panhandle State 
University, have been approved 
by the Oklahoma State Regents 
for Higher Education.

The Agri-Business Program 
is a four year degree program 
for students desiring training in 
agricultural business. Accord­
ing to Dr. Ken Woodward, coor­
dinator of the program, the 
Agri-Business curriculum pro­
vides students with various 
courses which are essential to 
the operation of any area of 
agricultural business.

In addition to the General

From its 1977 fireworks sur­

vey of 250 Texas ophthalmolo­
gists, the Society learned that 
$6 of these injuries were caused 
by bottlerockets and some were 
caused by seemingly harmless 
items like punk, used to light 
fireworks, and sparklers which 
bum st heats exceeding 1,500 
degrees Fahrenheit.

Ironically, the greatest num­
ber of accidents were reported 
in the major Texas cities where 
fireworks are illegal San 
Antonio with 21 injuries, Dallas- 
Fort Worth with 16, Corpus 
Christi, 10, and Houston, 8. 
The majority of injuries were to 
males, ages 10-19, and many 
victims were bystanders not 
directly involved in setting off 
the fireworks.

Though sight was restored in 
t  few cases, most injuries 
resulted in some degree of 
permanent vision loss or impair­
ment. Opthalmologists report­
ed cases of burns to the eyelids 
and comes, the clear part at the 
front of the eye. Cases of 
traumatic cataract, a clouding of 
the lens of the eye, and hyph­
ema, or hemorrhage between 
the cornea and iris, the colored 
part of the eye, were reported 
as were several cases of damage 
to the retina, the most sensitive 
part at the back of ihe eye which 
transmits images to the-brain.

The National Society for the 
Prevention of Blindness, parent 
organization of the Texas Soc­
iety, reports that an estimated 
7,555 Americans were taken to

Book reviewer Eric Johnson interviews cowboy John 
Erickson, who has written a ness book about western 
ranch life Through Time and the Valley. The  two 
men grew up together in the same small Panhandle 
town.

1 have had a long and close 

association with John R. Erick­
son. We grew up in the same 
small town in the Texas Pan­
handle. We attended the same 
Sunday School and played on 
the same high school football 
team. And, oddly enough, after 
we left home, we both became 
writers.

When I learned recently that 
John's first book had been 
published by Shoal Creek Pub­
lishers of Austin. I drove to 
Beaver County, Oklahoma, 
where he now works on a 5,000- 
acre cattle ranch, and talked 
with him about the book.

It is call THROUGH TIME 
AND THE VALLEY, and it 
deals with the isolated ranch 
country along the Canadian 
River in the northeastern Texas 
Panhandle. "A s a boy,” John 
explains, ‘ ‘1 was always fascin­
ated by the Canadian River 
valley. In 1970, after living for 
eight years in cities, I moved 
back to Perryton, my home town 
in the Panhandle. I wanted to 
learn more about the history of 
the river country but discovered 
that very little had been written 
about it.”

So in 1971 he decided to write 
a book. He spent a year doing 
historical research and conduct­
ing interviews with old-timers 
in the area. Then he and photo­
grapher Bill Ellzey made a 
140-mile, 15-day horseback trip 
down the river, through Hut­
chinson, Roberts, and Hemp­
hill Counties. The result: a 
200-page book illustrated with a 
map and 35 photographs taken

on the trip.
Erickson said his first objec­

tive in writing THROUGH 
TIME AND THE VALLEY was 
“ to produce a book that enter­
tains the reader-keeps him 
turning pages and wondering 
what will happen in the next 
chapter. And 1 wanted to 
inform people about a region I 
think is fascinating.”

Erickson writes lucid prose 
that performs the basic function 
of language: the communica­
tion of moods, thoughts and 
feelings. In some chapters he 
deals with historical incidents, 
and it is obvious to the careful 
reader that he has done his 
homework and respects sounds 
scholarship. In other chapters 
he mines a seam of ore that 
some people would call "oral 
history" but which he prefers to 
call "yarns, tales, and wonder­
ful lies.”  Throughout, his 
sense of humor gives the book a 
lively pace and cheerful tone.

