The us­
ual age for marriage is 2 8 .

In Germany, drivers license 
are not issued before the age 
of 18 and even then cars are 
so precious that few gathers 
trust their sons with a family 
automobile. They may ride 
motor scooters.

Main” in Germany. With a 
twinkle in her eye, Miss 
Repenthin stated she wasn’t 
sure but what that habit was 
"unique of Perryton."
