From a lit­
tle experimenting, when we 
were in the rear of a pack, we 
found if one stays on the speed 
lim it, the lights on some of the 
main streets are set and will let 
you keep going without stop­
ping. If you are in front of the 
pack, don't slow down to see, 
just do like the Californians:

Eight years, a fat civilian 
look and no Navy blues sure 
make a difference in the treat­

ment one receives here. You 
are seated quicker and at bet­
ter tables in cafes, the waiters 
and waitresses are more polite 
and the invitation to come 
again is more sincere.
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If the trail ride to Canadian 
was not exciting enough for the 
adventurous in Hansford County, 
then turn your horse to pasture, 
climb in your car and head out 
on U. S. 66 or Interstate 40, they 
are the same. The Memorial Day 
500 may be as exciting, but we 
doubt it.

There is the thrill of bumper 
to bumper traffic at high speeds 
on four-lane highways. While 
this gives one a thrill, it is no­

Fire Insurance Rale Presbyterians Get New Minister

May Be Lowered Soon
Bob Overall, engineer with 

the State Insurance Commis­
sion, will be in Spearman for 
the next six weeks to check 
for fire insurance ratings of 
every mercantile building.

Spearman's fire insurance 
rate at the present is 51 cents, 
according to Kenneth Conrey, 
city manager. Much work has 
been done in the past few 
years to make the c ity ’s fire 
department and water supply 
adequate to lower the insur­
ance rate. Conrey hopes the 
new rating will be as low as 
30 cents

Two engineers from the com ­
mission have been in Spear­
man the past few weeks 
checking the water supply, 
the fire fighting equipment 
and other aspects pertaining 
to the city's Insurance rating. 
Conrey aid the two nen told 
him that Spearman, which had 
previously had a key-rating of 
two, now qualifies for a one 
rating.

Overall’s finding from the 
survey will be submitted to 
the insurance board in Austin 
for study be fore the city can

get a ney rating. Conrey said 
that November would probably 
be the earliest date that the 
new rating could go into eff­
ect.

Everett H. Cain, J r . , a re­
cent graduate of Austin Presby­
terian Seminary, will arrive in 
Spearman this week to take up 
his duties as Presbyterian min­
ister.

New technology and the 
price-cost squeeze are major 
factors which have increased 
the need for more credit, says 
McHaney. Funds are generally 
wanted for more land, livestock 
or equipment; shifts from crop 
to livestock production; in­
creased use of fertilizer and for 
control of insects and weeds; 
and for the modernization of 
facilities for efficient agricul­
tural production.

Rogers Reports About 
Defense Appropriations

After two days of debate, 
which no one would character­
ize as spirited, the House re­
cently passed the major de­
fense appropriation measure 
for the next fiscal year—a 
bill calling for expenditures 
totaling $47 billion The sum 
represents more than half of 
all money to be spent by the 
government in the year which 
began July 1 After cuts were 
made in Appropriations Com ­
mittee sessions and on the floor 
during debate, the appropriat­
ed amount was $1. 9 billion 
less than the President had re­
quested in his budget message 
and $1 25 billion under the 
actual similar expenditures 
for the fiscal year just ended.
