Superintendent D istributes  
Inform ation  To Taxpayers
Spearman school district re­

sidents spend 57 cents per hour 
per student for educating their 
children.This Information was 
presented in a "Report to 
stockholders”, a pamphlet 
distributed this week.

The pamphlet was prepared 
by Dr. Bill Reeves, superin­
tendent of Schools in an effort 
to show taxpayeis how the tax 
money is spent.

Income for the school sys­
tem this year totals $792,525. 
Of this $698,325 is from local 
taxes,$3,500 from other local 
sources, $89,200 from state 
funds and $1,500 from federal 
funds.

The largest expenditure is 
for teaches' salaries, 
$443,746. Administrative 
costs and salaries total 
$42,928, Health services 
$7,300, Transportation, 
$34,815, Maintenance and op­
eration of plants $93,72o, 
Capiul Outlay $6,000, Mis­
cellaneous $28,600 and Debt 
Service $135,410 for a total 
of $792,524.

Based on the total costs and 
the 1105 students enrolled this 
year, it costs $717.21 per pu­
pil per year or $4.02 per day 
or 57 cents per hour to educate 
a student. At this rate of ex­

penditure Spearman will spend 
a total of $9,031.80 to edu­
cate a student for 12 years.

Spearman operated 10 buses 
to transport students to school 
from rural areas. These buses 
haul 172 students and travel 
695 miles per day transporting 
the students to and from 
school. There are 488 square 
miles in the Spearman School 
District.

Students and teachers were 
served a total of 154,225 lun­
ches during the 1964-65 school 
year. The cost was $64,473.56 
of which $2,500 was derived 
from local taxes.

Enrollment this year is 376 
in elementary school, 392 in 
junior high and 337 in high 
school. Enrollment in 1962- 
63 was 940, 63-64, 995 and 
54-65, 1064.

It takes 101 employees to 
operate the school for this ma­
ny students. There are 64 
teachers and administrators, 
five clerical and business em­
ployees. 16 lunchroom work­
ers, six custodians and 10 bus 
drivers.

In 1961-62 the state paid
26.1 percent of the total
school budget. In 1964-65 the 
figure had decreased to 13.2 
percent.

1965 Survey Indicates 
Higher Average Speed

Texas motorists are driving 
a bit faster than they did last 
year, the Texas Highway De­
partment’s 1965 Speed Survey 
indicates.

The survey, conducted by 
the Department's Planning 
Survey Division to determine 
traffic needs,was made public 
today.

Another report comparing 
average daytime speeds with 
average speeds at night was 
released at the same time . It 
makes it clear that darkness 
does not necessarily bring a 
slow-up in driving speeds.

In Texas, the speed limit 
for passenger vehicles, pickup 
truckaand buses is 70 miles an 
hour during the day and 65 at 
night. For large rrucks the 
daytime limit is 60 miles an 
hour and 55 at night.

As in 1964, the data for the 
Speed Survey was obtained 
through the use of a radar 
speed machine.

An effort was made to cam ­
ouflage the survey operation 
at each of the 31 locations 
where the checks were made. 
For this reason, it is believed

that the speeds are indicative 
of the normal driving habits of 
Texas motorists.

More than 74,000 vehicles, 
including passenger cars, 
trucks and buses, were check­
ed for the survey.

The survey found 10.2 per 
cent of the passenger can ex­
ceeding 70 miles an hour.The 
1965survey found only 0.6 per* 
cent of the buses exceeding 
70, compared to 0.4 per cent 
last year.

The average speed for all 
vehicles was 58.6 miles an 
hour. This compares to 56.6 
miles an hour in 1964. The 
average speed for passenger 
cars was 61.2 miles an hour, 
compared to 58.8 miles an 
hour last year.

The average speed for trucks 
was53.1 miles an hour, com­
pared to 51.8 in 1964. For 
rinses, the average speed was 
63.3 miles an hour, compared 
to 62.4 in 1965.

For the day and night report, 
more than7,800 vehicles were 
surveyed--5,381 during the 
lay and 2,454 at night at five 
locations.

Although the average day 
speed was 59.8 miles an hour, 
compared to a slight drop to 
58.2 at night, 16.5 per cent 
of the night drivers were ex­
ceeding the posted speed lim ­
it, 65 miles an hour.

SAN ANTONIO -  Sentry 
dogs so vicious they'll kill on 
command are playing an in­
creasingly important role in 
the Viet Nam war, but the 
Air Force says it is running 
short of the valuable canines.

Fifty of the well-trained Ger­
man shepherds left Lackland 
Air Force Base with their 
handlers yesterday, bound for 
Viet Nam and night-time guard 
duty.

Since sentry dogs were first 
put to use at. guarding U S. 
installations in Viet Nam in 
July, the Air Force said, “uo 
infiltrations have been report­
ed where sentry dogs are on 
duty.”

U.S. commanders have been 
so pleased with the job the 
dogs have done in Viet Nam, 
they’ve put in requests for all 
they can get. a spokesman 
said.

Once training is completed, 
the dog answers only to his 
master and will kill for him 
if necessary.

The a n i m a i procurement 
branch at Lackland AFB put 
out a plea yesterday for "a 
thousand G e r m a n shepherd

dogs as soon as possible ” 
The Air Force, which trains

sentry and scout dogs for all 
branches of the military, will 
buy or accept donated dogs 
from the public
