The school was built 
on the M cClellan land.

Lee McClellan was not a t­
tending school, but he did not 
overlook the shy; young girl 
who has just moved into the 
county.

The youngest son, Wilson, ’ 
was to be a violinist with the 
Am arillo Symphony when he 
was 13, but lost a finger in an 
accident and had to give up 
the instrument.

A ll three children are grad­
uates o f Texas Tech and both 
boys were members o f the Tech 
band. Vera Beth studied piano 
at McMurry College in Abilene 
before transferring to Tech to 
m a jp  in textiles and clothing 
design.

While Mrs. McClellan loved 
music and her club and church 
work, she was a strong home­
maker during the hard years 
when the Panliandle was young 

In those years she took care 
ofthe family milk cow , tend­
ed the family garden and took 
care o f her home and fam ily.

Lee McClellan is the oldest 
o f the five sons and five 
daughters o f the late Mr. and 
M rs .L .S . M cClellan . The f. .
S . M cClellan family came to 

insford County in 1903 from 
Greer County, Okla.

Lee , then 14, and his father 
drove the McClellan cattle tc 
Hansford County, while a 
younger brother, D ave, brought 
the wagons and teams.

The family settled on land 
tliree miles northof the pres.ent 
town o f Gruver. Hansford was 
the only town in the county. 
There was a postoffice at tne 
Zulu trading post in the south­
west part o f the county and the 
Kirksey fam ily had a semi­
postoffice in their home in the 
north part o f the county.

In 1906 L . S. McClellan and 
two other farmers introduced 
wheat farming to Hansford 
County. McClellan iiad 15 acres 
o f wheat. Not a grain o f that 
wheat le ft the county. It wa: 
all sold for seed wheat.

Before then the few residents 
o f the county ran cattle on the 
lush grass and raised feed .

A new du»i purpose sesame 
variety known as Paloma has 
been releasediiv the Texas A g­
ricultural Experiment Station 
and the U .

The release is to certified 
seed growers for 1965 planting. 
Seed is expected to he available 
to farmers and ranchers after 
January, 1966.

Developed by Dr. George W . 
Rivers, research agronomist 
with the USDA and the Texas 
A&M University Soil and Crops 
[Sciences Department, Paloma 
is described as a combine type, 
indehisccnt (non ■ shattering) 
variety. It can be combined as 
a cash crop or grown in a hand-

Rivers said Paloma compares 
favorably w ith Baco for combine 
harvest Id s , but unlike Baco. is 
not completely non-shattering. 
The new variety's seed-drop is 
gradual and consistent w ith wind 
movement and weatliering dur­
ing the winter months, provid­
ing a food supply for birds.

Paloma produced 90 percent 
as much seed per acre as a- 
nother standard variety, Margo 
in 10 tests at Cdllege Station 
and Lubbock from 1;*>0 through 
1964. Yields were about equal 
to Baco.

The new variety is recom­
mended for arid and semi-arid 
Texas areas on both irrigated 
and dry land, Rivers said.

The agronomist emphasized 
that seed are not available from 
the USDA or the Texas Agri­
cultural Experiment Station.

The full effects o f Congres­
sional district reapportionment 
have not been felt in the House 
o f Representatives. The 90th 
Congress, to be sworn in Jan. 
1967, w ill present--regar*iless 
o f  party alignm ent--a massive 
majority o f urban orienlted 
House members. Now, with 
reqpportionment planned but 
not yet in effect in many States 
(as in Texas), the strategy 
favoring enactment o f farm 
legislation requires that a ll 
farm proposals be combined 
in one legislative package, 
tied up in an "omnibus" farm 
bill drafted with the widest 
possible appeal to as many 
groups, on and o ff  the farm, 
as is possible. This package 
approach being taken tills year 
to farm legislation is the rea­

son that no farm bill has as yet 
been reported by the House 
Agriculture Com m ittee. The 
bill won’t b* r**dv for debate 
by the full House ot Kepiesen- 
tatives until the Committee 
has finished shaping the cotton 
program section o f the b i l l . 
Then the House w ill debate it 
and the "c it"  members, who 
now outnumber their rural 
counterparts in a ratio o f about 
seven to three, w ill provide 
sufficient support for the bill 
to pass. The "omnibus" ap­
proach is the 1965 strategy.

