“ TARGET’ prices in the 1973

price. $2.29; Corn-S1.57; Grain 
Sorghum-$1.49;.

As you know, the President at 
the urging of Agriculture Secre­
tary Earl Butz has vetoed farm 
legislation that would have pro­
vided modest price assurance 
for fanners. However; the 
Secretary already haa the au­
thority to provide price protect­
ion administratively-wtthout 
new legislation. The adjust­
ments for the 1976 crop are a 
feeble effort and I believe he 
should do much better. The 
Law allows him to raise price 
support levels to 90 percent of
