"Marie Curie is given 
credit for founding the Rad­
ium Institute in Paris and 
was its first director. She 
and her husband discovered 
radium which has saved the 
lives of many Americans.

"Amelia Earhart became 
the first woman to cross the 
Atlantic Ocean by air and

to do it alone. She was the 
first to be awarded the Dis­
tinguished Flying Cross.

"Florence Nightingale was 
a nurse who helped the men 
in the Crimean Wai and was 
named Lady with the Lamp 
because she would stay up 
nights and walk the hospital 
halls and check on the sick 
men.

"Betsy Ross was a seamstress 
and a carpenter's daughter. 
She made flags in Philadel­
phia and is given credit for 
making the American flag 
which we salute today.

"Louisa Mae Alcott wrote 
some of America's best 
loved stories such as "Little 
Women" and "Little Men" .

"Babe Didriksen was a great 
American athlete and great
golfer and took pan in the 
Olympics. She set many 
new world records and died 
from Cancer. She opened the 
way for future women ath­
letes.

It has also been a source 
of income for many people.

The lush grass lea tne 
settles to move west to­
ward the prairies thus sett­
ling other parts of this 
great land.

Plants have played a vi­
tal pan in the survival, 
growth and wealth of this 
country making it possible 
for us to say today, (Happy 
200th Birthday).

He and hia wife read several 
years ago about the gastro­
intestinal bypass and sought 
out a doctor who could perform 
it. They had planned on having 
It done in Iowa but discovered 
that Amarillo had a doctor who 
could do it, and went there.

Since losing the 256 pounds, 
Haskins has found a new life.
He is able to cross his legs 
while sitting in a chair. He has 
seen his feet for the first time 
in 20 years. His shirt size has 
gone down from 224X to 17 
regular and his pants from a 74 
waist down to 46. His coat size 
has dropped from 76 to 48.

Every three months he 
reports to his doctor in 
Amarillo for a check-up and his 
doctor is pleased with his 
progress Haskins thought that 
he should be shedding weight a 
lot faster than he is, but his 
doctor says he is doing per­
fectly and his loss of three to 
four pounds a month Is Just 
what he needs to do.

The steady and rather 
gradual loss of weight has 
meant that he has not had the 
problem of sagging Jowls and 
loose skin. The only place 
where the skin is loose is on his 
upper arms.

Haskins said that his general 
health has improved and that 
he has more energy now. 
Another curious side effect Is 
that he started growing body 
hair with the weight loss and 
now has some hair on his chest 
where he never had any before.

Since the surgery, he has 
heard from a lot of people In 
many states, wanting to know 
about it and how he is getting 
along after It was done. The 
Herald story that appeared 
three years ago was published 
in a California newspaper and 
people from California,
Nevada and other states have 
contacted him.

There are several in the
Perryton community who have 
had this type of surgery, and as 
far as Haskins knows, all of 
them are doing well. Most 
common observation of their 
friends is that they expected 
those with the surgery to 
became thin overnight. This is 
not the way it works, he ex­
plains, adding that a more 
gradual weight loss is what the 
doctors desire.

Haskins plans to keep losing 
weight for about a year and

“I used to eat because I was 
nervous, and ate between 
meals,” he said. “Now I est 
three good meals every day 
and that’s all I want.”

Haskins was a small Infant, 
weighing 2 4  pounds when 
bom. He was a slender boy 
until about 11 years of age 
when he started  gaining 
weight. By the time he was in 
high school he was fat boy and 
he has had a weight problem 
all of hia adult life.

Before the surgery he tried a 
thousand diets, none of which 
seemed to have a lasting effect. 
His metabolism was such that 
even when he starved himself, 
and did loae some weight, he 
succeeded In making himself 
weak.

One time, after a diet had 
lost 100 pounds, he went Into 
the hospital suffering from 
malnutrition. Another time, 
after a diet, he wound up In the 
hospital with pneumonia.

deep,” he said.
He was able to go back to 

work within a short time and 
says that he has had no ill ef­
fects whatsoever from the 
surgery.

Haskins, a heavy equipment 
operator, worked for a 
Spearman feedyard at the time 
of the surgery. He has since 
gone to work for the dty of 
Perryton, operating their 
bulldozers, maintainers and 
other equipment.

Even while he was so fat, he 
got plenty of physical exercise 
which failed to work off his 
weight. He did eat a lot more 
than he does now, because he 
Just isn’t as hungry all the time 
as he uaed to be.

Tired Of High Furniture Pricwa?again, much changed.
On November 6, 1972, Buster 

entered High Plains Baptist 
Hospital in Amarillo for what 
was then a radical method of 
weight loss for patients whose 
body metablolism was such 
that they could not successfully 
lose weight through diet and 
exercise.

The operation, a gastro­
intestinal bypass, consisted of 
taking out all but 1 4  feet of the 
upper intestine and 1 4  feet of 
the lower intestine and Joining 
them.

