Fly Factory Will Be 

Enlarged To FightWorms
The fight to eradicate the 

bothersome screw worm from the 
Southwest Is receiving increased 
momentum as the plant in 
which sexually-sterlle screw- 
worm flies are reared is being 
modified to facilitate produc­
tion of more than 130 million 
flies per week.
Officials of the Southwest 

Screwworm Eradication Pro­
gram announced that the in­
crease in sterile flies should be 
available by mid-July. The 
additional flies will be used to 
combat isolated screwworm out­
breaks outside of the area where 
the insect can normally sur­
vive winter temperatures, as

well as to elim inate native 
flies in the southern parts of 
Texas and New Mexico which 
comprise the overwintering 
area.

No increase in building space 
is required in order to expand 
production, officials stated. 
Some modifications of exisitng 
equipment are necessary and 
an increase in personnel and 
costof production and distribu­
tion is expected.

The plant near Mission was 
completed in June 1962 and was 
designed to produce an aver­
age of 50 m illion flies per 
week with a top production of 
75 million. As a result of e x ­

perimentation that developed 
many improvements in fly ­
rearing techniques, more than 
100 million flies have been 
produced each week for several 
months with little  change in 
original plant and equipment. 

The announcement that the 
"fly factory” is to be modified 
comes at a time when South­
western farmers and ranchers 
are experiencing less than 10% 
as many screwworm infestations 
as last year. Since Jan. 1, 1963, 
about 1,200 screwworm cases 
have been reported in the era­
dication area composed of Tex. 
New Mexico, Oklahoma, Ark. 
and Louisiana, in contrast with 
more than 8 ,500  cases re ported 
for the same period in 1962. 

Despite the marked decrease 
in infestations, officials have 
warned that livestock producer 
cannot afford to relax their v i­
gilance. Stockmen should 
continue to look for wounds in ­
vested with larvae and im m ed­
iately report infestations by 
collecting larvae samples from 
wounds and sending them to the 
Mission laboratory or taking 
them to the local county agent.

It compared 
with 1,091,787,000 produced last 
year and with 1,225,262,000 for the 
five-year (1957-61) average.

This year's crop ig being grown 
under federal planting allotments 
and marketing quotas supple­
mented by a voluntary acreage 
reduction program providing for 
payments to cooperators. The 
combined measures are designed 
to prevent further overproduction 
at a time when there is a sur­
plus of the grain.

USE 2 ,4 -D  CAREFULLY

With all the rain we've had 
recently there could be a lot of 
weeds controlled with 2 ,4 -D . 
Farmers are urged to use cau­
tion in applying 2 ,4 -D  near 
cotton as it is a very susceptible 
crop.

The safest thing a farmer can 
do in using 2 ,4 -D  near cotton 
is to use the amine salts or low 
volatile esters of 2 ,4 -D , spray 
when the wind is blowing away 
from susceptible crops and to­
ward the area being sprayed, 
talk with cotton farmers before 
applying 2 ,4 -D .

Evaporation
Study Made

Hexadecanol, a com m ercial 
alcohol product, has been used 
in limited experiments to re ­
duce evaporation of moisture 
from soil by 43%.

This finding by scientists o f . 
die US Department of Agricul­
ture and die Colorado Agricul­
tural Experiment Station may 
point the way toward the solu­
tion of one of agriculture's 
most challenging problems- 
how to reduce loss of soil 
mo<lure from evaporation.

It is estimated that 123 m il­
lion acre-fee t o f water evap­
orates annually from cropped 
and fallow land in the 17 Wes­
tern States, where water re­
sources are often inadequate 
for agricultural and ether uses. 
This loss represents about 43% 
of the water used ^annually in 
all homes, industry and agri­
culture of the condnental US. 

In the Colorado tests, hexa­
decanol was applied to the soil 
at rates of 660, 3 ,3 2 0  and 
16,600 pounds per acre. It was 
mixed with the surface quar­
ter-inch of soil; mixed uni­
formly with a ll of the soil in 
die container; layered 1 inch 
below the soil surface and lay­
ered 3 inches below the soil 
surface.

Water was added to saturate 
the treated soil and the amount 
of w a ter lost by evaporation was 
recorded for 10 days. This cy ­
cle  was continued for 14 mon­
ths.

ness of chem icals used. The 
best method of control is to use
2 . 4 . 5 -  T in diesel oil or kero­
sene. The correct solution can 
be prepared by mixing 1 gallon
2 . 4 . 5 -  T  containing 5 lbs. acid 
per gallon of diesel oil or kero­
sene. The solution should be 
agitated or shaken to keep the 
solution properly mixed. Both 
sides of the pads as well as the 
base of the plant should be 
iprayed in the honest part of the 
summer. This same mixture also 
will control meequite and yucca, 
applied to the individual plants.

LIGHT FOR EGG PRODUCERS

With the longest day of the 
year, June 21, right around the 
corner, Bill Cawley, Extension 
poultry man, says decreasing day 
length is a problem that will 
toon be confronting egg produ­
cers.

He suggests that you calculate 
the number of hours of light, 
both natural and artificia l, that 
your birds are getting on that 
day and see that this amount is 
not allowed to decrease. Mor- 
m ally, Cawley says, we do not 
think of day length hours decreas­
ing until about September l , but  
such is not the case. Actually, 
there is a gradual decrease in 
daylight hours that will amount 
to 1 hour and 3 minutes per day 
by August 21, and a full 2 hours 
by September 1. This can be a 
critica l factor in your egg pro­
duction program.
