Accident
The week of July 25-31 is 

Farm Safety Week-an annual 
nationwide observance laun­
ched in 1944 to help reduce 
accident losses impairing 
wartime farm production. A 
sampling of the 169 acciden­
tal farm deaths recorded by 
the Texas Farm Bureau for 
1976 indicates that accident 
prevention efforts are still 
timely and necessary today.

In Anderson County, for 
instance, a man fishing from 
the bank, fell into a stock 
pond and drowned. A house 
fire in Leon County resulted 
in a woman's death when she 
was cleaning with gasoline. 
In Willacy, a tractor rolled 
over into a drainage ditch 
killing its driver. And, more 
than half of the 34 firearms 
deaths were attributed to 
guns accidentally dischar­
ging while being unloaded or 
carried.

Built around the theme, 
“ Safety is a Good Invest­
ment," this year's Farm 
Safety Week activities em­
phasize the wisdon of making 
a personal and financial in­
vestment in safety to help cut 
the human and economic 
costs of accidents.

No Charge For 
Red Cross Blood

Did you know that the 
Regional Blood Center in 
Wichita, collected 74,432 
units of blood last year? The 
Regional Blood Center ser­
ves 150 hospitals in 97 coun­
ties. 305 units of blood must 
be collected each day to take 
care of the needs of the 
Hospitals served. 255 units 
collected each day in teh 
counties served by three 
different bloodmobiles sta­
tioned in various post of the 
region and they count on 
collecting 50 unites per day 
at the Blood Center.

The quota is based on 4% 
of the population. The 
demand for blood is increa­
sing but the donor population 
is staying at a fairly constant 
level currently a mere 3% of 
the population are non do­
nors. New donors are con­
stantly needed in order to 
meet the increasing demand 
for blood. Each Bloodmobile 
son between the ages of 17 
and 65 may give blood. Each 
donor may give blood every 
eight weeks. The medical 
well-being of donors and 
patients protected by the 
availabilty of well trained 
staff at every bloodmobile 
and by strict adherence to 
certain rules for acceptabil­
ity.

IS THERE A CHARGE TO 
PATIENTS?? Yes. There is a 
processing charge which ap­
pears on the patient’s hospi­
tal bill. This is a per unit 
charge varies depending on 
the product used. This 
charge is to cover a portion of 
the expenses incurred in the 
collection, processing and 
distribution of the blood. 
Generally, these charges are 
covered by medical insur­
ance. All blood collected by 
the Wichita Regional Blood 
Center is from volunteer 
donors. therefore NO 
they strive to get 20% new

donors. 17 year olds in 
Kansas can now give without 
parental consent.

One unit of blood can serve 
4 patients with component 
therapy. The Wichita Regi­
onal Blood Program provides 
Nationwide Coverage for all 
residents of the Wichita Re­
gion in any hospital in the 
United States of Canada.
Blood is replaced on a one- 
for-one basis. It is necessary 
for the patient or a member 
of the family to notify the 
local Red Cross Chapter of 
blood usage before credits 
can be transferred. It pro­
vides the same service for 
non-residents who donate 
blood within the Region and 
their immediate family - with 
coverage extending for a 12 
month period from the date 
of last donation.

WHO MAY GIVE 
BLOOD??? Any healthy per- 
CHARGE is made for the 
blood and blood components.

dO PATIENTS HAVE TO 
REPLACE BLOOD????? NO- 
Patients receiving blood or 
blood products in any hospi­
tal served by the Wichita 
Regional Red Cross Program 
are not required to replace 
this blood. However, pa­
tients may help by asking 
relatives and friends to do­
nate blood regularly. By 
replenishing the supply, blo­
od will be available in the 
hospitals when needed.

New SPS Plant Uses Coal
Why does Southwestern 

Public Service Company haul 
a million tons of coal a year 
from Wyoming to the South­
west? Just one reason. 
Dependable electric service 
for the area it serves.

Coal, which for the last 
quarter century has played a 
declining role as a primary 
energy source, is now back 
on center stage.

Coal is America's most 
abundant energy resource, 
being about 80% of our total 
energy reserves. It is esti­
mated that about 3,244-bil­
lion tons of coal are avail­
able. We don’t know yet 
where it is all located; nor, do 
we have the technology, at 
this moment, to mine it all, 
but we do know that we have 
enough that we can get at 
now to carry us well into the 
21st Century.

Coal will buy America

time. Time to convert from a 
fossil-fueled economy to a 
nuclear-electric energy eco­
nomy and to make the transi­
tion without economic up­
heaval.

Natural gas has been the 
fuel for generating electric 
energy on SPS system. As a 
matter of fact, natural gas 
was regarded as a nuisance 
which had to be put up with 
as a part of discovering oil, 
until the electric utility in­
dustry created a market for it 
as a boiler fuel. Up until that 
time, natural gas was either 
flared off or discharged into 
the atmosphere.

Southwestern has ade­
quate fuel supplies, with the 
help of oil standby, for the 
gas-fired generating equip­
ment now in operation. 
However, the declining re­
serves of natural gas, as well 
as its increasing cost,' made

the conversion to coal-fired 
equipment economically fea­
sible.

A conventional nuclear 
power plant doesn't make 
sense on our system at the 
present time, because it 
would have to be too big. 
We'd have to put too many 
eggs in one generating bas­
ket • and, then, have a spare, 
too. But. we are continuing 
research into nuclear power, 
including the breeder reactor 
and thermonuclear fusion.

