Guest Editorial

Irresponsibility

Senator Strom Thurmond, a man to be reckoned with when it
comes to bureaucratic abuse of public funds, recently pointed
out some enlightening facts concerning the Office of Economic
Opportunity which is charged with the responsibility of admin=-
istering, among other thlngl, the "war on poverty,” :

In his report to the people of South Carolina, Thurmond said,
in part

e bureaucratic irresponsibility which prevails under the
OEO is illustrated in the salary scales paid, In OEO, there is one
super-grade (high pay level) official for every 18 ordinary em=
ployes, By comdplmon. the ratio is one n;rer%nde employe for
every 1,000 ordinary employes, Poverty officials draw fantastic
salaries, Forty=four OEO officials in Washington draw almost $1
million annually, The Deputy Director draws $28,500 and three
other assistants draw $27,000 each, Of 40 others, nine get
$24,000; 11 get $21,445 and 20 get $18,935,

The high salaries are not confined to Washington OEO workers
however, In one area, a "poverty grant” of $82,150 was receiv-
ed, Of this, $56,723 was budgcleffor salaries, leaving only
$25,427 for operations, When complaints were made because
the payroll of the Community Renewal Team of Greater Hart-
ford (Conn,) was running more, than $600,000 almost half the
money received from uhington, the program’s boss retaliated
that he was doing quite well because the national figures show=
ed that about 70 per cent of the total poverty program repre=~
sented salaries,

Since most of the OEO" 'proguml were untried in practice,
Senator Thurmond added, it was to be expected that the best
talent available would be sought to work with the programs,
OEO"s salary scales cannot be justified on this basis, however,
In one OEO project, employe's salaries averaged 57 per cent
averaged 57 per cent higher than those received by employes
prior to going to work for OEO, For instance, a welding instruc=
tor making $3,200 was hired for $9,780, A physical education
instructor making $4,600 was hired for $9,480,

Local school systems have suffered from OEO pirating of
teachers, A math teacher making $4,730 was hired lwayol;y
OEO at a salary of $10,080, At Camp Gary, Texas, 143 of the
camp's total staff of 208 was hired away from schools, often at

ouble their previous salaries, Even though the OEO recognizes
education as one of the most effective tools for combating pov-
erty, ap=parently no consideration was given by OEO to the
poverty-creating effects of disrupting established educational
systems,

Irres ible administration by OEO takes many forms, In
Philadelphia, it took the form of failure to screen the group
leaders hired to work with youngsters-under the Neighborhood
Youth Crops, for the first 16 hired, 13 had arrest records which
included larceny, assault and battery and morals charges invol=-
