Fanned by gusts of wind
up w0 40 and 50 miles an
hour, a prairie fire swept
through the Palo Duro Creek
area wouth of Gruver Wed-
nesday aftemoon with the
alarm being turned in at
1306 P, M, t call the Gru-
ver Volunteers to action,
Units from Spearman and
Monse also quickly respond-
ed to the call for help to
quell the flames which ori~
ginated from a welder's
torch being used at the Palo
Duro Feed Lot,

The Ed Rafferty ranch home,

now occupied by the Jim
Tiner family, was threaten-
ed by the sweep of the flames
with the resultant damage
of smoke and a corner of
the roof which was ignited
by & row of evergreens grow -
ing near the house, Approx=
imately $1, 500 damage was
done to the home before the
fire swept with inferno rage
east and north along the
creek bed finally being ex-
tinguished near the Winder
place af ter blackening
2,000 to 3,000 acres,

Many area residents turned
out to help with the emer~
gency and two men were
slightly injured during the
afternoon"s fight, Danny
McCammond of Morse suf-
fered burns on one arm, his
face and his nostrils during
the battle of the blaze with
a second man also suffering
bums, Both men were trans-
ferred to the Hansford Hos-
pital for emergency treat-
ment after being given First
Aid at the scene, treated
and released,

Firemen battled the fire
for four to five hours before
finally bringing it under
control about 530 P,M, but
not before the lames had  *
destroyed a wild life refuge
on the creek, a rookery in
which eleven sand pipers
