The 88th Congress ad journed
without reaching a solution to

The 89th Congress, to con-
vene in January, will face the
issue squarely and early in its

Screwworms detected in
High Plains Saturday, Nov, 7
could pose a threat not only
to other Texas Panhandle
counties, but also to Okla~
homa, This isthe warning
from screwworm eradication
pro_ﬂl;lm authorities .,

e screwworm infestation
wasreported 5 miles southwest
of Clarendon in Donley Coun~-
ty. This was the furtherest
north screwworms have been
found this year, and the clos-
est to Oklahoma, where the
livestock pest has been ab-
sent during 1964, An infesta-
tion discovered in neighboring
Briscoe County in late Sep=
tember broke a 53-day screw-
worm free period for Texas,

While eradication workers
are confident cold weather
will diminish any serious threat
from further screwworm activ-
ity in the Panhandle, they are

treat the infestation area
through release of sterile flies,
The first air drop of flies was

to take place Tuesday.

However the danger may
not be past, A continuation
of the unseasonable warm wea-
ther experienced in the South-
west could present some spill-
over of screwworms into near-
by areas. Therefore livestock

roducers in the Texas Pan-
ndle and inOklahoma coun-
ties adjoining the border are
asked to stay alert for screw -
worms,
