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Airport Annexation Hearing Set

There will be a special called
meeting of the Spearman City
Council at 7:30 p.m., Monday
night for the purpose of con-
ducting a public hearing on
annexing the territory to be the
new municipal airport and to
discuss reducing the per square
foot commercial lease rental
rate at the new airport when it
becomes operational.

The annexation action--in the
form of ordinance number 464
is, at this point, a matter of form
required by both the FAA and
the Texas Aeronautic Commis-
sion (TAC) to complete compli-
ance for certain grants pertain-
ing to creation of the airfield.

This requisite brings leaders
involved in the creation of the
new and safer airport for the
city, face to face with another
requisite: that anexations in
Texas be preceded by a statuto-
ry period of time by a public
hearing

This time period led to
another complication not fully
understood, possibly, by those
unfamiliar with the mechanical
dictatorship of getting a news-
paper into print.

When it was discovered the
next REPORTER publication
date would not fulfill the
required advance publication
notice, it was suggested by a
member of the REPORTER
staff that an alternate periodical
be used to comply rather than
delay the hearing which would
demand sudden change in the
privaie schedules of a number
of committee people involved--
as well as council members.

This was done in good accord
but it was felt by the city
administration and the newspa-
per that an explanation might
forestall any rumors of a rift

While the public hearing on
annexation, Monday night, has
been styled as a routine action
demanded by the agencies
concerned with helping the city
of Spearman create this new
facility. It can serve as a
sounding board from which to
gain answers to any yet unan-
swered questions from that
segment of the population that
has not been avidly following
the airport progress from the
very beginning.

Also on the agenda of this
meeting will be the matter of
considering the reduction of the
annual commercial lease rental
rate at the airport from seven-
and-one-half cents per square
foot to five cents per square
foot.

This is 2 matter of considera-
tion of the reduction. The city
council has not as yet commit-
ted itself to institute it but it did
agree at the last regular session
to review the matter.

The public hearing will be the
first matter on the agenda,
Monday night

The discussion, if any, will
involve some 212.92 acres of
land located eight miles of the
present boundary of the city of
Spearman

Following the public discus-
sion and the introduction of the
ordinance, that instrument will
also carry the effective date of
the annexation.

Such a move is necessary--
among several reasons--be-
cause Texas is one of those
states without zoning powers
and certain other regulatory
powers vested in county govern
ment. Annexation gives the city
such jurisdiction and regulation
over the facility.

Neatness Counts

Remember in when teachers
used to say, ‘‘neatness counts."’
It certainly is true about Federal
income tax returns.

Granted the Internal Revenue
Service won't send you a larger
refund because they like your
handwriting. However, it is tru
that a neat, accurate, carefully
prepared return can be proces-
sed faster, a resulting refund
issued sooner, and all with
fewer surprises for the taxpay-
er.

On the other hand, something
as easily avoided as an incorrect
or illegible social security num-
ber can take weeks to get
straightened out. An addition or
substraction error will not cause
a long delay but could inconve-
nience the taxpayer if he or she
were counting on having a
particular size tax refund or bill.

The Internal Revenue Service
offers a two-pronged approach
to avoiding time and money
consuming errors. First of all,
be fully prepared before you
start filling out your return.
Start as soon as possible--and
before you begin, check the
following items:

--Do you have necessary
records and forms easily acces-
sible?

--If a calculator is available,
do you have it handy?

--Do you have plenty of time?
(Rushing leads to errors.)

--Have you received a Wage
and Tax Statement (W-2 Form)
from each employer you worked

for during the past year?

--Do you anticipate any ques-
tions or problems? Are you
puzzled about any particular
law changes? If so, first check
instructions. If the problem
persists you can order any of 90
free IRS publications using the
handy order blank in your tax
package or you can call IRS
toll-free. The number is listed in
your local telephone directory.
And before you send it, do this
final check:

--Are all W-2 forms attached?

--Are all supporting sche-
dules attached to your Form
1040?

--Is the arithmetic correct?

--If you rounded off numbers,
did you round consistently?

--Did you use the correct tax
table, and did you follow the
line across to the correct figure?

--Did you answer the Census
Bureau questions completely?

--Is the return signed and
dated (by both spouses, if a
joint return)?

--Did you use the peel-off
label, and, if so, is the
information correct?

--Is there a stamp on the
pre-addressed, coded enve-
lope?

--Did you make a copy of the
return for your own records?
