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Farmers Revive 

Demands for 

Spraying Law
Increasing damage to broad- 

lea f crops In the county is re­
viving tne demands for the law 
to control the spraying of weed 
killers.

County Judge Johnnie Lee 
said more pressure is being 
brought on the Commissioners 
Court by farmers raising broad- 
lea f crops every day,

Lee said more damage is be­
ing reported every day by 
farmers. They are demanding 
that the law controlling the 
use o f weed killers be invoked 
in the county

Judge Lee said he inspected 
five  Fields Wednesday and all 
five  fields had been damaged 
by weed k iller, one field of 
cotton was damaged to the 
extent that it would probably 
have to be plowed up.

Lee said county officials are 
reluctant to put the law into 
e ffec t because they do not feel 
it w ill solve the spray problem.

There was a movement by 
farmers raising broadleaf crops 
last summer to get the state 
law controlling the use o f weed 
killers Invoked in the county.

This law required that per­
sons doing spraying be bonded, 
also that a fee be paid for 
each acre sprayed and other 
restrictions.

After investigating the law 
and its effects in other coun­
ties, the commissioners court 
decided to try a voluntary 
control program.

The counties have the right 
to put the law into e ffe c t , but 
it takes an act o f the state 
legislature to remove the law 
from a county.

Lee reminded farmers that 
anyone hiring a spray plane 
or ground spray rig to spray 
for weeds is just a  liable for 
any damage done by the spray 
as the firm doing the spray­
ing.

I have my daugh­
ter, my parents, my fam ily 
and a host o f friends who are 
good, solid 'square' people. 
Know what I do in my spare 
tim e? I fislf.’

Speaking freely and frankly j 
about her past li fe ,  she refer­
red to her eight yean of show 
business as an "unreal thing— 
the people were unreal— the 
life  was unreal and, conse­
quently, I didn't know who 
or what I was, I was unreal 
m yse lf."

About her three and one- 
half years in prison, the petite 
5 feet 3, 31 year old blond 
with blue eyes and almost 
perfect measurements (36-23- 
36) says, " I  needed the tim e- 
I had a big jo lt , fifteen years 
is a long tim e—but I want to 
say this— I needed it . It woke 
me up. Not at first, but after 
about two years, it was then 
that I began to realize there 
was a puipose to life  that 1 
had been missing.

"You want to know some -  • 
thing ? I worked in the prison 
library for a year and that is 
what started me back on the 
right track. 1 started reading.
I read everything I could lay 
my hands on. And, I still 
have the reading habit."

What does she read now?
"You name it--Bainbridge, 
Schlesinger^Hemingway — 
tire VlTdTe spectrum. I write 
poetry too, and I have writ­
ten two songs I hope 1 get 
published in the near future."

What was the roughest part 
o f her re-entry into a free 
society? "The first ninety days, 
The trouble was m e. Although 
I had taken a fresh look at 
my purpose in l i fe ,  I still 
clung to the idea that society 
owed me something for hav­
ing locked me up m prison. 
Then one morning I said, 'whe 
are you kidding—society does 
not owe you a thing— you 
owe yourself.' When I started

make it on the outside, I can. 
And that is exactly why I am 
Interested in doing this. May­
be it w ill help a little --no t 
m e--th em ,"

W ill she re-enter show busi­
ness? "Right now I would say 
defin itely not. I have no such 
plans. I nave had'opportum- 
ties— movies and otner offers- 
but I am too happy and con­
tented to spoil wnat I have. 
You know something? For a 
long time I didn't know who 
I was, then when I found out,
I didn’t like myself one b it.
1 changed what I was, and 
who I was, and now I like 
m e. Yes sir, I sure d o ,"

She walked down the prison 
corridor to the front door. She 
signed the visitor's register 
in the "out" column, told the 
officer on duty, " I ’l l  see you 
in October," and, as the se­
curity door slid open, she— 
Juanita Phillips, Candy Barr, 
No. 153781— walked out into 
the free air and toward the 
paorking lot. Like her daugh­
ter, her head held high and 
she walked with a certain d ig­
nity and confidence.

A trusty watching from the 
bull ring said to himself, 
"Reckon what the boys in LA 
and Vegas would think about 
her now?"
