Against Tax Increase
Congressman Walter Rogers this week went firmly on record as 

opposing any sort of income tax increase, regardless of how 
much or how applied.

While recognizing that he is in a better position to say this 
now that he is not a candidate for redaction to Congress, we 
still wish mors Congressmen would say the same thing.

President Johnson says that it may be necessary to boost in­
come taxes after the election in order to fight inflation. But the 
American people, beset by a boost in taxes already through a 
higher Social Security bite, accelerated withholding and raises 
in other types of taxes, are in no mood for more.

Especially since they are hit by a boost in the cost of living 
and it is getting harder and harder to fit outgo with income.

Most of us are in no mood to pay more income taxes until our 
government demonstrates some willingness to cut its expenses. 
Only lip service has been paid to the question of federal spend­
ing, and until the government gets serious about trimming spend­
ing we won’t see any reduction in inflation.

In fact, an income tax increase would be unfair and outrag­
eous without elimination of the waste in the current federal bud­
get. Foreign aid is still a staggering burden on the American 
people. The U.S, is maintaining an armed force around the 
world and fighting a war in Viet Nam, We are spending billions 
in a crash program to get to the moon. We are spending billions 
on federal welfare programs, supporting a drone class with tax 
money.

It is going to be hard to convince u» that we have to submit 
to an income tax boost while our government continues to shovel 
out money like it was going out of style.

Nonstick Finishes Being 

Applied to Cookware
COLLEGE STA T ION - - Nonst ic k 
finishes being applied to every 
type of cookware available 
have revolutionized cooking 
today.

So says Mrs. Wanda Meyer, 
Extension home management 
specialist at Texas A&M Uni­
versity.

Mrs. Meyer points out a few 
facts, based on recent research, 
about the nonstick finishes.

The new nonstick finishes 
are safe to use. The U.S, Food 
and Drug Administration says 
that the nonstick finishes are 
safe for food and conventional 
kitchen use.

Nonstick finishes require 
gentle treatment. They are 
made of material softer than 
the surface to which they are 
applied and are highly sus­
ceptible to scratching. Foods 
should never be cut with a me­
tal knife in a nonstick coated 
utensil. Use tools of nylon, 
rubber, plastic or epoxy-coat­
ing when stirring food in a 
nonstick utensil. You may get 
some scratches, and if they 
bother you, colorless scratch- 
repair products are available.

The nonstick finishes are ea­
sy to clean, but this has been 
over-emphasized. A swish and

a rinse is not enough for clean, 
ing--it takes hot suds and 
scrubbing to get rid of grease 
If cleaning isn’t thorough ’ 
you’ll get a buildup of greasv 
film. This affects nonstick * 
qualities and leads to discolor- 
ation of all colors except very 
dark ones. The nonitlek coated 
utensils can be put in the dish­
washer, but never use steel 
wool, metal pads or cleansers 
because they damage the fin­
ish.

Discoloration can come from 
too much heat as well as skim- 
py cleaning. Keep top-stove 
temperatures medium or below. 
Take special care not to let a '

Ean overheat when it's empty, 
lon't deceive yourself that food 

can’t burn in a nonstick utensil, 
In the oven, the suggested tem­
perature limit is 425 to 450 de­
grees, Never place a nonstick 
utensil under the broiler.

Texas Bankers Serving
i

Farmers With Credit
Texas banks were serving 

farms and ranches with more 
credit and other financial ser­
vices than any other lenders at 
the beginning of this year, ac­
cording to Walter F, Johnson, 
president, Texas Bankers Asso­
ciation, and president. First 
National Bank of Abilene,

During 1965, Texas banks 
maintained their leadership in 
agricultural credit services.

Based on the 25th annual 
farm and ranch lending summ­
ary of the Agricultural Com­
mittee of The American Bank­
ers Association, Johnson re­
ported that at the beginning of 
1966, Texas banks were help­
ing farmers and ranchers witn 
$708 million in loans, 7 per 
cent more than a year previous. 
This total included $591 mil­
lion in production loans and 
$117 million in farm and ran­
ch mortgages.

At the same time, $521 mil­
lion in farm and ranch loans 
was held by life insurance co­
mpanies; $375 million bv the 
Federal Land Banks; $159 mil­
lion by Production Credit As­
sociations; and $88 million in

P11cmillion in real estate loans by 
the Farmers Home Adminis­
tration.

About 71 per cent of the pro* 
duction credit extended by 
lending institutions to Texas 
farmers and ranchers came 
from banks.

Johnson said that "bankers 
in Texas are conscious of the
large capital investments re­
quired in agriculture today ami 
are making a concerted effort
through improved lending pro­
grams to meet these changing 
credit demands of the state's 
farmers and ranchers.

The increased use of credit 
by farmers and ranchers, ac­
cording to Johnson, has been 
accompanied by a substantial 
gain in the total assets of farm 
and ranch families. Therefore, 
in the aggregate, the equity 
position of farmers and ranch­
ers contrary to public opinion, 
is being maintained at a satis­
factory level.

Nationally, farm and ranch 
families have $212 billion of 
their own funds invested in ag­
riculture. This represents 84 
per cent of the total capital 
requirements of farmers and 
ranchers.

Johnson stressed the import­
ance of farmers, ranchers and 
bankers working closely to­
gether to improve farm 
and ranch financial arrange­
ments. He reported that nearly 
89 per cent oi the banks in Tex­
as were extending credit to 
farm people.

Morse Mustangs Meet

The Morse Mustangs hit the 

road this week for another en­
counter with an Oklahoma 
team.
