Texasreceives more federal
money than it pays in federal
taxes,according to this week's
Dewsletter from Senator Ralph
Yarborough of Texas,

Senator Yarborough reports
that Texas received $1,06 for
every $1 in federal taxes Tex~
ans pay, Texans pay approxi=
mately $4 billion in federal
taxes each year,

Federal expenditures in Tex=
as are over $4 billion each
year, This includes federal
contracts to industry, civilian
and military wages, federal
aid payments to state and lo-
cal govemments and individ-
uals and agricultural and con=
servation payments,

Besides this regular income
from the federal government,
in 1965-66 the state is get-
ting over $500 million in new
funds,

These new funds include
over $4 million for college
scholarships, $7,5 million for
work=study funds and $85 mil«-
lion for Texas for the first year
to upgrade education in low=
income areas,

Medicare will provide $96
million under the basic plan
for those over 65 and $57 mil-
lion in the voluntary plan,
