ates, While some of the seed
resembles our own, many
others have previously never
been seen by scientists at the
Foundation,

Included in the planting are
strains and varieties of soy-
beans, clovers, cane, sesame,
sunflowers, corn, grain and
forage sorghums, grasses of
all kinds, legumes, beans,
and peas of many varieties,

A scientist to scientist or
person to person exchange
of interesting and sometimes
valuable seed has been a
gan of the program of the

igh Plains Research Founda~-
tion for several years, Scien-
tists in the different coun=-
tries send the Foundation small
quantities of seed they have
developed for trial here, The
Foundation staff reciprocates
h&,scndmg seed to them,
"Who knows but that this

the worlds food shortage,”
