selling books. He w u  gradiated 
from Yale University in 1961 
and Princeton Theological Sem­
inary in 1964. Ordained in 1965,

he served as an Assistant 
Minister in West Hartford, 
Conn, for several years before 
becoming the Pastor of the East

Dennis Community Church on 
Cape Cod, M assachusetts, 
where he served from 1967 to 
1977. He and his wife Edith 
have two children, Mary Eliza­
beth, age 10, and Peter Jona­
than, aged 5.

His particular emphasis is 
the urgent need for American 
Christians to press beyond shal­
lowness and superficiality in 
their spiritual lives. In our 
Lord’s words: "If any man 
would could after me, let him 
deny himself, and take up his ,  
cross daily, and follow m e." To 
implement this necessitates fac­
ing up to and dealing with our 
own sinful natures, and the 
areas of self that block the life of 
Jesus from flowing through us 
more freely.

Discovering this as the ma­
jor key to Christian maturity, 
coupled with a burden for 
America’s destiny at this crisis 
point in history, has led to his 
co-authoring, with David Man­
uel, a book about God’s call on 
this nation, and His hand in our 
founding, entitled "The Light 
and the Glory.’’

People planning ahead for 

their retirement ihould be 
•ware that locial eecurity w u  
never intended to offer a com­
plete retirement income, How­
ard L  Weatherly, Social Secur­
ity Branch Manager in Para pa 
«aid recently.

Social Security benefits pro­
vide a partial replacement of 
earned income loot or reduced 
because of the retirement, dis­
ability, or death of a worker.

Some pension experts esti­
mate that retirement income 
should be 60 to 70 percent of 
pre-retirement earnings in or­
der for a retiree to maintain a 
standard of living similar to that 
before retirement.

Social security benefits gen­
erally provide 25 to 60 percent 
of pre-retirement earnings, de­
pending on the individual’s 
earnings over the years. With 
an eligible husband or wife, 
benefits would be 37V4 to 90 
percent of the worker’s previous 
Minings.

People can supplement social 
security retirement benefits 
with income from company 
pensions, insurance annuities, 
savings, stocks and bonds, in­
dividual retirement plans, or 
other investments.

The important thing for a 
worker to remember is that 
social security is not the total 
answer. It is a base upon which 
each worker should build his or 
her retirement plans.

More information about soc­
ial security retirement benefits, 
as well as about disability and 
survivor benefits, can be ob­
tained at the Pampa Social 
Security Office. There are 
many free publications describ­
ing social security benefits and 
copies can be obtained at the 
office located at 1541 North 
Hobart Street. The telephone 
number is 669-3381.

Howard L. Weatherly, 
Branch Manager of the Pampa 
Social Security Office, said this 
is the time of the year that many 
people begin to think about 
filing their 1979 income tax 
returns. People who receive 
social security benefits have an 
additional report that needs to 
be filed with the Social Security 
Administration, if they were
under age 72 for any month of 
1979, and had earnings from 
self-employment or wages of 
mote than $4,500. The $4,500

le t age 65 all months of 
— .  «ad earned more than 
$3,480 must file a report with 
Social Security if they were 
eligible to receive any social 
security benefits in 1979.

Some people think that filing 
their income tax return is all 
that is necessary.

Both the income tax return 
and the annual social security 
report are due by April 15th 
each year; however, the income 
tax return doesn't contain infor­
mation necessary to determine 
if a social security beneficiary 
has received the correct amount 
of benefits for the year.

Anyone who earns more than 
$4,500 for the year may still be 
due some social security bene­
fits. Entitlement to social secur­
ity benefits is based on the 
amount of monthly earnings as 
well as yearly earnings for the 
first year of eligibility. The 
monthly exempt amount in 1979 
for wages is $290 if you are 
under 65, or $375 is you are 65 
or older.

Workers who earn more than 
the exempt amount for each 
month of the year and over their 
annual exempt amount may still 
be due some payments. If your 
earnings go over the annual 
exempt amount, $1.00 in bene­
fits is withheld for each $2.00 
over the earnings limit ($3,480 
for people under age 65 and 
$4,500 for those over 65).

The earnings limit for 1980 
has been increased to $3,720 for 
beneficiaries under age 65 or 
$310 monthly. For beneficiaries 
age 65 to 72, it is $5,000 for the 
annual amount and $417 for the 
monthly amount.

Weatherly said anyone with 
questions regarding whether or 
not they should file a report 
with Social Security on their 
earnings can visit, write, or 
telephone the nearest Social 
Security Office for additional 
information.

