J.O. Musick, TSA General 
Manager, also urged all per­
sons and organizations allied 
with agriculture to unite in 
the nationwide effort to reduce 
the number o f accidents among 
farm fam ilies.

Accidents k ill some 8,300 
farm residents each year, and 
an additional 760,000 or more 
are victims o f disabling injur­
ies,

"This is an alarming situa­
tion, not only because of the 
grie f to loved ones, the ex­
pense and unnecessary suffer­
ing, but also because o f then 
monetary loss to tne nation," 
Musick said. "Farm fam ilies 
and rural leaden must make 
a joint effort to elim inate 
hazards— at work, in the 
home, at play and on-the-  
road.*

The 1966 farm safety cam­
paign w ill place special em ­
phasis on tne prevention of 
nighway accidents involving 
slow-moving farm vehicles.

English speaking school, but 
they learned Spanish from 
talking with students out­
side of class. Many o f the stu­
dents there were from South 
Am erica, Although they spoke 
English in school, they spoke 
Spanish outside of class.

The school was in an apart­
ment building and some 
houses. Andy and Sarabeth 
said the classes were rather 
crowded.

They were anticipating no 
trouble in school in Bartles­
v ille  after being gone two 
years. A ll three tnought the 
school in Spain was harder 
and stricter.

Andy, who is 16, is be­
hind on his driving. No one 
under 18 can drive in Spain, 
so he has missed learning to 
drive and is anxious to get 
his driver's license.

Sarabeth prefers American 
living to foreign countries.
