Under the present situation 
many of our worthy organiza­
tions are being shorted be­
cause people become irritated 
at being asked to work and do­
nate on some drive every week 
or two.

Continuation and Increased 
activities by the Chamber of 
Commerce Retail Merchants 
Committee to increase retail 
business in Spearman.

A stepped-up campaign by 
the Park board to get more im­
provements in the local parks. 
They need trees, grass, equip­
ment and care. Let us get our 
"two-bits" worth in the parks.

A new spirit of cooperation 
among all local residents and 
businesses to work for what th-: 
majority feels will help Spear­
man. The greatest plans ever 
made are worthless without the 
brains and brawn to carry them 
out.

By Early Sign-Up

Farmers who would like to 
sign up to grow sugar beets 
should not hesitate in signing 
the agreement forms, says 
County Agent, Robert Adam­
son.

Adamson talked to Don An­
thony, Association President, 
about the agreement forms and 
pledge. These agreement forms 
are not binding, but only an 
indication that you would be 
interested in growing iu0?r 
beets.

Further arrangements with 
the sugar beet company would 
have to be made to get an a l­
lotment. By signing up, you 
probably would have priority 
over someone who did not sign 
up, Adamson said.

The pledge of $1.00 per ton 
of beets produced on your farm 
for five years to be applied to 
purchase capital stock is only 
in the event that money is 
needed as equity. This is not 
final and Anthony says he does 
not think this will be required. 
This is in the planning stage. 
Anthony said this would not 
be like a co-op.

Much of this is in the plan­
ning stage and would be 1967 
before the plant would be in 
operation, if built.

Anthony said that they would 
try to get an allotment of be­
tween 30,000 and 50, 000 ac­

res.
Adamson says a meeting 

would be held in Spearman to 
explain the sugar beet program 
if farmers want such a meet­
ing.

NEW BEEF GRADES
Presently, the Agricultural 

Marketing Service of the USDA 
is proposing a new type of grad­
ing system for beef carcasses.

The yield grade proposed by 
the USDA uses thickness of fat

ficient. Water conveyance 
structures such as irrigation 
pipelines are especially effec­
tive on the "loose" soils of this 
area.

Irrigation farmers are advised 
toconsultwlth their Soil Con­
servation Service technicians 
for types of soil found on their 
farms.

Some of the other advantages 
of irrigation should also be 
considered. Practically all of 
the transport system is buried, 
consequently no significant 
amount of land is removed 
from crop production. Better 
and easier control of water is 
another factor to be consider­
ed. Irrigation pipeline can 
also save labor since the wat­
er is more easily distributed 
and there is no ditch bank 
week problem.

This article has been intend­
ed to bring out some of the 
reasons why an irrigation pipe­
line can make your irriga­
tion system operate more effi­
ciently.

It is a common opinion that 
seepage and evaporation from 
irrigation ditches result in the 
loss of a considerable amount 
of water pumped from wells for 
irrigation. Seepage losses are 
more serious in toils of the 
zita, dalhart, mantker and por- 
talesseries. These soils are the 
most common "loose" soils 
being irrigated in this area. In 
all of these soils the average 
seepage rate is approximately 
26%higher during the daytime 
than at night. Part of this 26% 
is due to the higher rate of 
evaporation during the day.

Tests have shown that seep- 

agerates may average 13% on 
zita soils and 14% on mantker 
toils. This compares with 6%  
seepage loss on Pullman soils.

For example, if you have a 
well pumping 1,000 gallons 
per minute, you would be los­
ing 13%or 130 gallons per hour 
using an open ditch on a zita 
soil. On a 24 hour set this 
would amount to 3,120 gallons 
of water lost. In dollars and 
cents, this would amount to 
$2.10 per 24 hour set. This 
isn't even taking into consid­
eration what this water would 
have produced had it been used 
to water a crop. The $2.10 
per 24 hour set only takes into 
consideration the cost of pump­
ing the 3,120 gallons. Seepage 
losses may vary from 12% to 
28%on the same soil. The dit­
ches used in this test were in 
use before the tests were made. 
They were not dry.

This information serves to 
point * out the importance of 
irrigation pipeline in making
