Farmer meet to look 
at firm wheat market

A special farmers meeting to 
discuss the potential of making 
Hansford county wheat a strong 
market for bakery buyers will be 
held next Wednesday at the Home 
Demonstration Club Room in 
Spearman.

Representatives from Watley 
Seed Company in Spearman, along 
with marketing reps from High 
Plains Quality Wheat, Inc. will be 
on hand at the club room from 11 
a.m. to 4 p.m. to answer questions.

The main thrust of the potential 
wheat program, however, will 
come during a 1:30 p.m, pre­
sentation by High Plains repre­
sentatives on the market viability 
of certain hard red winter wheats 
and white wheats.

According to Andy Watley, 
owner of Watley Seed Company, 
production of baking quality wheat 
is necessary in the Panhandle area

due to the loss of appeal of local 
wheats to the milling and bakery 
industries.

Production of wheat in the 
Panhandle lacks the consistency 
which bakeries need in their 
process, notes Watley. Due to this, 
market values have declined for 
area wheat, he says.

Wednesday's meeting will out­
line a plan which has been in the 
works for the past two years, most 
recently with concerns in Hugoton, 
Kan, where a pilot project for the 
production of an identity-preserved 
wheat was implemented in 1987.

"W e believe it will be in the best 
interest of Hansford county and 
Panhandle farmers to be on the 
leading edge of this development," 
explains the seed company owner. 
"T h e market potential is great and 
should offer better than average 
prices for our wheat."

Demo, GOP runoff slated April 12
Hansford county voters will go to 

the primary polls one more time 
in just a few short weeks when the 
April 12 runoff elections will decide 
the Democrats and Republicnn 
candidates in six different elec­
tions.

There will be only one race on 
the Democratic ticket -  that for 
Texas State Senator between H. 
Byran Poff, Jr .,  and Mel Phillips, 
both of Amarillo.

On the Republican ticket, how­
ever, are five races -- including a 
final dicision on the 84th District 
Attorney's race between Stephen 
F. "S tev e" Cross and Phil Black, 
attornies from Borger.

Cross formerly held the 84th 
District Attorney's position before 
losing it to incumbent Gene Comp­
ton in 1984. Compton was elimi­

nated from contention in the first 
primary held on Super Tuesday, 
March 8.

The winner of the runoff will face 
Borger attorney John LaGrone in 
the general election this Novem­
ber.

Amarillo's Beau Boulter will face 
Wes Gilbreath of Houston to 
decide the Republican opponent 
against long-time Democratic U.S. 
Senator Uoyd Bentsen.

Bob Price of Pampa and Larry 
Milner of Amarillo are vying for the 
Republican nomination for U.S. 
Representative of District 13. The 
winner here will face Bill Sarpaulis 
in November.

Price has held the U.S. Repre­
sentative office in the 1970’ • before 
losing that seat. He haa also served 
as Texas State Senator aa well.

This is Millner's first venture into 
the political arena.

Other contested offices in the 
April 12 runoff will be between 
P.S. "S a m " Ervin of Dallas and Ed 
Emmett of the Austin area for 
Texas Railroad Commissioner.

The Justice of the Supreme 
Court, Place 2 Republican nomina­
tion will be decided between 
Ronald S. Black of Miasouri City 
and Nathan Hecht of Carrollton.

The only restrictions for ballot­
ing in the April 12 runoff come if a 
voter cast a ballot in the March 8 
primary election. Then they muat 
vote in the primary runoff of the 
party they cast their original ballot 
March 8.

However, if a voter did not vote 
in the Super Tuesday election, than

Another late filing before Wed­
nesday deadline puts a total of six 
Spearman men in a pair of races of 
three different seats on the Spear 
man city council election which is 
set for May 7.

Harry Stumpf, a retiree from 
Northern Natural Gas, filed before 
the 5 p.m. deadline Wednesday to 
bring the slate of candidates for the 
two city alderman seats to a list of 
four candidates.

Donald E. Reed, Bob Boxwell 
and Lenis Simpson had already 
filed earlier. Reed is employed by 
Transpectco, Boxwell is owner/ 
operator of Boxweil Brothers and 
Simpson is employed by B&B 
Farms.

All four men are new to the 
political scene. Simpson, however, 
served as city manager of Spear­
man for two years, from 1978 to 
1980.

Burl Buchanan and Bob Pearson 
will vy for the mayor’ s seat which is 
being vacated by 6-term Mayor 
Ralph Blodgett.

Buchanan is currently serving 
his third term on the Spearman city 
council and is self-employed as an 
insurance agent.

Pearson has served on the 
Spearman city council and is an oil 
and gas attorney in private 
practice.

Due to changes in election laws. 
Buchanan will not have to resign 
his seat in order to run for mayor, if 
elected, city members will prob­
ably appoint someone to fill his 
position on the council.

If Pearson wins the mayoral 
race, then Buchanan will remain on

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Spearman 9-1-1 service in effect
The initial step toward initialling 

a full-blown 9-1-1 emergency tele­
phone system will be placed on line 
Monday, giving Spearman re si 
dent* a quick and accurate method 
for the City of Spearman.

The basic 9 1-1 service is being 
provided by General Telephone 
Company free of charge and will 
enable residents to contact any 
emergency service provided by the 
city.

Ambulance, fire or police can be 
contacted hy dialing the 9-1-1 
emergency service. This will pro­

vide emergency services with a 
2- fold boon.

First, residents will no longer 
have to remember the 7-digit tele­
phone number in order to contact 
emergency services in Spearman.

Secondly, tbe telephone number 
of the caller will be automatically 
printed on a computerized printer 
at the telephone company.

Should the caller fail to identify 
themselves or their location due to 
the excitement and duress which 
normally accompanies an emer­
gency. the telephone company can

be contacted in order to ascertain 
who made the call.

The basic service is still not as 
efficient as a completely com­
puterized 9-1-1 system which 
would have a computer in the 
em ergency service answering 
location to give the caller's name 
and address automatically through 
the computer screen on hand.

The basic 9-1-1 service being 
provided in Spearman is a self- 
contained unit in the GTE office 
here. Every call placed on the 
Spearman 9-1-1 number will be 
identified.

The 9-1-1 service has gained 
popularity nationally, having 
grown from a few systems in 1968 
to almost a nationwide service.

they may vote in either primary
runoff.

Absentee balloting begins in one 
week, running from April 4 to April 
8 only. Mail ballots should be 
ordered as quickly as possible in 
order to insure their return in time 
for the April 12 election, notes 
Hansford county clerk, Amelia 
Johnson.

Traditionally, runnoff elections 
spur little interest with only a 
nominal turnout statewide.

However, the Republican party 
-- at least in Hansford and Hutch­
inson counties -  may gain more 
attention this year, due to a strong 
campaign for the 84th District 
Attorney’s seat.

Hansford county voters held the 
pivotal votes in the original pri­
mary election as the three Borger 
candidates •- Cross, Black and 
Compton — came up with 35 
percent, 33 percent and 32 percent 
of the Hutchinson county vote 
respectively.

Cross, however, dominated in 
Hansford county with Black out­
performing Compton as well.

It's quite likely that Hansford 
county will again control who is the 
Republican candidate, then the 
general election winning candidate 
as well next November.
