We would like to see some
positive action taken in the
very near future on getting the
PJrepm transformed into ac-
tion,

County Agent Robert Adam-
son says there is a County Ac~
tion Committee for Hansford
County, This committee needs
to be activiate and some meet-
ings held, so this program can
be put into action,
