One of the arguments for the
consolidation is that the stu~
dents of Morse will have bene-
fit ofa fullathletic program,
In my opinion the majority of
the students would be only
spectators in the full athletic
program of a larger school, In
the small schools the students
have a better chance to be

participants,

In the scholastic side I be-
lieve that the Morse School is
doing a good work, The classes
are small and it would help if
there were a few more in gach
class, but this is not necessa=
rily a drawback, My daughter,
Leta Ruth, attended the Morse
High School during the first
two years and for two six=
weeks period in her junior year,
When we moved to Childress
with a high school of approxi=
mately 430 students, Leta Ruth
was able to ransfer with a mine
imum of trouble, She is taking
for the most part the same
courses she took in Morse, The
only exception I believe is that
she was taking Texas History in
Morse, but it was not offered
in Childress this year, or they
did not have enough students to
signup for it, As for grades she
is making almost exactly the
same grades that she made at
Morse,

It is my opinion that a good
student will not be seriously
handicapped in attending the
small high school and the ave-
rage and poor students will be
helped immeasurably by the
high teacher-student ratio,

A percentage of the minimum
diversion payment 1s available
when the diverted acres are
planted to certain crops, The
crops and the percentage of
payment are: sesame, 40;
guar, 30; castor beans, 30 ;
and sunflower 20 perceunt,

The County ASC office can
answer most guestions about
participation in the program,

Farmers who prefer to ignore
the program will not be eligi=
ble for price support and must

sell their grain on the open
marker,
