WASHINGTON-—Federal regulations are being drafted
that could strangle the liberty and prosperity of millions
of American farmers and ranchers with miles of bureau-
cratic red tape. I'm doing what I can to remedy this
situation.

Under proposed rules being prepared now by the U.S.
Army Corps of Engineers, the rancher who wants to en-
large his stock pond, the farmer who wants to deepen his
irrigation ditch or plow a field, or the mountaineer who

supply,” according to Secretary of Agriculture Earl Butz.

“Millions of people, as they now operate . . . could be
fined up to $25,000 a day and imprisoned for one year
for violations” of the new rules, Butz warned,

The proposed regulations were drafted in response to a
federal district court decision last March in a suit brought
by environmental groups against the Corps of Engineers
and the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA).
