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City, school incumbents 
announce election intents
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While political fronts for state 
and federal offices are beginning to 
heat up in preparation for the 
March 8 ‘ SuperTuesday’ primaries 
in Texas, local city and school 
board officials up for re-election in 
1988 are making their decisions 
this week on whether to run for 
their respective offices.

In Spearman, three city officials 
and two school board trustee spots 
are open to election.

All three city incumbents have 
indicated they will not seek re-elec­
tion this year while both school 
board members have indicated 
they do plan to run again in 1988.

Mayor Ralph Blodgett and city 
councilmen Ed Garner and Jim 
Nicholson have stated their inten­
tions to step down from public 
office this year.

Blodgett is completing his sixth

term as mayor of the city, serving 
12 years in that capacity.

Garner will be completing his 
fourth 2-year tern while Nicholson 
-  who has served an interrupted 
schedule -- has 11 years of service 
to the city.

Gamer took office in 1980 while 
Nicholson served from 1975 to 
1981, then from 1983 to present.

Blodgett took office in 1976 as 
Mayor and has served in that 
capacity since that time. He has 
held the office of mayor the longest 
of any individual in the city's 
history.

City officials are elected on 
staggered 2-year terms. School 
board members are elected on 
staggered 3-year terms.

Filing dates for both city and 
school board offices open Feb. 22 
and close at the end of business on 
March 23.

PDRA purchases 
dam site property

Mike Garnett, who currently 
serves as the S1SD board present, 
is completing his third term on the 
Spearman school board and has 
indicated he will seek re-election to 
the Spearman ISD board of trus­
tees.

Board member Joe Clement -  
who is completing his first term in 
the SISD post -- has also indicated 
he will seek re-election this year.

Voting for city and school offices 
has been moved from its normal 
April date to May in order to avoid 
conflicts with Texas' change to the 
Super Tuesday primary election in 
March.

Texas voters will now go to the 
polls in school and city elections 
the first Saturday in May -- that 
coming on May 7 this year.

Absentee balloting will open 
April 18 and close on Tuesday, 
May 3 at both the city and school 
business offices.

The final piece of land necessary 
to begin construction on the Palo 
Duro dam project was acquired by 
the Palo Duro River Authority 
Friday morning from Alvin Bush­
man of Perryton.

The contract, signed in the 
PDRA offices in Spearman, gives 
the Hansford-based water authori­
ty all the necessary ingredients to 
go ahead with bid advertisement 
and bid letting, notes project 
general manager, Johnnie Lee.

The contract of sale for the 
one-half section of land totalled 
$85,036.80 for both land and 
damages - terms which amount to 
$258 per acre.

“ Mr Bushman told us we could 
go to work Monday if we want to." 
Lee reports. “ Of course, there's a

little more to it than that.’ ’
Friday’ s contract signing marks 

the second parcel of land acquired 
by the PDRA in steps toward 
beginning actual construction of 
the dam proper.

Once that is started, the water 
authority will have approximately 
two years to acquire the land which 
will eventually be covered by some 
60,900 acre feet of water.

Meanwhile, a March 16 date has 
been set by the PDRA for opening 
of bids with advertisements expect­
ed out this next week.

The first parcel of land was 
acquired in late January -- land 
which will have the spillway from 
the proposed lake. Cost of that 
land -  including damages -- was 
just under $l-miHion.

First 4  months strong 
for hospital district

A combination of greater reve­
nues and less-than-expected ex­
penses continue to bolster financial 
figures coming out of the Hansford 
Hospital District this past month.

Through the first four months of 
the District's current fiscal year, 
the hospital has experienced a nine 
percent increase in revenues and 
an 8.7 percent decrease in project­
ed expenses, according to a report 
to HCHD board members Thurs­
day evening.

The report, outlined by hospital 
district administrator A1 La Rochel­
le, shows the hospital with actual 
revenue of just under $500,000 
through the first four months of 
operation and actual expenses of 
$469,954.

The 1987-88 budget called for 
revenue of $456,564 and expendi­
tures amounting to $514,950.

Adjustments from bad debts, 
medicare and medicaid contractu­
a l ,  along with indigent care, are 
running slightly higher than antici­
pated, however, with $129,524 
budgeted and $154,237 actual.

That still leaves the hospital's 
projected loss $61,809 to the better 
from budgeted loss to actual loss, 
according to figures provided by 
the hospital district.

past year in order to erase a 2-year 
deficit and provide for this year's 
estimated losses. That deficit has 
been eliminated and operating 
figures for the current year contin­
ue to look strong, points out La 
Rochelle.

Manor revenue has yet to reach 
the level anticipated by the current 
budget with the actual figures 
running some 21 percent under 
budgeted figures.

However, expenditures and indi­
gent care are running 22 percent 
under budgeted losses, leaving the 
nursing home facility with a strong 
performance record through those 
first four months.

With tax revenues figured in, the 
district had $517,301 in the bank at 
the close of business in January, 
compared to a budgeted figure of 
$235,473.

The Spearman post office will 
have 30 minutes cut off its normal 
daily schedule, while in Gruver, 
the post office will have an hour 
taken from its normal work sche­
dule.

The Gruver post office will close 
from 12:30 to 1:30 each day during 
lunch, but will continue to open its 
office doors from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m. 
each day.

Customer windows in Spearman 
will not be open now until 9 a.m. 
each morning, rather than the 
normal time of 8:30 as in the past.

The Spearman office will remain 
open through the lunch hour, 
however with effective window 
times running from 9 a.m. to 4:30 
p.m. Monday through Friday.

All post offices in Hansford 
county do not offer Saturday win­
dow service.

