Chamber Crisis

Is the Chamber of Commerce going to continue to work for
Spearman's growth, or is it going to die of loneliness and non-
support?

It seems that the only time many people here get interested
in the Chamber of Commerce is when it is in danger of passing
away, In the past four years the Chamber has been faced with
two do or die situations, Now it is facing a third, The situation
is-will enough firms and individuals pay their rightful amount of
dues to keep the organization going,

At one time the minimum dues for membership as a business
was set at $60 per year, This minimum was set by businessmen
who felt that any business that could not invest $5 per month in
helping Spearman grow was in such bad financial shape that fu-
ture growth was of little concern to them, This minimum failed
to hold becavie somc firms refused to pay that much and like a
starving man, the Chamber took baloney when it could not get
steak,

This breech of the dues wall brought other refusals on the
grounds: “He's just as able to pay full dues as I am and 1I'm not
going to pay any more than he does, " Therefore, the Chamber
came up under-financed and like any under-financed business its
werk of trying to promote Spearman was seriously hampered,

In the first two times the Chamber was in danger, and we are
told it has happened many times before, the gripe about the
Chamber was that it was doing nothing, Many said they would
come back with support when the Chamber went to work, It has
gone to work and now some of the same ones who wanted work,
are against the Chamber because it is trying to run the town,
tell everyone how to run their business, spending too much mon-
ey and asking everyone to do too much work,

The Chamber is starting its belated membership drive next
week, The people of Spearman who want the town to grow and
improve will have to make a decision, Are we going to continue
using our time and money to try and make a better town and
drag the backsliders along or are we going to sit down with the
do-nothing group and watch the town stand still and go back-
wards like some want it to do?

Gunfighters

Somewhere in Spearman or this area there are some people who
do not know the days of shooting up towns for fun and excite-
ment have passed into the television tubes, Even the movies
have dropped the scenes from their standard scripts,

The people who are still doing the shooting may be old en-
oughto remember when the cowboys shot up towns, for the da-
mage being done is certainly not little boys with BB guns, Some-
one using . 22 caliber and higher powered guas is shooting out
mercury vapor street and alley lights in this area, Also, the
firearms are being used on irrigation equipment and even trac-
tors in the fields,

Electric company people have found .22 caliber and larger
caliber slugs and hulls imbedded in buildings and lying on the
gound around where light fixtures have been destroyed, At
Waka a slug as large asa 30-30 or 30-06 was dug out of an
elevator after it had passed through a fixture, At Gruver a .22
caliber bullet went into a bathroom of a home and recently
in Spearmanat2 a, m, some mercury vapor lights were shot out
and a glancing bullet was found beside a house,

These incidents are not the work of young kids who are just
careless, Young kids are not out at 2 a, m., not do they have
the automob iles that will let them escape from the area at high
speeds, People who have heard the shooting in most cases have
heard the cars leaving,

Maybe as parents or individuals you are not too concerned about
having .to pay a fine or cost of light fixtures if you are caught,
However, how concerned will you be when and if one of those
glancing slugs hits a person,

Destroying Another Frcedom

The Supreme Court ruled this week that cities and states do
not have the legal right to remove "sit-in demonstrators” from
privatcly owned places of businesses,

The Supreme Court, in a decision which may be as historic
asthe 1954 school desegregation case,cverturned the convictions
of sit-in demonstrators in five major cases,

Each of these demonstrators was a Negro, Each was fined = $1
and sentenced to 30 days in jail under a city ordinance making
it an offense for any person to go or remain on the premises of
another after being warned not to do so,

The Supreme Court, in a split decision, said that this was
racial discrimination and could not be allowed under the Con-
stitation,

The Supreme Court decision is being hailed in the liberal
press as a victory for desegregation and as a blow for freedom
of Negro citizens to enjoy the full rights of American citizen-
ship,

Perhaps it is, We would not deny the Negro his full rights,
But what about the rights of the private owner of property?

