Some years ago the Amer­
ican Cancer Society sets i t ­
self a worthy goal for this 
bi-centennial year. They 
set up a task force whose 
aim was to get every Amer­
ican woman to have a Pap 
test before the end o f 1976.

Many thought this a good 
slogan but suspected that it 
was somewhat utopian as a 
goal. However, there has 
been such amazing headway 
made in this life -saving 
campaign o f the Society 
that it remains a quite 
practical and realizable 
objective.

The Pap test itself is a 
quick and painless proce­
dure for detecting cancer 
of the cervix (neck of the 
womb) in the earliest pos­
sible stage when it is prac­
tically 100 percent curable.

An American Cancer So­
ciety  study two years ago 
showed that a steadily grow­
ing number of women re­
porting for this teat. F i­
gures rose from 48 percent 
to 78 percent between 1963 
and 1973 and is undoubtally 
higher today. Studies have 
also shown, however, that 
it is among low income 
groups, non-whites, and 
rural women that a higher 
percentage have still not 
had the Pap test.

The efforts of the Ameri­
can Cancer Society to reach 
these women in order to 
wipe out cervical cancer 
as a cause of death is most 
laudable and a fitting means 
of celebrating this country's 
200th birthday.

When ACS volunteers ask 
for contributions during this 
year's A pril Cancer Crusade 
in Hansford County, re­
member you are giving prac­
tica l assistance to saving 
the lives of American wo­
men.

Be aware that cervical 
cancer can be detected and 
cured--have a Pap test-- 
the life you save may be 
your own.
