This year $1400 was 
paid to the BCD.
Councilmen turned down a 

request that the city take over 
operation of the Community 
Building. The board said the 
building was built by public 
subscription and the city had 
no right to take over the op­
eration of the building.
Three obsDucdons to safe 

driving were ordered removed 
from comers within ten days. 
Councilmen told Conrey tohavt 
hedges in Womble park trim­
med back from the sDeet 
corners so they would not ob­
struct a driver's vision. Also, 
the ice house at Don's Ser­
vice must be moved and die 
M&M Service sign at the cor­
ner of N. Bernice and Collard. 
Councilmen voted to pay the 

extra cost of putting in a 10 
inch sewer line down the west 
side of Spearman. Merl Beck 
is going to develope his pro­
perty along the west side of 
town and was going to put in 
a six-inch sewer. Since the 
city will later have to put in 

a large line to carry the sew­
age from the southwest part o. 
town, it was decided to build 
this much of the line to size 
and depth now. Beck will 
pay approximately $6,000 and 
the city ?3,000 on the new 
line.

In Christian love, I wish to

SWITCH HITTING 
STADIUM

N E W  YORK -O ut at Flush­
ing Meadows there’s a new- 
Municlpal Stadium as tricky as 
Casey Stengel’s talk: now it’s a 
baseball stadium home of the 
New York Mets, and then lt’a 
home territory for a New York 
football team, the Jets.

The steel framed stadium de­
signed by Praeger - Kavanagh- 
Waterbury has two electrically 
powered blocks of seats (total­
ing 10,000 of the stadium’s 56,- 
000 seats) that rotate from a 
position along the first and third 
baselines to a position parallel 
to the football field's sidelines. 
This puts a maximum number 
of people right on the sidelines 
of each of these two sports.

Support­
ed by steel trucks rolling on 
recessed tracks, each 1200-ton 
dead-weight section of seats is 
moved at a speed of 11 feet per 
minute by four 3 - horsepower 
electric motors. The big hope Is 
that the Mets and Jets can 
match this efficiency.
