“Hybrid vigor, or heterosis
are terms generally consider-
ed s{nonymom in animal
breeding, explains Walter
Kruse, who heads up beef
cattle researchat Texas A&M
University's Livestock and
Forage earch Center ngar
McGregor, What heterosis or
hybrid vigor means is simply
“an increased caplclr{:!
growth found in crosses be-
tween unrelated strains,”

Earlywork at the McGregor
Center and other A&M field
units show that weaning
weights  of first-cross calves
average 6 percent more than
either purebred parent, And
when crossbred dams are mat-
ed with purebred bulls, the
advantage jumps to nearly 19
percent,

Heterosis usually shows it~
self in traits low in heritabil-
ity, ;uch as mothering abili~
ty, fertility, general vigor,
a):ld mature lyizcg. “said Kr;l.:o.
Feed lot gain and carcass and
meat characteristics are high
in heritability and present ev-
idence is that heterosis has
little effect on these charact-
eristics, This indicates that
traits which can be improved
by straight selection within
the breeds show the least im-
provement by crossing ,

Hybrid vigor has shown it~
self in many plants during the
last  two hundred years, but
the concept was pro bl{ first
definitely recognized withhy-
brid corn, Close behind came
work with hybrid vigor in sor-
ghum breeding and to some
extent in gouluy. The use of
heterosis in practical plant
and poultry breeding has sur-
passed, in most cases, the
early predictions and accounts
for the profitable and wide~
spread use of hybrids in crops
and poultry,

The success of hybrid vigor
in other fields caused
beef cattle producers to de-
velop an interest in its advan~
tages and disadvantages, Pro-
ducers must remember at the
outset, however, that the
words heterosis or hybrid vigor
are not magic, nor are they
criminal, notes Kruse, To be
effective, before a cross-
breeding program is begun,
a definite plan to fit manage-
ment and time available
should be outlined,

Allschemesof crossing will
not produce the same results,
In cattle, it appears that wid=-
er outcrosses produce more
hybrid vigor, but just as each
breed has certain character-
istics that may be more de-
sirable under certain condi-
tions, so has each cross,

Planting Suggestions
Given by Specialist

December, January and
February is the ideal time for
planting  bare root trees and
shrubs ,Planting atthis time
assures good root development

before  the top growth com=
mences,
Here are suggestions from

Everert Janne, Texas A&M
University Extension Landscape
horticulturist on how to do the
plamlnﬁ] job,

Dig the tree pitlarge enough
to receive the roots without
bending or breakln%; do not
cut the roots to fit the hole,
Separate the good top soil
from the poorer subsoil as the
hole is dug. Unless the top
soil is extremely poor, it can
be mixed with peat moss or
well rotted compost and used
as backfill, Use two parts of
soil to one part of peat moss
in preparing the backfill,

It is desirable, he says, to
prune back the top growth to
compensate for the roots lost
in digging and tramplamin{;.
Do thfs by removing about 12
of each branch, making the
cut to an outside bud, It may
be necessary to thin out some
of the lateral branches to de-
velop good scaffold branches.
By no means should all lower
limbs be removed rcducing?
the mainstem to a whip, I

a high limbed tree is desired,
low limbs canbe removed lat-
er after the plant is well es~
tablished . not remove
more than two lower limbs per
year,

Place a mound of the en-
riched top soil in the bottom
of the hole to support the roots
ofthe plant so that when plac-
ed in the hole the plant will
be at the same level with the
soil surface as it was in the
nursery, As you fill the hole,
work the soil in and around
the roots so that there are no
air pockets, After hole is 2/3
full, fill with water and allow
it to drain away . Then fill the

hole with the enriched soil
until  level with surrounding
soil, Using additional soil,
build a berm or dam around

the outer edge of the hole to
aid in watering the first sea-
son, This should be removed
or spread out after the plant
is well established,

Trees over four feet high
should be staked the first year
to keep them straight, This
can be done by driving a
woodenstake or iron pige into
the ground about 6 to 8 inch-
es from the truck inthe direct-
ion of the prevailing wind,
The tree can be tied to the
