For every dollar spent for 
food, eight to ten cents goes 
for its packaging.

There are several benefits 
derived from good packages. 
One is the convenience a good 
package gives to its user. For 
exam ple, most milk cartons 
■ue equipped with handy pour- 
‘ »g spouts. Certain packages 
a-.*- as serving dishes, to be 
ea.v* out o f, or as a cooking 
conu. ier for the food. Some 
package are even reusable.

A noth v  benefit is that of 
safety, Modem packaging has 
improved S3 much that we can 
now store m c.ts, fruits, vege­
tables, and irony other foods 
for months wif.out refrigera­
tion or special ca>?— and then 
eat »hem with peifect con fi­
dence.

Still -mother benefit is that 
of education. Most packages 
are equipped with labels that 
give important information 
such as: ingr.dients, sty le ,
serving suggestions, number of 
servings and quantity of pro­
duct.

On the negative side o f food 
packaging, it can be deceiv­
ing. Certain colors may look 
larger, md the construction of 
certain packages make them 
look lar<t.*r, too.

Some packages, especially 
those containing dry foods such 
as crackers or cereals may not 
always be fu ll. Generally, 
however, this is because tne

Only 26 head of the origin­
al 36 head turned to pasture 
remain in the herd, says Sta­
tion Superintendent Paul Mar­
ion, while 32 head of the ori­
ginal 36 put in drylot are still 
productive.

Part of the difference be­
tween the two groups may be 
a result of pure chance, ac­
cording to the Texas A&M 
University researcher.

Both nerds are part o f 80 
Hereford heifers purchased 
from the Waggoner Ranch at 
Vernon. Ttey went into the 
drylot-versus-pasture experi­
ment in May 1959.

Since then,five of the past­
ure cows have died .three have 
been sold because o f cancer 
eye and two were sold because 
they were barren, Marion 
said.

Only one of the drylot cows 
has died. Marion said three 
have been sold— one with
cancer eye, one with a hip 
injury and one which was bar­
ren.

"Apparently more things 
happen to cows in pasture," 
Marion said. "For instance, 
eye irritation is greater on 
pasture and this may have 
caused two cows to get cancer 
eye there while only one got 
it in the lo t . ”

The pioneering drylot- 
pasture comparison first start­
ed as a project to learn more 
about the nutritional require­
ment of beef cows.

Limited range forced the 
scientist to put one of the 
herds in drylot and the com ­
parison between the two man­
agement systems has gotten 
more attention than the find­
ings on beef-cow nutrition.

Without considering longe­
vity of production,the pasture 
cows have made a higher pro­
fit per head tbtn the drylot
c o w l ,  under tire - ;X per I m erit*  V
conditions at the Texas A&M 
station, Marion said.

But he believes m odifica­
tions in the drylot system 
would make it highly com ­
petitive with traditional beef 
production systems.

She was an early day school 
teacher and taught from 1913- 
1918 in small country schools. 
At one time her pupils were 
from only one fam ily and 
school was held in a room of 
the fam ily home.

In 1918 she married Alva 
Henderson and they lived on a 
farm west of Morse.

For refrigerators we 
used what we called a "coo l­
e r" . It was a metal frame over 
which a dampened cloth was 
placed. This certainly did not 
keep meat in edible condition 

very one.
1936 we got a wind 

charger which provided e lec ­
tricity for lights and radio. To 
this day I'm  careful about 
leaving lights turned on un­
necessarily. We were so glad 
to get away from using tnose 
kerosene lamps and we learn­
ed to conserve our wind-charg­
er electricity.

"The washing machine, 
powered by a gasoline motor 
put out m the mid 20's was 
one o f the nicest things to hap­
pen for the farm woman."

Henry Ford il ha* so ne deep misgivings about the future. He 
lists the fam iliar c ns of the growth o f  v iolence, riots, urban

ne, juvenile vandalism, resistance to laws guaranteeing 
il rights o f a ll citizens,the irresponsibility of unions that

gage Tn senseless strikes against the public and the inflation 
winch not only is eroding the dollar, but seems to be leading 
toward some type of government control.

