Lynn County Makes Good.
While there has been plenty of r.iin in some portions of the 

county this >« ar, and we have betn rtceiving reports of good 
Indian e  rn c;op<, good cotb n crops, and some fine feed crops 
from several p r*s of the cc-unt v, tiio-t of the county has l>een 
from dr\ to vt-rv drv. with cotton d\ing, corn dying and feed 

„  o?«.ps d• ing no good. A -k  a f inner l urn the drv spots how he 
1 was getting along and the usual answer was, “ Well. I ’ ve just 
i  plowed up my cotton ami planted feed." or “ I h id  no cotton 
4 and inv fe d is up ah nit six in It s and 3ti—t stays there. I don t 

see what in the w ord  keep- it t:om d\ing. we hvve not had a 
drop of rain for weeks and we had no bottom season to start 
w ith ."  That lia  ̂ Ikcu the surprising tiling this year. \\ bile 
\v? had n > snows or rains in the wi iter to put a season in the 
ground, and the >p;ing r.bns did not coine until June, vet in 
m :n\ p’aci s the farmers succeed in getting their feed crop up 
and tnen tliev just sta\ed there neither dying or growing, some 
of them having no rain for f*>ur and five weeks.

The rain the past few days have covered nearly tlie entire 
county, part one day and part the next day, and in some places 
two or three good rains have fa’len lately So now the reports 
are coining in from many neighborhoods that exce'ent crops are 
assured, and even from the dry spots comes the joyful announce­
ments ‘ One or two more rains and we will make a bumpper feed 
crop.”

No other county in T e x ’ s, and T exas  leads the world in this 
respect, could have kept the feed crops alive so long without 
rain, as Lynn county has done this year.

Lynn county, taken as a whole has had less moisture the last 
tw e’ve months, if we can believe the news paper reports, than 
any other county in West Texas, and yet, in spite of the fact 
that we have so few “ real farmers”  among us, when the har­
vest time comes we will show more feed per acre than auy other 
county. The reason of this is our soil is just right, and when 
we gef the countv settled up by “ farmers”  and the railroads 
fnri.i-h u> the shij p ng facilities we need, we will be able to 
furnish the “ flood and drouth stricken E ast,”  with all the feed 
they can u-e in a dozen counties.

If you doubt this statement, ask the pro-pcctors who have 
!>een through Lynn county this vear up to date and then ask 
those who will go through here this fall, and compare the state­
ments of both and see if they will not substanciate all the above
