Be it resolved by the Legislature of thie State of Texas:

SeEcrion 1. That Section 3 of Article 7 of the Constitution of the State of
Texas be so amended as to hereafter read as follows:

SEC. 3. One-fourth of the revenue derived from the State occupation taxes
and a po!l tax of §1 on every male inhabitant of this State between the ages of 21
and 60 years shall be ret apart annually for the benefit of the public free school,
