History Of Plains

1909 W ill Bear The Record 
Unless J. Pluvius 

Gets Busy

Unless the rain man Col. J. 
Pluvius gets busy iu this month, 
and next with about four or five 
inches of moisture the year 1909 
will be the banner dry year’ since 
record began to be kept of the 
rainfall iu the plains country.

The famous dry years in the 
history of West T e x a s  have been 
1886, 1891-2’ 1896, 1901, 1904, 
while 1907 was also rather de­
ficient, though sufficient rain fell 
at the crop growing season to 
make good crops.

1886 had 19.44 inches of rain, 
but most of it fell too late for 
crops to make.

The 3’ear 1891 had 19 69 inches, 
about the same as iS86, but still a 
better year, more of the moisture 
falling in the crop-growing season 

'92 followed on top ’91 with 
15.37 inches, and really the bine 
year f >r old Floxd count} ites, as 
thf lusters were just coming in to 
take up the school land an 1, not 
possessing a great deal of the 
world’s goods could not s and a 
dull year.
