Lim itations on 1970 cotton 
insurance lia b ility  have tieen an­
nounced by Ben A. Jordan, J r., 
Texas State D irector for the 
Federal Crop Insurance Corp­
oration.

“ Because of the heavy loss 
in  the last few years, we are 
lim iting  the amount of insurance 
we write on cotton crop invest­
ments for the 1970 crop year.’ ’ 

A fter January 31, i f  the county-

lim it has not been reached, ap­
plications for cotton insurance 
w ill be accepted only by FCIC 
offices and when the county- 
lim it is reached, sales w ill be 
closed.

Cotton damage in Texas has 
been caused by drouth, freeze 
and excess moisture during the 
past four years. Texas cot­
ton growers have received 
$16,757,730 in Federal Crop In- 
surance indemnities since 1966 
while premium payments a- 
mounted to $6,365,375.

Nationally, more than $50 
m illion was paid tocottongrow­
ers from 1966 through 1969 by 
the FCIC. Some $20 m illion 
was paid tn by policyholders for 
cotton protection during the 
same period.

was for premiums to be suf­
ficient to pay indemnities and 
provide an adequate reserve to 
take care of heavy loss years. 
In the past 20 years, cotton 
indemnities have averaged half 
again as much as premiums. 
This means that for each prem­
ium dollar taken in since 1948, 
Federal Crop Insurance has 
paid out a do llar and a half.

CRIME SESSION URGED- 
Austin newsman and business- 
man Wick Fowler has launched 
a one-man campaign for a spe­
cial session of the legislature 
to enact “ emergency laws”  
dealing with crim inals and 
drunk and careless d rive rs .

Fowler, known as a humorist, 
was dead serious when he con. 
tended that only in a special 
session could full attention be 
focused on the ris ing crim e 
rate and tra ff ic  dangers.

Noting there were 3,580 tra f­
fic deaths last year, he said: 
“ Had this numtier tieen killed 
and Injured In one incident, say 
a tornadoor hurricane, the state 
would be overwhelmed by hys. 
te r la .”  Fowler also pointed 
out that there were 400,000 
major crim es commiteed inthe 
state last year and the crime 
rate Is growing. He urged Tex­
ans to petition Governor Smith 
to call an emergency session 
of the lawmakers.

CRIMF FIGHT-Governor’ s 
C rim inal Justice Council says 
that 84 per cent of the 1969 
federal crim e control money- 
received by governments below 
the state level In Texas Is be­
ing used in the state’s major 
cities, towns and ru ra l areas. 
Largest amounts were Houston,

$227,000; Dallas, $201,844; and 
Fort Worth, $108,750.

At the state level, four agen. 
cles received $197,231. They 
were the Department of Public 
Safety, Department of C orrec­
tions, Adjutant General’s De­
partment, and the Commission 
on Law Enforcement Officer 
Standards and Education.

COURTS SPEAK—Supreme 
Court In effect upheld the con- 
stttu tlonallty of a law which 
authorized a youngster to be 
declared delinquent I f  he is 
behaving so as to endanger the 
health or moral of h im self or 
others.

Can semi-sweet chocolate be 
substituted when a recipe calls 
for unsweetened chocolate? Yes.

There is such a slight d if­
ference in the amouit of sweet, 
ness that you w ill never know 
which chocolate you did use. 
Use the same amount of sugar 
whether you use unsweetened 
chocolate or senl-sweet choco­
late.

When a recipe calls for 
blanched zimonds why is blanch­
ing necessary?

Blanched almonds w ill give 
a main dish, vegetable or des­
sert a special nutty flavor and 
texture.

To blanch, cover shelled a l­
monds with boiling water. Let 
stand until skins w ill s lip. 
Drain, put into cold water and 
rub off skins. Dry between 
towels.

The cyclamate scare roused 
a flu rry  of questions. Here 
are answers to the most fre . 
quently asked questions.

“ Can I use beet sugar for 
cane sugar?”  They are ex- 
actly the same product, chemi­
cally. There is absolutely no 
difference between the sweeting 
power of cane and beet sugar. 
Each contains 99.8 percent su­
crose, the chemical name for 
sugar.

Processors presently are test. 
In sugars to which vitamins, 
minerals and flavorings have 
been added. So we can ex­
pect further changes in our 
sugar choices.

“ Is brown sugar unrefined 
white sugar?”  No, brown sugar 
is as highly refined as white 
sugar and is refined in exact­
ly  the same way, except at a 
lower temperature. This pro­
duces a sugar of minute c rys­
tals mixed with natural re fin ­
e r’s syrup. As a result, pro­
portionally, the actual granu­
lated sugar content of brown 
sugars Is less; but they taste 
sweeter on the tongue because 
of the syrlp  present.

"W hat’s the difference between 
dark and light brown sugar?”  
The amount of refiner’ s syrup

tmoiasses-like) in proportion 
to the granulated sugar present 
makes the difference. The 
darker the brown, the more re- 
flne r’s syrup, the richer the 
flavor.

In whole, cost is higher 7 
to 11 cents a pound for dark 
brown sugar. In the recently 
developed easy.pour, non-cak­
ing products, syrup and flavor 
have been reduced. The new­
est product, distant granules 
of brown sugar, are the re ­
sults of a pressure, tempera­
ture process which compacts it 
into uniform morsels for easy 
pouring and handling. Nochange 
in recipe proportions are need­
ed since product “ bulks”  about 
the same as packed brown sug­
ar.

“ Whydo confectioners powder, 
ed sugars contain starch?”  The 
3 percent starch added helps 
keep the sugar from caking and 
also makes it work up into a 
smoother icing than would be 
possible with powdered sugar 
that did not contain starch. The 
label declares the presence of 
starch.
