HE voice is s factor which cannot be overlooked as an aid to 
•access. The man who has a sonorous ring in his tones, whose

__ _ enunciation is deer and free from affectation and who uses
good language, inspires our confidence and attracts attention 
to what he says— just as we are repelled by the harsh, discor­
dant speech and careless, slipshod vocabulary of him who is 
titter handicapped J>y nature with a poor voice or who neglects 
to train his vocal organs in the art of pleasing. 

c t  No one can take to a harsh, rasping voice. It creates a 
general discord snd all try to get gway from ita influence. 

fhere is a love of music implanted in .every soul. The harmony oL sweet 
sounds soothes and captivates snd makes ns fed  at ease. through th«r 
cat that we are enabled to realize the beauty and melody o f the universe.

The notes of,the skylark enthrall us; we listen In rapture to his Yuli 
and perfect song as he warbles his anthems from the azure dome qf heaven, 
hut we torn away from the dismal, proak o f _the frog, piping his guttural 
diaoord from the fens and marshes. . « . lj v a --  **

The tones of a well-balanced piano send the b?Md tingling and move 
Jie feet to a rhythmic accomplishment, while the jangling tune jars on the 
nerves and grates upon the entire being.

The same with the voice. A well-modulated voice of sweet tone and 
pleasing inflection exercises a power over us and holds us by its sway.

To have a good voice it is necessary to have the requisite physical ad­
juncts. The first and foremost of these is good health. There must be 
pure red blood bounding in the veins, the step must be elastic and the 
eye clear. You must keep the body strong and firm and the mind clear. 
Tho muscles must be developed, the nerves nourished snd all the parts 
kept in complete harmony.

I f  the body is well regulated it follows that the mind will keep in 
good working order. Both will regulate the voice so that the latter will 
become a reflector o f the state o f the former.

The man with a low, guttural, froglike voice cannot expect to have 
the same attention paid to his words as the man with an open, soft-toned, 
mellow enunciation; the former can never get the ear of his audience.

You can be your own teacher and your own critic. Read aloud, listen 
to yourself, train your ear, tutor it to be sensitive to harsh sounds and 
pleased with a flow of smooth sentences. Open your mouth and articulate 
distinctly. Call all your organs into play and make each do its parr.

Be cheerful, keep your disposition serene and genial. If you are a 
croaker vou will have a croaking voice. I f  yon are sunny vour talk will be 
sunny and it will flow out like liquid amber in a stream That will refresh 
your listeners.

Be sure of your pronunciation. You can be a 
good talker without a degree after vour name. The 
most learned man amongst us never uses a vocabulary 
of more than 4,000 words, though the English lan­
guage contains something like 120,000. The most pro­
fuse author never uses more than 5,000 or 6,000.
Shakespeare used 15,000, but almost half of them are 
now obsolete.

Number of Animals Used Some­
thing Tremendous.

Call for Tboss of Heavy Variety 
Never Before so Keenly Felt— 

Perehenqn If- Particularly
Adapted to T e x s f

The number of horses that are 

ased In the delivery vans of the great 
dry goods houses of the country 
alone Is something tremendous and 
shows at once what little difference 
the automobile has made as far as 
this kind ot traction goes In the large 
cities of*the country, and this is still 
more marked when we take into con­
sideration the great breweries, the 
heavy hairtfng companies, and the 
vast »n opened sections of this coun­
try and Canada - which call fo* the 
h&xiest and most powerful breed of 
dravigbt horses. The .automobile has 
not even touched this lather Heavy 
draught work, nor will it for many 
'years to come. It Is very doubtful 

whether motor traction will 
ev erk materially interfere with me 
purposes for which heavy dratfgbt 
horses are-at present* used, and It is 
questionable, too. whether the motor 
van or truck will do much more thiin 
It has done in regard to the services 
for which these two kind of draught 
horses are required.

The horse in the crowded and ousy 
commercial centers of great cities 
has proved up to date and In all prob­
ability will prove In the long run. to 
be the power that Is best adapted for 
traffic In the congested districts and 
thoroughfares, and when the horse 
and the automobile have competed 
for ultimate supremacy In these two 
fields It wHI be found that It Is the 
mechanical and not the animal power 
that will be found wanting.

The lighter draught or van horse Is

a pro!--------------------
In regard to the heavier breeds. It 

Is Important to notice the Increasing 
demand from the west and north 
west, to say nothing of the boundless 
expanse of fertile territory being 
opened up to the Canadian northwest, 
where farming activities are develop­
ing tf> an eaormqos extent and -Which 
calls for large numbers of Lorae* of 
the heavy breeds, and of which the 
Clydesdale Is the favorite In that 
country.

Domestic breeding does not begin 
to meet the demands for these horses, 
and as the opening up of this terri­
tory la only in its infancy, the num­
bers that will be required to do the 
heavy work of this vast region can 
only be Imagined. The same argu­
ment holds good in the undeveloped 
sections of the I’nited States where 
the same conditions will prevail, and 
where farmers and others using there 
heavy draught animals will call for 

I their favorite breeds according to the 
1 section ot the country In which they 
j are best liked.— This means of course 
great chances for the Shire. Clydes­
dale. Percheron. Belgian and Suffolk, 
which are the five greatest breeds of 
heavy draught horfea fn existence.
' The demand for heavy horse power 

has never before been so keenly felt, 
a fact which shows very plainly how 
murb they are In demand.

To such an extent have western 
j buyers been purchasing this class of 
animal that they have bought up 

! every heavy draught horse on whole 
ranges, which certainly does not look 
as If the heavy draugbter was a back 
number. In Texas the Percheron Is 
In great demand; the climate seems 
to suit him and the horse appears tc 
suit the people, but Texas Is an enor 
mous territory and there is ample 
scope and plenty of work to do for 
any class of heavy draught borse In 
the Lone Star state. And It is the 
same In ever> agricultural section of 
the country.

To Make 
People 
Simply 
Happy and 
Joyous

Are we Americans quite happy? Take 
the nearest street car, and mark the crowd: 
the men with their fixed mouths and de­
termined eyes, bound to make a dollar, to 
push rather than be pushed; the w o m e D , 

dressed correctly, blocking the way. pale 
from the cruel grind of meetings, lec­
tures, shopping and the social swim; the 
younger people, irreverent and slangy, a 
little loud. It is a pretty picture; are they 
all pleased and happy?

Or attend an American church. Every­
thing is neat and correct, hut a bit cool.
Are those glances curious or suspicious? 

The organ begins to play, usually in a faint and discouraged mood 
The iingers do their beat; they do not seem quite happy. The sermon 
is always aerious; we are told to do better, and give more. The prayer 
is most bumble, as though it were wrong to speak heartily and joyously to 
our Father in heaven.

American music, poetry, architecture may be correct, fine, ambitious, 
sunny and cheerful they are not. Our religious poetry is chiefly 6ombre; 
our love poems are almost impossible. We delight in criticism, and are 
sensitive when others criticise us.

At home we seem to respect Mrs. Grundy as does no other people 
on earth, as though the great purpose of life was to put money in our 
purse and spend it to the admiration of our acquaintances.

Our temperament is inherited. We shall not change it greatly. The 
migration of nations is supposed to interfere with American homogeniety. 
But somehow the immigrant is swallowed by the great American spirit— 
he likes to be swallowed by the American spirit— and this spirit is rather 
serious, sober and solemn, quite apt to lie sad. Of a hundred men who 
enter public life to make their mark how many, how few retire happy?
