T o  save the salmon the archdeacon 
says there is no recourse but the pas­
sage o f a Mil by oongre?»s forbidding 
Commercial fishing in fhe Yukon and 
ad jacen t waters.

How Cheap Power Is Produced.
The t o t s  of the Clarkson tidal tur­

bine on the R iver Mersey are  stated 
to have shown that eh*#*tric power may 
he produeed at less than a penny jM*r 
kilow att hour. The turbine is a row 
of buckets or paddles attached to end- 
lew* chains and running over sprock­
ets mounted on a floating fram ew ork, . 
one row of buckets being propelled j 
under w ater while an upper row trav- j 
els backw ard In the air. T he buckets | 
are driven by the pressure o f the 
tidal #,urr#*nts. giving power for driv­
ing the dynamos nr other apparatus. 
Being reversible, the mechanism oper­
ates on an ebbing as w-v-ll as a flowing 
fide, ami the gr«*at differimre In the 
hour of the tides in neighboring #‘*nu- 
•Iries has made possible an ingenious 
ruetho#] of keeping up the oj»eratlon 
during even the half tide period of no 
currents.

Ho w  Embargo Act Worked.
T he em bargo act o f Decem ber 27, 

1807, was termed the “O G rab-M e act." 
T h is embargo, laid by tbe United 
S ta tes  on all Its own ports and ves 
seis In retaliation for certain  decrees 
of England, sorely restrictin g  the 
rights of neutral vessels, bore par­
ticu larly  hard on New England, which 
had been increasing Its shipping very 
rapidly. Inverting the word 'em - 
hnrgo." the m alcontents called It the 
“O-Grab-Me act,” referrin g to the fact 
that It ojierafed to the advantage of 
one part of the country at the expense 
o f the shipping in terests in another. 
T he act was repealed in February 
1800.

D h on otfrap h  G ives Us S u ch  
Faithful R e p ro d u c tio n

E«*\v people know why it is possible 
to reproduce the venal or instrum ental 
art <if a great artis t with the fa ith fu l­
ness of the modern phonograph. In 
the first place, it should be remem­
bered that sound waves gradually di­
minish in volume if released in a large 
space of air. Just as the ripples caused 
by tossing a pebble into a still pool 
gradually become sm aller.

The ’’reeord” consists of one long 
groove iiaviug Indentations o f varying 
sizes in It to represent the sound 
waves to lie reproduced. These small 
indentations are either in tlie bottom 
or sides of the groove. At the begin­
ning and end o f the groove there are 
no indentations, as It is desirable to 
have a spate for the stylus to run in 
until it can he removed from the rec­
ord. if  finishing playing, and when 
starting the record it Is desirable to 
place the stylus in the groove before 
any of the indentations are reached.

As soon as tlie stylus or needle is 
placed in the groove o f the revolving 
record, only a slight hissing sound is 
produced until tlie sound indentations 
are reached. As soon as tlie stylus 
strikes these tiny «<hstructi«His vibra­
tions are set up which are conducted 
to the center of the diaphragm of the 
reproducer.

Then Just as the ripples of water 
roll away from the spot where the 
stone struck, the vibrations spread 
throughout tbe reproducing membrane, 
re-creating the «»rigitiaI sounds, a l­
though in a reduced volume. The re­
volving of th«* •«*c»>rd at even speed 
causes the vibrations to follow each 
other in their proper order. •

The diaphragm must be of absolute­
ly even graduations or “b lasty” repro­
duction will result. As the sound 
waves are then increased, we might 
say “transform ed.” hy passing through 
the graduated sections of the tone 
arm.

