in some of the eastern and 
northern states, and even in east 
Texas too, Western Texas is re­
garded as a wild country, where 
killings are as frequent as summer 
showers, where the laws of *he 
state are spurned and treated with ! 
contempt, and where lawless 
characters “ run riot. Where the 
proverbial cow boy ( as learned 
frern the 5cent sensational, stories 
is king, and the people are placed 
ruthlessly at the mercie.  ̂ of his 
“ unwritten laws.”  These peculiar 
ideas, of course,, are only enter­
tained by those who have been ’ 
uninformed and are ignorant of 
this country’s unexceeded resources 
and advantages, as well as its in -1 
telligent, prosperous, law-abiding 
citizenship. To those who are 
unper the spell of such a delusion, ; 
as respects our citizenship, the fact 
that there has not been a homicide 
in the county since its organization 
and the fact that in the County 
Court there has been but one prison 
sentence imposed, and that sentence 
for disposing of mortgaged 
property, should serve to dhabuse 
their minds of this impression and 
broaden their ideas and views con­
cerning this section.

This is not the record of a town 
in one of the older counties, where 
civilization is supposed to have 
reached a higher plane. There are 
hundreds of towns in the older 
states that cannot boast of such a 
record. In fact, there are few 
towns in the United Slates as free 
from crime of all kinds as is 
Tahoka. the people of this com -, 
niunity being noted for their love 
of the law and their obedience to it. 
The county is, in the stiictist
sense, “ dr> ”  as regards the liquor 
business, and there is not a dive or 
disreputable place in the county 
to day, and the town is as clean 
morally as any town in the l  . S. 
therefore crime and sensationalism 
is a stanger here. Of objectionable 
characters we have none. "1 he 
town is absolutely free from 
vagrants, “ bums”  and “ hoboes" 
that infest other towus. The 
County’s citizenship is composed 
cf the most desirable “ lily white” 
cls5s, who are, for the most part, 
thiifty and prosperous. There is 
not a negro or Mexican resident in 
the county. »

States or of parents who are citizens of the United States temporarily 
so j ourr: i r. g a b ro 1.

Will you cite an instance of a natural born citizen who was born 
outride the United States?

Ceric inly. Mayor McClellan of New York, who was born in Sax­
ony while his parents were \isiting there, is a natural born citizen of 
the United States and therefore eligible to the presidency. He is a 
natural born American citizen because his parents were American cit- 
izens at the time of his binh.

Is the president elected by popular vote?
He is not. lie  is elected by a body «>/ men called the electoral col­

lege. each member of which is called a ] residential elector.

By whom are the presidential electors elected?
r>y the people. In each state the electors aro chosen by the voter- 

bn a general state ticket.

How long is the term for which the president is elected?
Four vears.

Is he eligible for a third term?
He is. There is no constitutional prohibition, though there is a 

“ third term tradition” which by popular demand limits a president to 
two terms, and thus tar this demand never has been overcome.
