West Texas is a white man’s 

country and for this reason many 
people have sought and found 
homes here. In a few of the 
larger towns men who have grown 
rich selling land to these people 
have now begun to encourage the 
“ colored brother”  to move west. 
What could be a more dishonorable 
course of conduct? Two years ago 
Jones county had no colored citi­
zen’s, but it would seem that the 
map of the otherwise beautiful city 
of Stamford is now disfigured by an 
ugly and growing black spot and 
the same paper from which we 
glean this information reports ne­
gro troubles at that place and at 
Sweetwater and Rotan. This pa­
per must be proud of having helped 
bring them on, since it favored ne­
gro immigration; and every one 
knows that where there are no 
negroes, negro troubles and race 
riots can't occur.

Comanche, one of the richest 
counties in Central Texas has not 
had a negro lynching for twenty- 
one years, during which time no 
crime committed there has ever 
been laid at a black man’s door— no 
black man has since then stayed 
in the county long enough to ac­
quire a door of his own or even a 
temporary place to lay his bead. 
The Comanche Pioneer-Exponent 
seems to think that another gener­
ation may elapse before they can 
have another n e g r o  lynching. 
Other counties which have beea in 
a coonless condition for many years 
can show as white a record.

On the other hand, the occur 
ences at Springfield, Greeuville, 
Brownsville, Beaumont and other 
places should serve as a warning to 
11s to cause the coon to forever 
keep clear of our coasts. Lynn 
county invites all respectable peo­
ple to make it their home, but to 
please remember that we draw the 
color line here so sharply that it 
exactly coincides with the county 
boundaries.

Six Roads to Build.
We learn from the Daw’son Cc. 

News that thirteen miles of sur­
veying and three miles of actual 
grading have been completed south 
from Lamesa, and at the present 
rate of progress, the entire road­
way from there to Stanton will be 
ready for track laying by frost. 
This will put a railroad within 40 
miles of us.

Elsewhere we give an account of 

a store in a near-by town being 
burglarized by small boys. Later 
on, the big dallies tell of the wreck 
of a fast passenger train in Georgia 
by a gang of boys,

The subject of youthful crimi­
nality is rapidly crowding itself in­
to an unpleasantly prominent po­
sition among the serious social 
problems of the day. It is not in 
our line to say how Snyder and 
Atlanta should handle this prob­
lem, but rather to stop and consider 
whether or not we are doing our 
whole duty by the boys of our own 
community. Of course there are 
plenty of specialists who prescribe 
the whipping-post, the jail, rock 
pile and reformatory for the boy 
who goes wrong, but it is rather 
clumsy practice to resort to heroic 
treatment for conditions which 
by proper preventive measures 
might never have existed.

Boys in the formative period of 
life need the counsel and long for 
the cofidence of mature men. As 
a matter of fact, most men rarely 
speak to their boys of the forma­
tive age except to command or re­
prove. Under such conditions boys 
readily form an attachment for 
some man ivith more tact but less 
principle than his pa possesses.

Another factor which leads boys 
to the bad is vicious literature and 
pictures, which are so cheap and 
plentiful and yet make the crooked 
way look so straight and attractive.

There are those who can tell us 
a great deal about the rights of the 
nobler sex which are not univers­
ally recognized by those things 
with the whiskers. But to our 
girls, the future women, is accorded 
the right which many people seem 
willing to deny the future men, 
their brothers; the right to grow to 
maturity with their tender years 
safeguarded by wholesome precept 
and example and the elimination 
of demoralizing influences.

Lay a spoonful of 
sulphur on a plate, and sprinkle 
with a few drops of alcohol. Over 
this place a tin funel with the point 
upward. Touch a lighted match 
to the alcohol; wet the stained linen, 
and hold the spot over the opening 
in the point of the funnel. The 
sulphur fumes will remove the 
most obstinte stain, seldom requir­
ing more than one application. 
Rinse and wash the linen at once 
to prevent rotting the material.—  
Woman’s Home Companion for

In each such  
precinct there shall ba sleeted, at each  
biennial election , one ju stice o f the  
peace and one constable, each o f whom  
shall hold h is o ffice for tw o years and  
until h is successor shall be e leot-  
ed and qualified; provided, that tn 
any precinct In w hich there m ay be *j 
city  of eight thousand or m ore Inhab­
itants, there shall be elected  tw o ju s ­
tice s  of the peace. Each county shall 
In like m anner and In the first Instance, 
be divided Into four com m issioners' 
precincts, in each o f w hich there shall 
be elected  by the qualified  voters th ere­
o f one county com m issioner, who shall 
hold his office for tw o y e a n  and until 
his successor shall be elected  and quail* 
fled. S u b seq u en t,d iv isions o f a  county  
Into com m issioners’ precincts shall be 
m ade as Is now or hereafter m ay  be 
provided by law . The county com m is­
sioners so chosen, w ith the county  
judge a s  presid ing officer, shall com ­
pose the county com m issioners’ court, 
w hich shall exercise  such pow ers and  
Jurisdiction over all county business as  
is conferred by th is C onstitution  and  
the law’s o f the S tate, or a s  m ay be 
hereafter prescribed.

Sec. 2. That the sum  o f one th ou s­
and ($1,000) dollars Is hereby appro­
priated out o f the S ta te  T reasury not 
etherw ise appropriated for the purpose 
pf defraying the necessary  expense o f  
subm itting  the above proposed am end­
m ent to the people o f the S tate, at th e  
next general or specia l election  in th e  
m anner required by law, by the G over­
nor o f the State.
