Dear friends-
It has been a long time since I 

have heard from you folks, and 
I decided I would write you 
again. 1 wrote you two letters 
since 1 have been over here, but 
suppose that you never received 
them. I am well and getting 
along fine, but I am very anx­
ious to get back to the States. I 
have been lucky all the way 
through the war, as I have never 
received a scratch, but have 
seen men killed and wounded all 
around me. I first went on the 
front on the 11 day of Septem­
ber and went into the big show 
on the 13th, and it was on Fri­
day, too. This was on the St.
Mihiel sector. We went through 
that drive, and then on the lfitb, 
we Were ruled otT that front and 
sent to the "Argonne Forrest 
Front" about 80 miles from the 
St. Meihiel. We made such a 
good record in the first drive 
that we were taken from tin- 
3fith Division and assigned t<» 
the First Army Corps, w! :• h 
was going to be used for "shock 
troops, They were the best 
troops that America had, and 

|of course we were proud o f the1 
honor. But it also meant lots ol 
hard fighting for us. We travel I 
ed only at night and ii was ram-j;lbou, anything. 
ing most of the time. We ar-‘ 
rived at the Aronne trout on 
the night of Thursday, the 25th 
of September, and started our 
drive on the morning of the 2(>th 
which was also Friday, and 1 
want to say right here that is 
one Friday I will never forget, 
we cleaned upon "Fritz" so bad 
that he .just couldn't stand 
hitched, and after the first day 
it was a running tight. Some­
times he would stop for a few 
hours and fight back, but he 
could not stand up against 
America’s "1th class soldiers."
This drive lasted about 12 days, 
and then we stopped to give ’em 
a rest, and to get a little rest 
ourselves. We scrapped around 
there till the last day of Octo­
ber. but Fritz came out loser 
every time. On the night of 
October 31. Halloween night, 
we went over and gave them a 
lieking that they will never for­
get, and incidentally, I’ ll never 
forget it myself. I got covered 
up twice with mud from ex­
ploding shells. We followed 
them for il days and it was 
easy sailing after the first two 
days, as they were thoroughly 
scared by that time. We were 
clioved for a rest on the morn­

ing of the 11th and were on our 
way back to the rear when we 
learned of the armistice being 
signed. We are now in a town 
about the size of Tahoka, it is 
spelled “ Bernonil," and 1 don’ t 
know how to pronounce it. It is 
about 80 miles northeast of 
Paris. I have never been with 
the Lynn county boys, and 1 
don’ t know how they came out, 
but I have heard that they were 
in some hard fights. I suppose 
you remember Luther Powers, 
the boy that used to pitch base 
ball for the Tahoka team. He 
got bumped otf in the first fight 
he was in. Five of my old 
school mates from Missouri 
were bumped off in one fight.
Have vou heard from Joy since

t he armistice was signed?. 1 
have written many letters to the 
State,.but have received but few.
I don’ t think we will get back to 
the States before March, or pos 
sibly later. I suppose things 
are in better condition on the 
plains than when 1 left. I am 
going to try to find Joy and 
John Woodall as their regiment 
is only about 12 miles from 
where 1 am staying. Tell all 
the children hello for me.

Our I ist big drive began Nov­
ember 1st, and we went over 
the top early that morning. 1 
saw lots of Germans and we 
took several prisoners. They 
run so fast though we could 
hardly stay in shooting distance 
of them. W<* reached all of our 
objectives that day, and then on 
the afternoon of the second 
day, we went over again and 
met some more resistance this 
time but il was mostly machine 
gun fire and we soon went on 
through their lines and captured 
several prisoners again. They 
imply could not stop us. let 

alone thinking about driving us 
back. 1 hardly know just how 
1 did feel but 1 felt just like 1 
have lots of times in a football 
game when we were up against 
a very good team and Wanted to 
beat them very badly. They 
simply could not stand our ad­
vance. I have learned to be a 
soldier now and l consider any 
man a real soldier it In* has gone 
over the top. Our division lias 
won a great reputation and our 
Commander says lie is certainly 
proud of his division. 1 certain­
ly am glad I am in the 90th div­
ision We were going to con 
tinue our drive on the Boche if 
they have not gave up. 1 was 
on tin front when tlte armis 
tier went into effect Nov. 11, at 
1100 o'clock. We had ,iust 
carried the Meuse river the day 
before. This certainly is some 
beautiful valley here and the 
richest country in France, I 
guess. We will be permitted to 
write more now, that is the cen­
sorship won’ t be so strict. I 
guess we will go to one of the 
three places named in the armis

Wildcat operations in Texas at 
the close of 1918 extended into 
109 of the 252 Texas counties, 
iceording to a summary of ope

Fiiere were 420 wells drilling, 
128 derricks or rigs and 20 loca­
tions. The territory embraced 
extend d from the Louisiana 
boundary across the state to 
Lviiii countv and from the Red 
river on the north to the Gulf of 
Mexico and to Brewster county 
on the Rio Frande.

