Austin, Tex., Aug. 6 —-The
hero of a hundred fights during
the early frontier days of Texas
and a Confederate soldier, grown
gray, but yet hale and hearty, ar
rived in Austin today wearing a
faded and worn gray uniform.
The man was Lamar Fortain, who
when only nine years of age, drove
the first stake for the tent in
Stephen F. Austin’s colony, in
which the capital was located.
Mr. Fontain has not seen Austin
for forty years,

nearly every country on the globe
The story of his travels r.vals the
experiences of Sinbad the Sailor

STORY OF HIS WANDERINGS.

Jdaeime to this town in 1838,"”
said Mr Fontaine this morning.
““I was just g years and when Aus
tin’s cclony uuloaded the tent of
my father, who was afterward pri-
vate secretary to President L.amar,
his was the first tent up. [ drove
the first stake for this tent just a
bout in front c¢f where Morely
Bros. store is located on what is
now called East Six'h St. Afte:
I drove the stake I straightened
up and saw a h rd of buffa'o across
the Colorado river, vut as bufialc
were plentiful then I ¢il not pay
any attention to them.

**When Sam Houston sent ove
to have the colony moved there
were just nine women and girls in
camp and five of wus were boys.
We were nothing but chaps, but
we knew how to handle a gun.
Our fathers were gone and we re-
fused to let the camp be moved.
We boys erccted ltarricades and
g“hind them. We told De:al
Smith ard the other fcllows who
came that we would fire » they
came any nearer and they admired
o pluck so much that they

ould not come uutil our daddies
came home and made us behave

“Later Deaf Smith and
got to be friends and I rememer
one day we saw a herd of buffalc
on Robertson hill, and being afraid
they would stampeds and comx
d>wn on the camp, we weat uj
and killed three of them.

CAPTURED BY COMANCHES,
““I was captured by the Coman-
che Indians while playing on the
Colorado near where the Congress
Avenue bridge now stands, when 1
was 10 years old, They kept me
nearly five years and I learned to
say the Lord's prayer, as well as

to cuss in the Indian language.
““But when I got older I go
the wandering fever and went on
the waters as a sailor. I was just
15 years old then, but I knew how
to handle a gun and it did not
take me long to learn to be a sailor
I went through China.
