ANOTHER BIG PRAIRIE!

FIRE.

LUBBOCK, LYNN AND GARZER
COUNTIES ALL GET BAD-
LY SINGED BY THE
PRAIRIE FIRE.

One Twelfth of Lubbock County, One Fifth of
Lynn County and Ore Fourth of Garza
County, ali §oces up in Smoke,
January 17 and 18, 1906.

The big prairie fire which start-
ed about noon of Wednesday the
17th and burned until Thursday
morning after sun up, originated it
is said at Sam Slover’s place in the
south west corner of Lubbock
county five or six nules from the

west line and one or two miles|to nothing, would attack the

from the line, by a boy attempting
to burn the grass from around a
mesquite grub so that he could see
to dig 1t up.

The wind was blowing very

strong from the west and the fire
raced east at a rapid rate, spread-
ing to the north and south as it
went. It is reported that the north
line of the fire ranged north of east
in Lubbock county and extended
35 or 40 miles, inte Crosby county
unless the wind changed too soon.
The wind was so strong, the grass
so thick and bigh that the head
fire was so fierce nothing could be
done with it and the men had to
content themselves with fighting
the side lines and back burning
around their houses and feed yards
mauny having hard work to save

for when the men had made long

breaks in the fire line 4 change in
the wind would send the fire sweep-
ing in behind them undoing every
thing they had accomplished.

Again and again, the men who
had seen their hard work amount

merciless enemy on a new line. If
a man had just seen every blade ot
his grass go up in smoke, did he
stop? No! There was his neigh-
bors grass for him to try aud suve.
Many men started for the fire right
after dinner and fought on withoat
anything to cat and but little to
drink until long after midmght.
