Each Unit Organized

There Is a popular belief that
Russlan guerillas operate without
organization and on a hit-or-miss
basis, Instead, says Viadimir, each
detachment is armed by the mili-
tary and given a general plan of
operation. Members of the dstach-
ment elect their own commander,
who sets up smaller units inside
the detachment. Viadimir was
leader of one of the thres units in
his detachment,

Three times in the four months
they returned to Leningrad. On one
trip out they had been provisioned
for 10 days; they were Bone 38 and
had to sneak most of their food
out of captured villages.

Attacked Supply Columns

Baveral detachments operating
with Viadimir's in the Leningrad-
Pskov aren managed, at one time,
to scare the Germans out of mov-
ing supplies at night, They claver-
ly planted connecting explosive
charges in the road at intervals of
several hundred yards, then after a
few German vehlcles had passed
by in safety, those following were
blasted,

They mnever took prisoners but
eliminated enough German patrols
to keep In guns and amrunition.
In many & captured village they
vislted, they saw the familiar signa
offering 3,000 rubles for the head
of each guerilla delivered to Ger-
man authorities.

The Road Back

The last trip back to Leningrad
practically wore out the detach-
ment and almost finished Viadimir,
For three days, the men waded an
lce-clogged river in water chest
deep. At Leningrad they were hos-
pitalized, Viadimir developed rhau-
matism and was declared unfit for
further duty.

Of the original detachment, one
had been captured, three killed in
action and 13 wounded.

Back In the merchant marine,
Viadimir came to New York on a
freighter, and that's how he hap-
pened to tell his story at the Soviet
consulate. If his rheumatism im-
proves, he hopes to rejoin the
guerillas,
