We much prefer that private invest-
ment own and maintain hospital facili-
ties. We know, however, that doctors
are reluctant to come to smaller com-
munities unless they have some Qs-
surance that they will be successful,
and that they would prefer not to have
the responsibility of a hospital. We do
not blame the doctors. They have
spent long, expensive years learning
a great profession. They have every
right to secure the most possible re-
turns from their productive years.

On the other hand, we want avail-
able hospital service for our families.
