BORN in Great Falls,
Montana, on August 27, 1921
General Reilly was reared in
Matador. where his father,
the late M. J. Reilly was
superintendent of the Mata
dor Ranch, and where he
graduated from high school
in 1938

For most of his military
career, the general has been
a civil engineer, and since
Junuary 1972 he has been the
Director of Civil Engineering
at Headquarters USAF. Ip
this post he was closely
associated with facilities at
Bolling and Andrews bases
He has also been deeply
involved in defending con
struction rvqmn-mvnls for
the bases before Congress
He feels that ' Because of my
involvement and familiarity
with Bolling and Andrews,
plus my familiarity with the
Air Staff here, | can presume
it all helped in my selection.”

It was during his boyhood
days in Matador when “'l was
raised as a cowboy " that
the general decided he
wanted to be an engineer. He
spent two years in prep
school at Lake Forest, 11,
where he was tagged with the
nickname “Tex " a label
he has carried ever since

war broke out, he enlisted in
the Army Air Corps. After he
received his pilot wings and
commission at Eagle Pass,
Texas. he served as a flight
instructor, a B-24 bomber
pilot and as a B-29 bomber
pilot in the Pacific theatre
In March 1946, the general
returned to the University of
Colorado where he received a
bachelor of science degree in
civil engineering. The fol-
lowing year he returned to
active duty in the Air Force.
He was assigned to the Far
Fast in August 1948, and
spent the next three years in
civil engineering assign-
ments  with Headquarters
aoth Air Force on Okinawa
and Headquarters Far East
Air Forces, in Tokyo, Japan
General Reilly went to
Purdue University in June
1951 where he earned his
Master of Science degree In
Civil Engineering. This was
jollowed by four years of
duty as an engineering
instructor at the Air Force
Institute of Technology at
Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio
In July 1957 he went to
Madrid, Spain, where he
served for three years in the
Directorate of Construction,
Joint US. Military Group. As
Chief of the Air Bases
Construction Branch and
later as Chief of Engineering
he was closely associated
with the construction of
major air bases and other

joint  US -Spain military
facilities
WITH THE successful

completion of the project,
General Reilly returned to
the United States in July 1961
and wds assigned to the
Directorate of Civil En-
gineering, Headquarters
USAF. In 1966 the general
moved to Headquarters Air
Force Systems Command at
Andrews AFB. Two years
later, he was reassigned to
Headquarters USAF. His
first star came in August 1969
and promotion to Major
General came August 1, 1971

General Reilly is a grad-
uate of the Air Command and
Staff College and the Air War
College. His military decora-
tions and awards include the
Legion of Merit, Bronze Star,
Air Force Commendation
Medal and Army Commend-
ation Medal

General Reilly is married
to the former Marian E
Riley of Boulder, Colorado
They have threc children
Mrs Daniel G Tebor
(Suzanne) of Atlanta, Georg-
ia. who was born in Matador;
Mrs Charles F_Stout (Eliza-
beth) of Virginia Beach, Va |
and Matthew J Reilly of
Silver Spring, Maryland.
