Senate halts Farm Bill debate

With the cessation of debate, Sen-
ate Democrats and Republicans are
likely gearing up to face the music
when they return home after Con-
gress adjourns.

One thing is certain, few are go-
ing to be welcomed with open arms
by their agricultural constituents af-
ter three weeks of unproductive
speeches, debate and posturing pre-

vented Senate completion of new -

Farm Program legislation.

In times past a lack of technology
prevented most people from seeing
and hearing the debate over impor-
tant legislative issues. With the
spreading availability of cable, satel-
lite television and the Internet virtu-
ally everyone can judge for them-
selves who is speaking to them and
who has been listening to them when
they talk.

With harvest activities practically
completed as winter approached,
farmers and ranchers have been a
rapt and attentive audience to the
live Senate broadcasts emanating
from Washington.

And while it is fair to say that
most of us that were watching prob-
ably don't fully understand all of the
rules and procedural goings on, we
are able to digest the words that are
spoken for, against and about farm
programs and the needs of rural
America.

Producers have made it clear
that they were watching and will
likely base much of their future sup-

port for candidates and parties on
what they have seen in the days since
the first of December.

That said they also understand,
although without much enthusiasm,
that while this opportunity has been
taken from them there will be an-
other day when Congress returns.
The critical nature of Agriculture’s
problems will probably have intensi-
fied and highlight the need to finish
the work the Senate abandoned ear-
lier this week.

Congress, however, is not the
only branch of government that will
have to step up to the plate to as-
suage the fears and doubts that re-
cent antics have produced.

Administration officials have ap-
parently started their own efforts to
reassure American agriculture that
budget authority will continue to be
Itherc for a rewrite of current Farm

aw.

A letter sent to House Agricul-
ture Committee Chairman Larry
Combest on December 21 thanking
him for his efforts on the farm bill
included the following promise: “The
President has also been clear about
the need for a generous farm bill in
order to help farmers and ranchers
through this difficult period. As a re-
sult, you have our commitment that
the Administration will continue to
support additional ten-year program
funding of $73.5 billion in accordance
with the Congressional Budget R2so-
lution.”

Administration officials are
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surely hoping that their word is good
enough for producers and that the
don’t end up feeling the political fall-
out from this month’s debacle in the
Senate. {

The fair question at this pointis
“What’s next and where do we go
from here?”

First and foremost it is important
that producers to let up on their ef-
forts to communicate both their
needs and their expectations to Con-
gress and Administration officials.

Plains Cotton Growers and other'

organizations will continue their ef-
forts to complete a new Farm Bill.

Only through a determined effort to’

keep the issue on the front burner
will a Bill be completed in a timely
fashion.

A big part of that message also
needs to be that, because the last
year of Freedom to Farm is globally
recognized as inadequate to meet the

needs ot a hurting Ag sector, new pre-
grams need to be agreed on and
implemented for the 2002 crop.

Secondary to the goal of getting

anew Farm Bill is the fact that if ad-
ditional delays and disagreements
prevent approval of legislation that
can be implemented for the 2002 crop
year, every effort will have to be
made to develop a 2002 supplemen-
tal assistance package utilizing the
$7.5 billion in additional spending au-
thority agreed to in the F'Y2002 bud-
get agreement.
. _Above all growers, lenders, and
industry suppliers must have the as-
surance that relief is forthcoming so
that financial arrangements for the
2002 crop year can move forward.

Preferably that assurance will
come in the form of a new Farm Bill
that establishes a stable and predict-
:lble safety net for American agricul-

ure,