And 1 would mention some­
thing else John has done in his 
book. He has brought to life 
some very colorful characters 
and stories that might otherwise 
have been lost: characters such 
as Shine Popejoy, the notorious 
outlaw of Borger’s boom days; 
Choctaw Slim, the king of Cana- 
dim River moonshiners; and 
C.iarlie Tubb of Canadian, who 
made a public wager of S I ,000 
that he would live to be a hun­
dred.

The lost gold of Horse Creek 
is there, and the Canadian 
Depot Robbery, and even the 
case of Guthrie's One-Eyed 
Mare, in which the defense

Life without the modem con­
veniences of electric ranges, 
automatic washing machines 
and television may seem impos­
sible by today's standards, yet 
in Spearman there is proof that 
citizens of Hansford County 
made out just fine without these 
conveniences for many years.

Many well-preserved arti­
facts which helped make life 
easier for the early Hansford 
settlers can be seen at the Sta- 
tionmaster's House Museum at 
30 S. Townsend.

The most recent display of 
the museum is a collection of 
violins, which have been exhi­
bited only about a month, said 
Ruby Saltness, museum guide.

The violins date back to 
around 1900 to 1910, said Sali­
nes, and were about the only

source of entertainment for set­
tlers around the turn of the cen­
tury.

Many dances were held in the 
courthouse in Old Hansford 
where the people would dance 
all night and have breakfast the 
next morning and possibly go to 
church later, she said.

"People would drive all day 
to get to the dance and dance all 
night," said Saltness.

Many of the violins in the 
display were damaged either in 
use or in a fight, she said. Most 
were repaired by her father, 
Rube Faus, she said.

Before the development of 
automatic washing machines, 
most women washed their fam­
ily’s clothes in a wash tub with a 
rub board and lye soap. One 
such wash day apparatus was

donated to the museum by Mrs. 
J .  L. Denman, said Saltness. 
The wringer she donated dates 
back to about 1916, she said. 
Lye soap used in the display 
was loaned to the museum by 
Mrs. Ruth Shaver, Saltness 
said.

An ice box dating to about 
1920, according to Saltness, was 
refinished in 1976 and stands in 
the museum as a reminder of 
how food was kept from spoiling 
before the development of the 
home freezer and electric refri­
gerator.

The three-door wooden struc­
ture has compartments for the 
block of ice used to cool the 
food, a place for a pan to catch 
the melting water and a com­
partment to hold the food.

Other artifacts depicting life

before electricity includes a 
clothes pin maker, made in the 
1930s by a Dutchman for Arnold 
Ferguson, said Saltness. The 
museum also houses a can 
sealer used in the 1930s.

The museum also has dis­
plays depicting early farming, 
ranching, and industry in Hans­
ford County.

Saltness said a larger indus­
trial display is being planned 
and the museum needs indus­
trial artifacts for display.

The wedding gown worn by 
Jam es Cator's daughter hangs 
in the museum. Cator was one 
of the original settlers of Hans­
ford County, according to Salt­
ness, and the museum has a 
Jan.  26, 1917 copy of the news­
paper, Hansford Headlight, 
which describes the wedding.

“ We have room for all kinds 
of artifacts,”  said Saltness. 
Anyone wishing to loan or 
donate artifacts should contact 
the museum, she said.

Saltness says the museum is 
making plans to try to recon­
struct the original Zulu Trading 
Post on the museum grounds. 
The Zulu Trading Post was the 
first such trading posts in the 
area and was the site of the 
first post office in the area, Mid 
Saltness. The museum holds 
post cards with the Zula post­
mark.

Museum hours are from 9 
a.m. to noon and from 1 p.m. to 
S p.m. Tuesday through Satur­
day, she said.