What w ill be required in 1967 
with even heavier city repres­
entation is anybody’s guess, 
but this much is certain: A ll o f 
us interested in the future o f 
rural America must repeat and 
repeat again, in any quarter 
where we can find an audience 
that American agriculture and 
the rural economy it sustains 
must not be damaged further.

As I have told farm groups 
coming to Washington recently 
in the interests o f  agricultural 
legislation, it is absolutely 
essential that all elements in­
terested in a strong agricul­
ture speak to Congress and to 
the rest o f the country with a 
united vo ice . There are, as 
there have always been, in­
terests ready to ravage rural 
America to their own selfish 
end. Only unity o f approach 
can assure aga inst their success 
to produce silver tor the fore­
seeable future.

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Home Economic Grads 

Are In Demand Now
There's a critical shortage o f 

home economics graduates --  
and many jobs seeking them 
are unclaimed.

About 15,570 home econo­
mists are needed each year to 
fill new or vacant positions in 
the United States, according 
to a report just issued by the 
Federal Extension Service o f 
theU . S. Department o f A g ­
riculture .

Opportunities for em ploy­
ment in homeeconomics fields 
are tremendous, says Mrs. 
Florence W . Low, assistant 
director for home economics 
with the Agricultural Extension 
Service at Texas A&M Univer­
sity, who is immediate past

Kesldent o f the American 
>meEconomics Association. 

She urges a ll agencies con­
cerned to tell girls o f these 
career opportunities and the 
challenging work.

About 700 new home econo­
mists are needed each year to 
fill Extension positions alone, 
the report indicates.

A total o f 10,296 degrees 
were conferred in home econ­
omics in 1964. This represents 
1.7 percent o f the total degrees 
conferred in nil fields, the 
report reveals.

Other report facts include: 
Recent Estimates indicate 

90,000 persons were employed 
in home economics occupa­
tions in 1962. Approximately 
50,000 o f these were teachers 
28,000 were dietitians, from 
5,000 to 6,000 were with

P-ivate business firms, and 
,000 in Cooperative Exten­

sion work.
Beginning salaries for home 

economists are among the top 
for women. Only women in 
fields such as engineering, 
physics, chemistry, math and 
Biological sciences tend to 
receive higher starting salaries 
Fifty - eight percent o f the 
home economists in AHEA 
earn more than $5,500 an­
nually-or $600 more than the 
median fu ll-tim e annual sal­
ary for women in professional 
and technical occupations in 
1962, the report said .

Warn W hen T rouble Arises

Learn the language o f your 
electrical appliances and you 
may prevent a fire , appliance 
damage, or personal injury.

W. b .  A llen , Extension agri­
cultural engineer, Texas A&M 
University, lists five warning 
signals, tnat I f  unheeded, could 
cause a lot o f  trouble.

1. Blinking or annoying "on- 
o f f "  periods in the operation of 
an appliance usually means • 
there is a loose connection. 
Perhaps it is only a loose screw 
but re pair it before a more ser­
ious.problem occurs.

2 /  " T in g le ” or slight shock 
when handling an appliance or 
switch tells you there's trouble 
brewing. Inspect for loose wires 
or poor insulation. Or the ap­
pliance may need a "ground 
w ire" connected.

3. Crumbling o f rubber in­
sulation on lamp or appliance 
cords can eventually expose 
electric wires which can short- 
circuit, or make metal lamp 
bases a serious shock hazard.

run may be additional wiring.

Check with your utility resi­
dential wiring specialist or a 
competent electrician . They 
can give you the pros and cons, 
explain new developments, 
and te ll you what an adequate 
wiring system for your home 
would cost, A llen said.

This w eek ,on  Monday, I in­
troduced In the Senate a 
measure that removes from the 
Secretary o f Labor jurisdiction 
In determining when a state 
needs foreign agricultural work­
ers . My bill would place that 
responsibility with the state 
agency having primary concern 
with agricultural policies. In 
our State thU would be the 
State Commissioner o f Agri­
culture.