This was done, and five days 
later Haskins was up and 
around, able to drive home to 
Perryton. “ I had an inciaion 27 
inrhM aprons and four feet

Life has become much more 
pleasant for Jam es (Buster) 
Haskins of 102 N. Jefferson 
since he lost some weight.

As a matter of fact, he has 
shed 256 pounds of fat, drop­
ping from 486 pounds three 
years ago to 230 pounds today.

He is still a big man, but Is 
still shedding weight at the rate 
of three to four pounds a 
month. He plans to keep this up 
until he gets down below 200 
pounds, where his doctor wants 
him to be.

The Herald published his 
picture three years ago as a 486 
pound fat man. On the third 
anniversary of hta beginning of 
his weight loss, he is pictured

Tips On Preparing 
Christmas Parcels

Postmaster Ray Robertson 
offers the following dps on 
how to prepare Christmas 
parcels for mailing:

A single item in a pack­
age should be cushioned 
with shredded paper, ex* ' 
celsior, compressed tissue 
paper, cloth, or expanded

plastic foam.
If  two or more items are 

mailed in the tame carter 
or box, cushioning mat­
erial diould protect all 
items from contact with 
each other, and each iten 
should have its own indivi 
dual inner carton.

Fiberboard coma inert, 
including large soap, cer­
eal boxes, etc. larger than 
die gift to minimize shak­
ing and breaking in transit.

Fragile articles must be 
individually cushioned, 
and all four sides of the 
container should be padded 
with cushioning material.

Tape used to seal con­
tainers should be durable 
and should cover and firmly 
secure all flaps.

Paper for the outer wrap­
ping should be at least 
equal in quality and strength 
to the kraft stock used for 
grocery bag*. Incidentally, 
such bags, in good con­
dition, provide excellent 
wrapping when trimmed

light string. Twine should 
be knotted at several in­
tersecting points to keep 
it from loosening. Re­
inforced packaging tape 
also is suggested.

All packages (hat contain 
delicate articles should be 
marked - FRAGILE.

Painting a bright p ic­
ture with the golden red 
kernels of grain safely 
combined, the maize crop 
for this year has far ex ­
ceeded the yield of last 
year in this area. The 
1974 figures, according 
to Hansford County Agent 
Joe Van Zandt, indicated 
that 107,000 acres were 
devoted to grain sorghum 
drops in Hansford County 
last year, yielding ap­
proximately 5, 000 pounds 
to the acre.

There are approximate­
ly 100,000 acres sown to 
milo this year in Hansford 
County with an above 
average yield in the 
County of 6,200 pounds 
per acre according to 
Van Zandt.

The Texas State picture 
is also most optimistic 
with a crop estimate of 
776 million bushels of 
grain sorghum for the na­
tion according to the No­
vember "Ranch-Farm Pic­
ture" as recorded in the 
November 1975 Gruver 
State Bank newsletter. 
However, this figure may 
be somewhat reduced 
mainly due to greenbugs 
which took their toll of 
the Texas sorghum crop 
this year, dropping the 
estimate for the state O c­
tober output by 6 .8  m il­
lion bushels below the 
September outlook. T ex­
as is now expected to 
produce 387.6 million of 
the 776 million-bushel 
U .S . crop which is 23 
percent larger than 1974's 
according to the Novem­
ber issue of "Farm Jour­
nal".

Sorghum production, a c ­
cording to the "Grain 
Sorghum News" for the 
State was estimated at 
387,600,000 bushels 
which U the second lar­
gest crop on record with 
an average yield of 57 
bushels per acre.

A survey of Hansford 
County grain elevator 
operators indicated Mon­
day that probably about 
one thousand acres, if 
that many, remained yet 
to be cut in the County.
Lester Flippo at the Bern­
stein Elevator when con­
tacted last week indicat­
ed that the test weight of 
the grain brought into 
their elevators was 57 
pounds to the bushel with 
the milo harvest for that 
area all but over.

However careful planning 
and constructing is essential 
for best fit.

--Consider * e  man's pre­
ference in pocket details 
when selecting a pattern.

Flaps and tabs may be 
particularly preferred and 
functional for back hip pant 
pockets. Western or horiz­
ontally cut front pant pock­
ets eliminate gaping ot pull­
ing which may occur w i*  
side seam vertical styling.

--Check pocket placement 
before cutting out and mark­
ing * e  garment.

When only one pocket is 
used, it is most conveniently 
located on * e  opposite side 
from the hand most often 
used. For example, right- 
handed men generally pre­
fer to keep * e i r  billfold in 
* e  left back pant pocket 
and other supplies in * e  
left shirt or inside jacket 
pocket.

--Pocket size is particul­
arly important.

Back pant pockets should 
be deep enough to cany a 
billfold comfortably. Front 
pant pockets should be wide 
enough to accomodate the 
hand easily and deep enough 
so articles will not fall out.