When the decision was 
made to go to coal, many 
factors had to be weighed, 
most important being those 
related to the environment. 
SPS wanted to be certain that 
the atmosphere was just as 
pollution-free with a coal­
burning plant as it has been 
with gas-fired equipment.

That called for installation 
of the latest in emission-con-

trol equipment; ana that, in 
turn, called for a more ex­
pensive plant. About one- 
third of the cost of the first 
coal-fired unit at Harrington 
Station was for pollution- 
control equipment.

You just don’t burn any 
coal in any old boiler in an 
electric generating station. 
The boiler equipment is de­
signed for the coal used - 
custom-built, so to speak.

The coal for which South­
western has contracted is 
"clean". It has a sulfur 
content of one-half of one 
percent or less by weight, 
which reduces the sulfur 
dioxide control problem to a 
minimum.

The coal comes from Wy­
oming to the plant site in a 
unit train of 110 cars. The 
train carries eleven-thousand 
tons of coal and makes 
approximately two trips a

week.
The train is pulled over an 

eight hundred foot trestle at 
the plant while the coal drops 
through doors on the bottom
of each car ii ) a storage
•tea some forty feet below 
the trestle. At maximum 
efficiency, the entire train 
can be unloaded in twenty- 
six minutes.

The coal goes from the 
storage area to a crusher 
which reduces the size of coal 
to an average piece of three- 
quarters inch.

Twin conveyor belts, each 
capable of moving eight 
hundred tons of coal an hour, 
take the crushed coal to one 
of five bunkers. The bunkers 
are each capable of holding 
about seven hundred tons of 
coal, and the conveyor sys­
tem is operated twice each 
day, filling the bunkers for a 
day’s operation.

From the bunker, the coal 
moves by gravity through a 
feeder into a mill where it is 
pulverized to a face-powder 
consistency.

The feeder controls the 
amount of coal that gets into 
the mill and thus into the 
boiler where it is mixed with 
the right amount of air. In 
the boiler it is burned to 
provide the proper amount of 
steam at the desired temper­
ature. This, of course, is 
very important in the opera­
tion of the steam turbine 
which drives the electric 
generator. The generation of 
electric energy is a matter of 
rather delicate balance. You 
need to match the heat 
required to produce the 
steam which drives the gen­
erator so that it produces the 
exact number of kilowatts. 
Incidentally, it's not unlike 
what you do with the accel­
erator on your car when you 
want to go 60 miles an hour. 
The generator is designed to 
run at 3600 R.P.M. When it 
is running at this speed, it 
generates electricity at 60 
cycles a second. When load 
is increasing on the genera­
tor. which is like going uphill 
in your car, the coal feeder 
has to let in more fuel, just as 
a accelerator on you car does 
when you step down on it. 
The amount of coal has to be 
matched by an increase in 
the amount of air to provide 
the right mixture for efficient

combustion. When load is 
coming off the generator, 
less of the coal-air mixture 
has to be fed into the boiler 
so there won’t be too much 
heat, and that's like taking 
your foot off the accelerator.

The boiler stack, or chim- 
mey, at the new Harrington 
Station rises 250 feet in the 
air. It is thirty-eight feet 
wide at the base and tapers 
to thirty-three feet at the top.
It was built in seven foot, six 
inch increments and is lined 
with a special acid proof 
brick.

While coal and glamour 
aren't usually thought of in 
the same breath, there are 
some exotic things that can 
be done with coal that make 
it most important in our 
future energy planning.

For example, if you take 
the carbon out of coal and the 
hydrogen out of water 
through the gasification 
technique, you come up with 
a synthetic natural gas. 
That’s the light molecule 
route. If you go the heavy 
molecule route, more for­
mally known as liquefaction, 
you still use the carbon from 
the coal and the hydrogen 
from the water and wind up 
with crude oil.

These applications of coal 
to our energy problem make 
it possible, with some slight 
modifications, to extend the 
life of the gas-fired and 
oil-fired boilers now being 
used to generate electric 
energy.

Engineers at SPS are stu­
dying coal gasification as a 
practical means of extending 
the life of some of the new 
gas-fired boilers on our sys­
tem. We are, at the same 
time, developing additional 
natural gas resources to as­
sure the useful life of this 
equipment.

Coal's final advantage for 
the future is economic. 
While it probably would be 
too much to say that coal will 
lower the future cost of fuel, 
it does appear that it will 
help stabilize that cost.

Long-range projections 
show a faster increase in the 
cost of natural gas than in the 
cost of coal. Having both 
resources available will make 
it possible to be more selec-

in price.

Don’t you 
agree? The House of Represen­
tatives just passed an added 
appropriation of 3 million more 
dollars, for IWY and it is now in 
the Senate. In January the 
commission will take the results 
of the national convention to 
President Carter and Congress 
to show them "this is what the 
women of the United States 
want." The resolutions that are 
being passed are not law, but 
the legislators can make them 
law. because we don’t want to 
get involved.

If these resolutions become 
law, will it still not affect 
Spearman? If these laws are 
passed 1 am told the school 
systems will go to court. Who 
will eventually decide the out­
come of these cases? The 
Supreme Court. At the present 
we have one of the most liberal 
Supreme Courts in history.