Help For Elderly To Apply For 
Food Stamps

Attention local artists
Elderly sod disabled people 

would be sble to apply for food 
stamps at the «ante time they 
apply for Supplemental Securitv 
benefits (SSI) under rules p«> 
posed by the U.S. Department 
of Agriculture.

The new rule would make it 
possible for the Social Security 
Administration, which admini- 
aters SSI benefits, to also accept 
food stamp applications. People 
applying for SSI would be able 
to apply for food stamps simu- 
taneously if everyone in the 
household is applying for or 
receiving SSI benefits, and no 
one is already receiving food 
sumps.

The proposed rule, which 
implcmenu a provision of the 
1977 Food Stamp Act, could 
take effect as soon as next 
summer.

Currently, SSI recipients who 
wsnt to tnolv for food stamps

must go through a separate 
procedure. "This has placed a

real burden on people who art 
elderly or disabled, ‘' said Aasis- 
Unt Secretary Carol Tucker 
Foreman. "It may also be a 
reason why many elderly and 
disabled poor do not currently 
participate in the food sum p

program. Processing food 
sumps and SSI applications 
jointly should be of real assis- 
Unce to these people.”

The proposed regulations 
were published in the Federal 
Register on Friday, Dec. 7. 
Comments on the proposal muat 
be received by January 22, 
1980, and should be sent to 
Claire Lipsman, director, pro­
gram development division, 
family nutrition programs. Food 
and Nutrition Service, U.S. 
Department of Agriculture, 
Washington, D.C. 20250.

U.S. Energy Bonds 
Go On Sale

The Treasury Department to­
day announced that the new 
Series EE savings bonds which 
go on sale effective January 1, 
1980, will be called United 
States Energy Savings Bonds, 
Series EE, and will receive a V6 
percent bonus if held to matur­
ity.

The interest rate on U.S. 
Energy Savings Bonds, Series 
EE, will be increased from 6.S 
percent to 7 percent for bonds 
held for the full 11 years to 
maturity. Series E bonds that 
have not finally matured and 
U.S. Savings Notes ("Freedom 
Shares") will also receive the Vi 
percent bonus if they are held 
for 11 yean from the date of the 
first semiannual interest period 
that begins on or after January 
1, 1980. Bonds and notes 
redeemed earlier will not re­
ceive the bonus.

The redesignation of the 
bonds as Energy Savings Bonds 
is intended to help focus atten­
tion on the national goals of 
reducing energy consumption 
and increasing domestic sup­
plies. The bonds were known as 
Defense Bonds before and after 
World War D 4 as War Bonds 
from 1941 to 1945 reflecting the

national concerns of those 
times. The Energy Savings 
Bonds will assist is financing 
the large Federal energy ex­
penditure required in the com­
ing years.

After June 30. 1980. all U.S. 
Savings Bonds bought through 
payroll savings plana will be 
Energy Savings Bonds, Series 
EE. Series H and HH Savings 
Bonds will not be affected by 
these changes.

WASHINGTON* Dec. 13- 
U.S. form exports hit a record 
S32 billion in fiscal 1979, impro­
ving the country's agricultural 
balance of trade by 18 percent, 
Department of Agriculture eco­
nomists reported today.

This was a 17 percent jump 
over the cash value of exports 
for the previous year -- also a 
record-breaker.

Robert Tontz and Thomas 
Warden, economists for the 
department's Economics, Sta­
tistics. and Cooperatives Ser­
vice, said the exports gained 
mostly in fcedgrains, wheat, 
wheat products, soybeans, 
hides and skins, protein meal 
and cotton. The 1979 fiscal year 
ended Sept. 30.

In volume, the nation's farm 
exports rose nearly 4 percent 

to 137 million

Agricultural products coming 
into the country also gained, up 
16 percent in dollar value to S16 
billion. There were increases In 
all major noncompetitive pro­
ducts -  coco* powder was an 
exception -  and in all competi­
tive products ss well, except 
poultry and sugar.

Noncompetitive imports such 
as coffee, bananas and cocoa 
beans were valued at S7 b ill ion, 
an 8 percent Increase over the 
previous fiscal year. Imported 
meat products jumped 25 per­
cent to more than $9 billion.

The U.S. farm trade surplus 
-  exports minus imports -- hit 
an all time high of $15.8 billion, 
exceeding the 1978 total by 18 
percent.