Hansford economic picture bright
The economic situation in Hans­

ford county continues to receive 
promising news, most especially in 
Spearman where three major con­
struction projects will be getting 
underway this spring aud summer.

The three projects include the 
Palo Duro dam, construction at the 
Spearman junior high campus and 
a federal FAA project at the 
Spearaan city ai port.

projects amount to almost $17-mil- 
lion according to engineers’ and 
architects’ estimated figures.

The largest project is the PDRA 
dam with a price tag of between 
$12-million and $14-million. Then 
the Spearman ISD project is esti­
mated at $2.185-million.

These two projects will also take 
the longest with 18 to 24 months 
estimated on the school project and 
slightly over two years for the dam 
construction.

The Spearman airport improve­
ment project -- while not official at 
this point -- has been given a verbal 
okay by FAA officials in Albuquer­
que, N. Mex.

According to city officials, con­
struction on that project could 
begin as early as July 1 and would 
be completed before the year's 
end.

That project has an estimated 
cost of $1.75-million. Total project­
ed costs for the three projects is 
$16.935-million over the next two 
years.

Economic conditions in Hansford 
county have been hard hit by a 
sagging oil and gas market, and a 
weak agricultural market which has 
affected the entire nation.

The most positive news on the 
economic front in Hansford county 
has been a strong cattle market 
which has been leading the finan­
cial front now for almost the past 
year.

For every 10 percent of construc­
tion money which remains in the 
county, Hansford county should 
reap an economic benefit of some 
$5 million to $7-millon, according 
to one ^ounty financial analyst.

'Money in our community gen­
erally turns three to four times,”  
he notes. “ And it's quite possible 
that some 30 to 40 percent of these 
projects could remain in the coun­
ty.”

At 30 percent retention, the 
economic benefit to Hansford coun­
ty could amount to between $ 15- 
million and $21-million, according 
to the analyst.

The project with the longest 
planning period has been the Palo 
Duro dam. That project has been 
discussed, off and on, since the 
1940's, with actual hard-line work 
being initiated in the 1970's.

It will also require the longest 
time to complete. Once the dam is 
built and the gate closed, estimates 
show that it may take anywhere 
from one to 10 years for the 
reservoir to fill to capacity.

SISD officials have been looking 
into construction problems at the 
Spearman junior high building 
since January, 1987. A bond vote 
was held in December and the 
bonds were sold in January this 
year.

The Spearman school board ex­
pects construction to begin this 
summer.

Former Hansford man 
takes conservation post

Funeral services for Hansford 
county pioneer Ruth Dreessen 
Garner were held Saturday after­
noon at the First Christian Church 
in Spearman with Dr. Mike Wolfe, 
pastor, officiating.

Mrs. Garner was 91. She died 
Thursday in Spearman. Burial was 
in Hansford Cemetery by Boxwell 
Brothers Funeral Home.

Born Feb. 11, 1897, in Dreessen, 
Iowa to Frank and Tena Dreessen, 
she came with her family to 
Hansford county in 1902 after the 
death of her grandfather, P.N.F. 
Dreessen, a homesteader in Hans­
ford county.

P.N.F.'s wife and sons proved 
up the seven sections of Hansford 
county land.

Later, all but one brother sold 
their land and one section wound 
up in the hands of Thomas C. 
Spearman in 1916 -  land which

eventually became the townsite of 
the city of Spearman.

Ruth Dreessen married Alva F. 
Garner in 1917 at Guymon. Ok. 
Two daughters were born to the 
couple, Caroline Murphy of Spear­
man and Evelyn Gilpatrick of Port 
Angeles, Wash.

Mrs. Garner moved from Hans­
ford county and spent several years 
in both New Mexico and Arizona, 
then returned to the county to care 
for her parents.

After their deaths in 1956, she 
continued to be active in farming 
the last Dreessen land just south of 
Spearman.

About three years ago, failing 
health made it necessary for Mrs. 
Garner to enter Hansford Manor 
where she lived until her death.

Survivors include her two daugh­
ters and one grand-daughter.

A former Spearman resident has 
been named to the Hansford 
county Soil Conservation Service 
unit in Spearman, with Joe E. 
Vanderburg assuming duties there 
recently.

Vanderburg fills a position which 
has been vacant for the past three 
years. As a soil conservation 
technician, he will assist land users 
in designing and installing soil 
conservation practices in Hansford 
county.

Born in Pampa, Vanderburg 
attended Spearman schools, gradu­
ating from Spearman high school in 
1969.

He received his BS in Agribusi­
ness from Abilene Christian 'Uni­
versity in 1974. He is the son of 
Mr. and Mrs. Ellzey D. Vander­
burg of Lubbock.

eight years ago.

The reporter testified at a 
follow-up hearing in Galveston 
last year that Judge John Mar­
tin had told her to keep her 
mouth shut about circumstances 
surrounding the disappearance o f 
evidence.

Brandlcy’s appeal has been 
aided by civil rights groups.

Q •• Are dividends paid on 
policies issued by the Veterans 
Administration?

A -- Dividends are payable on 
the anniversary date of all partici­
pating policies, except holders of 
“ H”  or “ RH" policies.

Q I understand that there have 
been some recent changes in the 
Veterans Administration's Home 
Loan Guaranty Program. Did the 
amount of the maximum VA-guar- 
anty on a conventional home loan 
change?

A --The Veterans' Home Loan 
Program Improvements and Prop­
erty Rehabilitation Act revised 
calculations for determining the 
amount of the loan guaranteed by 
the VA. Previously, the maximum 
VA-guaranty on a conventional 
home loan was $27,500. Under the 
new law, for loans of $45,000, 40 
percent of the loan is guaranteed, 
up to a maximum of $36,000, but 
not less than $22,500.