This Supreme Court decision says, in effect, that a proprietor
of a store cannot call upon the city police or the state officers
for help in removing unwanted persons from his store, The Su-
preme Courtsays that the cities and states do not have the legal
right to pass or enforce laws that would make it an offense for
any person to go or remain on the premises of another after be~
ing warned not to do so,

It then falls upon the proprietor to get unwanted persons out
of his store the best way he can, If he is strohg enough maybe
he can throw them out by physical force, Maybe he can use a
club or gun, The problem is his alone, under this decision,

The Supreme Court, in its eagerness to wipe out discrimina~-
tion, left the door open to lawlessness, Suppose a group of ua-
washed white individuals entered Neiman Marcus Zodiac Room
and demanded service, Their presence would certainly be of-
fensive to most of the other customers of the Zodiac Room,

It would appear that the Neiman Marcus people would have
the right to refuse service and ask that these individuals leave,

Not so, under this court decision, Neiman Marcus cannot dis-
criminate, They must serve everyone that comes in, If there is
acity ordinance against remaining on private premises after be-
ing asked toleave, it is unconstitutional and cannot be enforced,

Is it not constitutional for an owner of a business to be able to
choose his customers? Cannot he sell to whom he pleases, and
go broke in the process if he so decides?

The owner of the cafeteria in downtown Birmingham, Ala-
bama, who decidedto go along with the desegregation demanded
by the Negro demonstrators, found that when he opened his place
to Negroes, the whites stayed away and he was running an all-
Negro cafeteria,

He then demanded a federal law, and federal marshall enfor-
cement, to make white people come into his cafeteria and eat,
Thus far he hasn't gotren this desire,

But the way things are going, it may not be long until he
docs,

Individual freedom is fast evaporating in this country,

Shift to Free Market Needed

The nation's wheat farmers did not like the rigid control and

high price support program they were offered, and they rejected
it, Under the circumstances it seems that their dislike for the
program must have been stronger than the voting percentage a~«
gainst it for many must have considered the choice one between
two (evils, - bad program or no program,

Inthis case the wheat farmer may be likened to a person who is
being lifted high in the air, He doesn't like it and demands to
be dropped, It is too far to the ground. He wants to be let down
easily,

Before the referendum was held adminstration campaigners were
busy trying to convince the farmers that they had a choice of
being lifted higher or dropped, There is disappointment now a=
mong the promoters of stricter controls of agriculture, Some of
their reactions to the farm vote show a little vindictiveness, The
typical theme is that the farmers have voted against a support
program and that their wishes should be respected by leaving
them without a program,

We doubt that the wheat farmers expressed a general wish for
sudden abandonment of supports or to be left with nothing but
the remaining plan of guarantees of $1, 25 a bushel for 1964 crop
wheat for those who comply with voluntary acreage restrictions,
Charles B, Shuman, president of the American Farm Bureau Fed-
eration, expressed what probably is the opinion of many of the
farmers who voted against the program offered them,

He saw a need for "some kind of trasitional program to prevent
dumping of surpluses on the market, take some land out of pro-
duction and establish price supports somewhere in between where
they are now and what they would be next year without any le-
gislation, The government is responsible for this surplus, there-
fore the government should protect farmers during the period
while it is being worked off until we get where we are going,
which is back to the market system.,

After the political meaning of the rejection of increased con-
trol of wheat farming is given due reflections in Washington, it
is possible that both the administration and the Congress may be
inclined to see the situation in that light,

There is danger to the nation's economy and political life in
ever-increasing government controls, There also is danger to the

economy and the political system in dumping the wheat farmers,

What they need and what the country needs is a transition pro-
gram by which a return to a free market system can be made,

WATERING GRAIN SORGHUM

We are going into the grain
sorghum season now and many
of you will be watering heavily
before too long. You might be
interested in knowing how much
water this crop used per day
during the growing season and
each stage of growth in the
critical period, Below is a chart
which explains this,

1, Planting to 7 leaf state
about 30 days uses , 1" per day,

2, 30daysto 70 days this in-
cludes the boot and bloom stage,
Water used gradually increases
from , 1" to , 35" per day in
critical stage which is the boot
and bloom stage,

3, From bloom to maturity
the water used decreases from
. 35" to ., 1" per day,

4, After grain is mature and
while drying forharvest the wa -
ter use is about , 075" per day,

Use this chart to determine
when you should water and how
much water to apply,

The chart below might be
useful in knowing how much
water you are applying, You
will need to know approximate-
ly how many gallons your well
is pumping, then divide the No,
of acres irrigated per set into
the acre inches per hour, This
will give you the depth of wa-
ter in inches applied to each
acre in the set one hour,