He is concerned about the increase in the ranks of those of 
the far le ft and the far right in politics.

Not only that, but he has a feeling that these evils exist in a 
time of unprecedented prosperity, and are getting worse.

In other words, that contrary to the Americna dream, the 
future cannot automatically be viewed with confidence and we 
may be in fact living in a degenerating society.

If so, it means that even if we live in a time when material 
pr<*perity is booming,we don't have much of a society to leave 
to our children.

If the current trend toward tying the hands of the law enforce­
ment officers and the disrespect for law and order continues, 
then we must admit that the future is going to be tougher than 
the past.

People a:e not powerless to overcome e v il,  although it some­
tim e ' takes n dramatic event to stimulate them.

Probably what lies behind our mess of today is that we have 
misplaced our sense o f values,placing our utter dependence up­
on how much money we can make rather than what we do with 
it.

Somehow the values have to be rediscovered or replaced, or 
all that we can do is unlikely to halt the rot.

Our entertainment world is saturated with sick themes and sor­
did plots .pornographic publications have made the news for the 
past several years; there arc signs around us that the old values 
o f honesty, moral uprightness, patriotism and religious thinking 
arc being hooted at by a growing throng of beatniks and nuts.

it may be that our generation is too smart,in a scientific sort 
o f way. Maybe it is no coincidence that the era of scientific 
explosions has also seen the rise of the God-is-dead doctrine 
which is merely another way of saying that some people can’t 
believe that an Almighty God can do anything for them these 
days.

There seems to be a rather vigorous campaign against such 
values as individual responsibility, self-respect, and regard for 
the rights of others.

The preachment that a person should obey only the laws he 
agrees with can lead us only to anarchy, even i f  this preach­
ment has been made by the National Council of Churches.

We would have to agree with Mr. Ford, that certainly it is 
time to look around and see where we are and where we are 
headed. Maybe the time is not ripe for pessimism. But maybe 
it calls for a sort of tempered optimum,

Shrubs usually are planted 
in curved beds close to the 
house, with taller shrubs at 
house corners.

As w ith  a ll landscap ing, 
good taste is required. It is 
recommended by the Am eri­
can Association of Nursery­
men that a plan be prepared 
to make the home entrance 
most attractive.

N u rs e ry m e n , n e ig h b o rs , 
landscape architects and oth­
ers may be consulted if need 
be. One should strive for color, 
both in warm weather and 
winter as well, and low m ain­
tenance.

the wheat Harvest Control 
o ffice  of the Texas Employ­
ment Commission.

In the labor bulletin issued 
Monday, the agency report­
ed that late rains in some areas 
have helped the wheat, but 
here in the North end of the 
Panhandle dry-land wheat is 
badly needing moisture.

The Northwest quarter o f 
the Panhandle did not report in 
the latest bulletin,but a week 
ago it was reported that 80 to 
85 percent of the dryland 
wheat had been plowed »•»

From Panhandle to Dimmitt 
and west to Farwell and back 
north to Vega there w ill be no 
more than 10 to 20 percent of 
the dryland wheat harvested. 
Irrigated wheat is in average 
condition.

On the South Plains the ir­
rigated wheat is good, but 
much of the drylanahas been 
abandoned.

On the low rolling plains 
from Clarendon to Wellington 
and south to Guthrie the re­
cent rains helped the wheat 
and harvest is expected to be­
gin about June 5.

On to the east the crops are 
reported as average to good 
with harvest beginning this 
w eek.

The TEC says plenty of men 
and machines are standing by 
in a ll areas to handle the har­
vesting o f the crop.

Wheat production for the 
state, based on May 1 pros­
pects, has been set at 
63,910,000 bushels, accord- 

• ing to the Texas Crop ana 
Livestock Reporting Service.

If this prediction is correct, 
the crop w ill be some 12 per­
cent below the 1965 produc­
tion of 72,630,100 bushels.