As the *tze of the tone arm In­
creases the sound waves expand, thus 
bringing back much o f the original vol­
ume. The next time your “talking ma­
chine” does not work well you can 
solve the trouble quicker If you use a 
little  common sense and remember 
about tjie still pool and ihe ripple*.— 
New Y’ork I'osU

H O W  rNDERi l v  V V  H ELP 1
t SEA M INES 
TO RECLAIM

LAND FROM OCEAN'S G R IP .
— When coal mining was first 
undertaken as a com mercial 
proposition tlie coal was mined 
from the surface outcrop*. Later 
cam e the shaft-m ine with its 
elevators and cars. In the ex­
trem ities to secure cheap coal 
for isolated d istricts, and to 
get any at nII where mines are 
early worked out. the coal veins 
are followed out under the land, 
and in one instance, under the 
sea. The under-the-sea mines 
are quite numerous in England, 
but as yet only one such mine 
has been reported on the Nortfc 
American continent.

It was at Fort Rupert that 
the first discovery of coal was 
made on the Pacific coast, but 
the product was exceedingly 
poor in quality. Shortly later 
coal was located a t Nanaimo, 
on Vancouver island. During 
the early days of mining in this 
d istrict, the coal was mined from 
the beach only, hut as the vein 
ran out under the bed of the 
ocean, it was decided to follow 
it. A shaft, now known as “No.
1 sh a ft."  was sunk near the 
shore line to a depth of al#out 
7U0 feet. *

Work was started on the “un­
der-sea” mine in 1881. hut the 
prelim inary work was not com­
pleted until two years later, so 
that it was In 1885 that the 
mine became a shipjier of coal. 
From the latter date until the 
present this mine has been in 
continuous operation, with the 
exception of two short periods. 
The first suspension was caused 
by a mine explosion in which 
nearly 100 lives were lost. The 
second arose from labor troubles 
which term inated in a general 
strike. For more than 25 years 
the output of this single mine 
has been more than 400,000 tons 
a year. The mine has shipped 
more than 8,000,<*00 tons of coal.
In addition, acres upon acres 
of sea have been reclaimed, and 
made into valuable building 
plots for industry and homes 
by dumping the w aste rock from 
the mine along the ocean front.

A r m y  Must Be Cut to 150.000 Men By 

October 1 or Te rr i t o ry  W il l  *e 
Occupied.

Spa. Belgium  T he jo in t allied  G er­
man con feren ce on the term s of the 
p eace  trea ty  has reached another 
c r it ic a l point. T he G erm ans m ust 
im m ediately m ake answ er w hether 
they will accep t the F ran co -B ritish  
plan of d isarm am ent. T he a lte rn a ­
tive is contained in the specific th reat 
that the a llies  will occupy R uhr and 
o th e r territo ry  if Germ any can no: 
accep t.

T he prevailing view am ong the 
G erm ans is that the a llies  had carried  
th eir dem ands, particu larly  the men­
ace o f occupying fu rth ar Germ an te r­
ritory. much beyond any provision of 
the V ersa illes  trea ty  and a lso  that the 
a llies  are  taking up an aggressive 
position not contem plated by any 
clau se of the trea ty .

T he allied d isarm am ent note w as 
com m unicated to B e ilin  at C hancellor 
F eh ren b ach ’s request, with the d irec­
tion th at it be subm itted to the reich- 
stag and to the lead ers of all parties, 
w hether supporters of the governm ent 
or the opposition. H err Fehren bach  
usked the view of the re ich stag  and 
the party leaders, but said the deci­
sion would rest with the cab in et at 
Spa.

P riv ate  negotiations are reported 
going on betw een P rem iers Lloyd 
George and Mi’.lerand on one hand and 
I)r. Sim ons of the German-*, but this 
could not be c learly  established .

Dr- S im ons left the cabinet m eeting 
b efore  it ended. It w as said he had 
gone to m eet the allied prem iers.

F ir s t— Im m ediately  disarm  certa in

T h ird — A bolish im m ediately com ­
pulsory service.

Fou rth — Su rren d er to  the a llies  all 
guns, arm s and cannon which it pos­
sesses  above the lim it fixed by the 
trea ty  of V ersa illes .