These are strictly wildest ope 
rations. Aproximately 8,910 
wells are producing in the state, 
of which number 3.519 are in 
South Texas and 5,400 in the 
northern field. The estimated 
daily average production is 
placed at 131.051 barrels, of 
which 70,118 barrels came from 
the northern fields, including 
Thrall and Corsicana fields.

The last named three are from the 
Texas National Guard, while the oth­
ers are from civilian life.

Fort Worth, Texas, Jan. 23.— Sol­
diers ordered discharged and unable 
to secure employment will be permit­
ted to remain in the military service 
until they think they can secure em­
ployment. Col. W. L. Reed, com­
manding officer at Camp Bowie, re­
ceived a telegram from the War De­
partment Wednesday ordering that 
all men ordered discharged be given 
a chance to remain in the military 
service as long as they desire. The 
telegram follows:

“ Commanding officers will take 
steps to insure that every enlisted 
man in their command understands 
thoroughly that the War Department 
does not desire to discharge any sol­
dier who can not secure civil em­
ployment. It will be made clear to 
every soldier: that, instead o f being 
discharged as he would be formerly 
under orders for demobilization, upon 
his own written request he may re­
main temporarily in the military 
service until such time as he can se­
cure employment. The fact that he 
requests to remain in the army tem­
porarily does not in any way operate 
to compel him to remain in the army 
for a longer period of time against 
his will. Any man who would nor­
mally have been discharged had he 
not expressed his desire in writing to 
remain in the service may thereafter 
be discharged from the service at his 
own request whenever he thinks he 
may secure employment. All men, 
who are retained temporarily under 
this authority will be attached to the 
most convenient unit.

Colonel Reed has given orders that 
men retained under these instruc­
tions will not be reduced in grade.

ALLIED BLOCKADE CAUSED  
500,000 DEATH S IN GERM ANY

YOUNG W O M AN  KILLS SELF
IN GORMAN HOTEL

Gorman, Texas, Jan. 17.— A young 
woman about twenty years old shot 
and killed herself in a local hotel 
Wednesday night. She and a man 
were registered at the hotel as man 
and wife, having come here from 
Cisco Wednesday afternoon.

The man is now under arrest.
It is said the young woman sent 

her companion from the room for wa­
ter and fired the fattal shot while he 
wa sout.

Officers are trying to locate rela­
tives o f the young woman, who are 
said to live near Gainesville, Texas.

TAYLOR COUNTY MAY GET
LARGE GERMAN CANNON

Berlin, Wednesday, Jan. 22.— It is 
announced officially by the German 
Government that a further investi­
gation of mortality “ due to the block­
ade”  from the autumn of 1916 until 
the end of 1918 shows that the fig­
ures were much higher than were at 
first supposed.

More than 300.000 deaths, it is 
said, were caused by malnutrition or 
under nutrition. Only civilians are 
included in the list, which says the 
announcement, “ if it errs at all it is 
by giving too low figures ”

Only such cases were included, it 
is declared, as were definitely estab­
lished as being due to the causes 
named. The officials intend to pub­
lish the complete material on which 
the investigations were based, to “ de­
monstrate that this is not propaganda 
but strictly for the purpose of estab­
lishing the facts ”

W. D. Benson, a prominent attor­
ney of Lubbock, accompanied by M. 
G. Abernathy, a prominent ranchman 
and business man also of Lubbock, 
have been taking a look at the oil 
field country this week. Judge Ben­
son contemplates locating in this sec­
tion and Mr. Abernathy, who al­
ready has considerable holdings in 
the oil field, may become more ex­
tensively interested. Mr. Abernathy 
is the man who promoted the exten­
sion o f the Santa Fe branch from 
Plainview to Lubbock.— Eastland Oil 
Belt News.

Duane Stonier, assistant biologist 
o f the Department o f Agriculture, of 
Washington, D. C , accompanied by 
F. W. Crum, of this city, has just re­
turned from an extensive trip into 
New Mexico counties. Mr. Stonier 
is out in this country, with the inten­
tion o f aiding the regular County 
Agent, or rather co-operating with 
them in ridding the country o f the 
rabbits and prairie dogs which are 
causing a great loss to the farmers 
and jattlemen. It is the intention of 
Mr. Stonier ^o see that each county 
in New Mexico is equipped with the 
necessary equipment to make big 
drives on the rabbits, so that while 
ridding the country of them, that the 
market will also be afforded part of 
the benefit.

We believe that this very thing 
should be carried on in the Texas 
counties, and advise that we attend 
to this.

El Paso, Texas, Jan. 23.— Henry

shot and killed by the discharge o f a 
revolver which was in a grip from 
which he was taking some things, 
preparatory to shaving.