The bracero program, under 
which Texas farmers, ranchers 
and consumers benefited for 
many years, was not renewed 
this year. Last year more than 
200,000foreign workers, most 
o f them from our good neighbor 
M exico, entered the United 
States to help harvest crops. 
This year only aboutl ,500 have 
been allowed to enter. The 
results are well known. In 
f.allforn la, for Instance, valu­
able crops o f strawberries were 
plowed under because o f the

labor shortage. Prices to con­
sumers on many farm produce 
items have almost dpu bled, but 
the added money did not go to 
farmers. Rather, the added 
coat reflects, In many instances 
additional labor costs. In 1950 
o f each $312 spent on food by 
the average American, our 
farmers received $132. In 1964 
on the other hand, the spread 
had grown, according to the 
National Council o f Parmer 
Cooperatives, to such an extent 
that for every $417 spent on 
food by the average American 
the farmer received only $133. 
And apparently the trend is 
continulM .

The Texas Employment 
Commission bulletin for the 
Brownsville, Harlingen, San 
Benito area, and for StarT and 
Hidalgo counties. Indicates 
that "the possibility o f a farm 
labor shortage exists for har­
vesting spring vegetables. ‘ As 
all Texans know this is a region 
o f heavy agricultural produc­
tion, and a farm labor s nor tag e 
here w ill hurt consumers far 
and w id e .

I do not believe there Is a 
single Texas farmer who would 
employ alien workers rather 
than domestic workers If thos 
domestic worken were a va il­
able for employment. But if 
they are not ava ilab le, I do 
not believe we ought to allow 
crops to rot in the fields with 
the resultant price increase to 
consumers, just because the 
wheels o f  the federal bureau­
cracy move so slowly.

In a recent exchange o f letters 
Secretary o f Labor Wlrtz as­
sured me he is working with the 
Texas Employment Commission 
to "meet the labor needs o f 
Texas growers.

But time Is running out. We 
must act and act quickly.

After the wedding Mrs. M c­

C lellan assisted her husband
in the clerk's o ffic e  and had 
the opportunity o f  recording 
her own marriage license.

In 1920 Spearman wasfounded 
on the new railroad which 
into the county and Lee M c­
C lellan  picked up his house, 
w ife and daughter, and moved 
to Spearman.

The little  two-room house 
and barn was moved to Haney 
Street and there it grew along 
with the McClellan fam ily. 
The little  house is now the 
liv ing room o f the home o f 
Mrs. Jimmie (Vera Beth) Hicks 

M cClellan completed Ins paid 
political career in the fall o f 
1920. He then became manager 
o f  Equity Elevator in Spearman 
that year.
He was one o f the first a ider- 

men elected when Spearman 
was incorporated m 1921. lie  
was to serve as alderman or 
mayor until 1950, except for 
two terms in the 30's when 
Spearman changed from an 
alderman form of city govern­
ment to a commission form. 
He resigned from o ffice  in 1950 

He served tw ice as President 
o f  the Panhandle Grain Dealers 
Association, was county Red 
Cross Chairman for 30 years, 
helped organize and was the 
first President o f  the Spearman 
Lions Club and also served as 
County Democratic Chairman 
for many years.
He was a Master Mason and 
also headed the local Masonic 
Lodge at one t im e .

In 1923 he signed a contract

R t s t a r c h  S h o w s

with the J. I .  Case company 
as an implement dealer. He 
sold the first combines In the 
county that year. He is now 
the oldest Case dealer in the 
Panhandle.

"The combines had lots o f 
mechanical faults and we had 
plenty* o f  troubie, "  he reca lls .

In 1924 M cClellan le ft the 
Equity and purchased an e le ­
vator. From this business be­
ginning he expanded into 
Farming, and in 1929 he and 
his brother, B ill, opened a 
Chevrolet agency. This was 
sold in 1953. Bill M cClellan 
was killed in a plane crash in 
1949.

A ll these years the M cC le l­
lan’s have been active leaders 
in the Methodist Church. He 
has been on the building com ­
mittee for every Methodist 
Church erected in Hansford and 
Spearman, from the first church 
erected in Hansford to the re­
cently completed educational 
building at the church in 
Spearman.

I ne\er felt sorry for preach­
ers kids who complained a - 
bout having to go to church so 
much, we went just as regular 
as they d id ," Vera Beth said.