WASHINGTON—Beef pro­

ducer» will vote early in 1980 on 
on whether they want a nation­
ally coordinated beef research 
and information program.

The upcoming referendum v. 
was announced today by Assist­
ant Secretary of ̂  griculture 
P. R. Smith, H e said beef 
producers will b i  asked to re­
gister for the referendum be­
tween Jan. 28 and feb . 6, 

Theyl! vote by secret ballot 
Feb. 18-22.

The order issued by the U.S. 
Department of Agriculture 
authorizing the program prov­
ides for a beef board of up to 
68 producers to administer 
the program. There would be 
as many as five non-voting 
consumer advisors to the board.

Each state or geographic area 
would be represented on the 
board in proportion to its share 
of the U.S. cattle industry.

The program would be fund­
ed by assessments based on the 
value of cattle sold. During 
the first two years of the pro­
gram, assessments could be 
up to two-tenths of one per­
cent of the value of cattle 
sold (20 cents per $100).

A fter two years, the board 
could recommend an increase 
up to five-tenbs of one percent.

All sellers in the marketing 
chain would be assessed. The 
buyer at the point of slaughter 
would deduct the total assess­

ment and forward it to the 
board. Any producer could 
request and receive a refund 
of the assessment paid.

Ray Fitzgerald, administrt • 
tor of the department's Agri 
cultural and Conservation 
Service, said his agency will 
conduct the referendum. Tlje 
department's Agricultural 
Marketing Service would 
monitor the program.

Rules for registering and vot­
ing in refsrendums have 
changed, noted Fitzgerald.
He said the department de­
termined that 10 days (8

working days) would be suff­
icient for all producers to 
register and that the four-day 
voting period would result 
in a more efficient voting j 
procedure and reduce admin­
istrative costs.

A similar order, issued in 1977 
although favored by 56.4 per­
cent of voting producers, did 
not receive the required two^ 
thirds approval. Since that 
time, the Beef Research and 
Information Act has been am­
ended by Congress so that a 
majority of producers will be 
sufficient for approval of the 
order.

Following the change in 
legislation, beef Industry or­
ganizations proposed a new 
order. A public hearing has 
been held in five locations. 
Based on the hearing testimony, 
the department issued a re­
commended decision and or­
der in September.

Comments were accepted 
for 45 days and were con­
sidered in developing the order 
announced today.

Producers may register and 
vote at local A SCS offices. 
Registration and voting can be 
completed by mail if infor­
mation and ballots are re­
quested in advance.

The order and notice of 
referendum is scheduled for 
publication in the Federal 
Register Dec. 14.

COLLEGE STATION— In­
creasing rural land prices which 
appear to be unrelated to farm 
productivity continue to alarm 
farmers, notes Dr. Richard 
Floyd. In many cues, they 
have outpaced general price 
rises experienced throughout 
the economy.

"The main reason for this is 
that non-farmer land buyers 
have discovered many advan­
tages to rural land invest­
ments," says the real estate 
economist with the Tessa Agri­
cultural Estension Service, Tex­
as AAM University System.

"The phenomena can be 
easily explained by understand­
ing the motives of a typical real 
estate investor," says the econ­
omist. "Real estate is u  
attractive investment medium 
because it offers the investor a  
overall high return. This return 
includes the advantages of us­
ing borrowed funds to obtain 
leverage, a tax *h«l,er' j  
inflation hedge, and perhaps 
the benefits of forced saving.

Through borrowed funds, a 
real estate investor can capture 
the entire benefits of any return 
which exceeds that repaid in 
interest.

At the same time, he can 
benefit from depreciation of 
improvements on his property 
which shelters income from 
«her sources, the economist 
explains.

The investor also obtains the 
advantage of real estate apprec­
iation while sales proceeds are 
subject to capital gains tax rates 
which are lower than ordinary 
income tax rates.

Small investors unsuccessful 
with attempts to build savings 
through a savings account may 
find some benefit in obtaining a 
real estate loan which allows 
part of each monthly payment to 
go toward the principal (a 
self-amortizing loan). This 
reduces the total amount of the 
mortgage and is in effect,a

torced savings, says Floyd.
"Taken as a whole, these 

advantages may provide suf­
ficient reason for the real estate 
investor to outbid the farmer for 
a given parcel of rural land,” 
points out Floyd. “Thus, the 
higher values which real estate 
investors are willing to pay for 
farmland merely reflect a dif­
ferent set of motives from the 
farmer whose bid is based only 
upon farm productivity.”