T h e allied decision concerning d is­
arm am ent read s:

“If  on Oct. 1 the Germ an arm y Is 
not reduced to l.VO.OOO the a llies  will 
proceed to occupy Germ an territo ry  
In the Ruhr or any o th er part of G er­
man territo ry  and will not evacu ate it 
until all conditions of the present 
agreem ent have been fulfilled ."

Armenia, now regarded us a country 
full o f starving, oppressed people, w h s  
once a great sta te— one of The few 
ancient fn*«»plc never Ilellenized, ac­
cording to history. Em erging from tra ­
dition. a d istinct Armenian people 
appeared l.tmo B. C., dwelling on the 
tablelands near Mt. A rarat. Having 
no boundaries, tbe sta te  was seldom 
independent, but was subjugated in 
turn by Babylonia, the Medes and 
Persians, the Seleucidae and the Ro­
mans.

However, conquest m eant little  more 
than tribute in those days. In the 
early middle ages, called In the west 
tbe dark ages, Armenia attained its 
highest position through C hristianity . 
In 310 A. I>. Gregory the Illum inator, 
arose and attached him self to Tirada 
tes, who soon becam e king. A fter 
much persecution. Gregory ch ristian ­
ized the whole state . Then, in the 
seventh century. Armenin met Its 
worst enemy, the religion of Islam.

In the old days the sta te  stretched 
from the Caspian sea to the M editer­
ranean. and the other boundaries ebb­
ed and flowed according to those left 
by conquering hordes that swept over 
them, at one tim e reaching from  Per­
sia to Syria. Like a Jew  in appear­
ance. the Armenian was persecuted 
like a Jew . He has strong business ! 
Instinct and talent for languages lik e ]  
the Jew , and has also learned how to ! 
bend, instead of break, before his js-r- 
secutors. •

WORKERS ALWAYS IN DANGER

Head Hunters Wage Constant Warfar#
Against Camphor Producers in ths 

Forests of Formosa.

Form osa, owned by Jap an , bolds a 
practical monopoly in the world > m ar­
ket of camphor. The life  o f a cam ­
phor worker is described in a bul­
letin of the National Geographic so­
ciety as being an adventurous one. in 
t>mt the worker is never safe  from the 
Form osa head hunters. A lth ou gh  a 
woodsman with an ax never moves 
except in tbe company of an armed 
guard, there alw ays Is danger o f an 
ambush. Camphor forests now exist, 
thanks to the head hunters of F o r­
m o sa, for if this m enace had not ex­
isted, the forests would have disap­
peared long ago.

Gamphor stills are operated In a 
simple manner. Camphor chips are 
placed in a chip retort over boiling wa­
ter. and as the camphor vaporizes it 
passes through pipes Into submerged 
vats, which are so arranged that cool 
w ater from a mountain stream  can 
run over them to accelerate  crystaliza- 
tion. A fter the camphor has erystal- 
ized the vats are opened and the prod­
uet is placed on wooden troughs to a l­
low w hatever fr**e oil there may be 
to drain off. T be  oil will yield '.*> 
per cent o f crude camphor In the 
process o f refining.

Now. teaching, and 
consequent observation, has «o im- 
pn ssed them that they at once iso­
late certain  diseases and so prevent 
epidem ics. They are also bringing the 
cases to us before they have gone so 
fa r  that they are  hopeless.”

that subjecting caged grizzlies to close 
contact with people is usually cruelty 
to the anim als, o fte n  they becom e 
c r o s s , and a num ber o f crowd-worried 
grizzlies have died prem aturely from 
resultant apoplexy. Modern znn bear 
pens are constructed so  that the bear 
Is beyond tbe w iles o f v isitors- so  that 
he can have much privacy— one o f the 
needs of any grizzly. Perhaps we too 
often think o f the bulky grizzly as be­
ing course and rude. But be Is an ani­
mal of Th** highest type, sensitive, in- 
dejiendeiit and retiring. T h e normal 
bear is good tempered and cheerfu l.
