The Texas Department of Health has 
identified plague, or evidence there of, in 
several West Texas counties this year. 
This information originates from a corro-
bative carnivore surveillance program 
dependent on theTexas Animal Damage 
Control Service. 

This is not the first occurance of plague 
in Texas and is no cause for alarm. Plague 
is a bacterial disease that is periodically 
found in rodents in western Texas, but 
may be transmitted to humans by the bite 
of an infected flea or by handling tissues 
of infected animals. Dogs and cats may 
carry infected fleas or may become in-
fected themselves. Cats have been known 
to transmit the disease to humans. 

Symptoms in humans include flu-like 
illnesses with high fever, usually with 
swollen, painful lymph glands. Plague is 
curable if recognized and treated early 
with appropriate antibiotics. 

Personnel from the Texas Department 
of Health, Texas Animal Damage Con-
trol, and local officials from prospective 
locations are evaluating these areas thor-
oughly to assess the extent to which plague 
may be found in western Texas. Resi-

Dear Editor: 

It has been my personal observation 
that those who discriminate against 
homosexual personsareprobably not very 
well-read in philosophy, religion, psy-
chology, spirituality, ethics, social jus-
tice, ecology, theology and modern lib-
eration movements. 

Of course, I can sympathize with those 
who oppose gay rights, for it is what we 
have all been brought up to believe. In 
fact, there were many things that were 
told to me as a child which I naively 
assumed to be true - I was told that black 
people are somehow more violent and 
less intelligent than other races, that 
women should submit to the authority of 
men because women are the "weaker" 
sex, that only Christians are the true chil-
dren of God and everyone else is damned 
to eternal torment in Hell (sorry, Ghandi), 
that the universe is only 6,000 years old 
and evolution is a lie form Satan, that 
Jews are cursed by God because they 
killed the Christ, that babies who die 
before being baptized or before they be-
lieve in Jesus cannot enter Heaven, that 
left-handers are just rebellious righthan-
ders trying to be different, and that homo-
sexual orientation is a distortion and a 
perversion of the heterosexual norm. 

But through many years of reading, 
research, dialogue, prayer, reflection, and 
more reading, research, dialogue, prayer 
and reflection, ihave come to the tenta-
tive but firm conviction that all men de 
serve equal rights, that women are equal 
to men, that all humans are the beloved 
children of God, that evolution is appar-
ently one of God's many methods in cre-
ating the universe, thatJews are not Christ-
killers, that babies are not born in sin but 
in grace, that left-handers, though a mi-
nority, are just as normal as right-han-
ders, and that gay/lesbian persons are a 
normal and beautiful part of the wonder-
ous mystery and diversity of God's 
immense creation. 

And as far as the Bible is concerned, 
nowhere does it condemn committed love 
between two homosexual Christians. 
Leviticus 18:22 and 20:13, when taken in 
their cultural contexts, are a warning 
against participating in the fertility ritu-
als of the idol-worshipping Canaanites, 
which involved male sexual relations with 
a priest and priestess to appease the gods. 

Sodom and Gomorrah 'is not a story 
about homosexual orientation or homo-
sexual love. It is a story of gross inhospi-
tality, prejudice against strangers, and 
attempted gang rape (and rape is a sin, 
whether homosexual or heterosexual). 
According to Ezekiel 16:49-50, the sin of 
Sodom and Gomorrah was "pride, glut-
tony, laziness, arrogance and neglect of 
the poor," not homosexuality. 

Romans 1:27, when taken in its cul-
tural context, is a condemnation of the 
Greek and Roman practice of pederasty, 
which involved married heterosexual men 
who, because of their patriarchal lust for 
more sexual conquests, sought sexual 
relations outside of their marriage with  

young boys and young ladies. 
And if the fundamentalists would read 

1 Corinthians 6:9-10 in the original Greek 
rather than the "authorized" King James 
version, they would realize that Paul is 
condemning homosexual prostitution, not 
homosexual orientation or love. The same 
is true of 1 Timothy 1:9-10, which con-
demns the Greco-Roman practice of sell-
ing young boys as sex-slaves to the high-
est bidder. 

But for Christians, the supreme source 
of Truth is Jesus, right? And yet Jesus 
said absolutely nothing about homo-
sexuality. Maybe the fundamentalists 
would try to follow Jesus more closely 
on this matter instead of embareasSing the 
rest of us Christians with their small-
minded homophobic, heterosexist inse-
curities. 

When are we ever going to realize that 
all of us (celibates, heterosexuals and 
homosexuals alike) symbolize different 
aspects of the Image of God in humans. 
Celibates symbolize the unique and 
complete wholeness of every individual 
in union with God. Heterosexual couples 
symbolize the unity-in-diversity of God. 
And homosexual couples symbolize the 
fact that we as humans, who are more 
than mere biological, reproductive crea-
tures, transcend the physical categories 
of male and female because we are all 
part of the Spirit ("for in Christ there is 
neither male nor female, but we are all 
one in Christ"). 

The same fundamentalists who mis-
use the Bible to condemn gay Christians 
arc the very same ones who misuse the 
Bible to condone apartheid and slavery, 
to justify the annihilation of the Jews, to 
oppose women's equality, to ignore the 
Feminine side of God (and no, this is not 
an Eastern "New Age" idea), and to sup-
press new discoveries of science. 

Yes, we should "love the sinner, hate 
the sin." But the sinners, in this case, are 
the fundamentalists; and the sin-homo-
phobia and heterosexism. Perhaps funda-
mentalists should stop trying to point the 
finger so much as homosexuals' short-
comings for a change and concentrate, 
instead, on repenting of their sins of 
prcjudice,hypocrisy and judgmentalism. 

As it has been sung so eloquently: 
"Don't tell them Jesus loves them, 'til 
you're ready to love them, too." 

As for statistics put forward in Ms. 
Whitaker's letter of June 24, all I can say 
is that these percentages are not only 
questionable but highly erroneous. I ask 
Ms. Whitaker to validate these statistics 
and submit them. 

I pray and hope that I haveencouraged 
a few open-minded and open-hearted 
individuals somewhere out there to at 
least read, research, dialogue, pray and 
reflect a little or a lot more on this and 
other issues. May God guide us all on our 
journeys toward love and wisdom.

Many different types of pickled prod-
ucts can be made. There are four basic 
classes of pickling. Brine Pickles also 
known as fermented pickles, are cured in 
a brine solution of salt and water for one 
or more weeks.  Fresh track or quick proc-
ess pickles are covered with boiling hot 
vinegar, spices and seasonings. Fruitpick- 

are prepared from whole or sliced 
fuits and simmered in a spicy, sweet-sour 
syrup made with vinegar or lemon juice. 
And last, relishes are made from chopped 
fruits and vegetables cooked to desired 
consistency in a spicy vinegar solution. 

The most important thing to remem-
ber when pickling is to select good pro-
duce. Cucumbers that are best to use are 
the pick) ing varieties. Do not expect good 
quality pickles if you use "table" or "slic-
ing" varieties. Select unwaxed cucum-
bers if you are picking them whole. Wax 
will not allow the brine or pickling solu-
tion to penetrate the skin. 

Peaches and pears should be slightly 
under ripe for pickling. 

Below are some helpful hints to make 
your pickling project a success: 

* Use only "pickling" or "canning" 
salt. Other salts tend to make the brine 
cloudy. 

* Use cider or white vinegar of 5 per-
cent acidity .12)Lat use diluted vinegar in 
recipes unless the recipe specifies. 

* Use white sugar unless the recipe 
calls for brown sugar. 

* Use fresh whole spices for the best 
quality and flavor in pickles. 

* Remove the blossom end on cucum-
bers when preparing them for pickling. If 
blossoms are not removed, pickles may 
be soft and mushy. 

* When fermenting pickles or sauer-
kraut, use large stoneware crocks, plastic 
jars or food grade plastic containers. Do 
1212 use aluminum, copper, brass, galva-
nized or iron containers. 

* All pickled products should be placed 
in a hot water bath once jars are filled. 
Cover jars by at least one inch, cover the 
canner and begin counting the processing 
time when the water begins to boil. If no 
processing time is given in the recipe, 
process for at least 10 minutes. 

Some signs of spoilage in pickles 
include the following: 

* Bulging lid 
* Broken seal 
* Spurting liquid 

Disagreeable odor 
* Change in color of product 
* Unusual softness, mushiness or slip-

periness of product. 
If there is any doubt that a product is 

spoiled DO NOT eat it. Dispose of it as 
soon as possible so that other family 
members do not eat it by mistake.

Motley County Appraisal Update 
IT'S EASIER THAN YOU 

THINK TO FALL IN LOVE 
WITH SOMEONE ELSE 

Young boys and girls seem to fall in 
and out of "love" with someone different 
quite frequently - about every other week. 
We think that would not be so with adults. 
The difference with adults is that it nor-
mally isn't weeks, it may be years before 
they fall in love with someone else. 

There are many factors involved but 
one is that a person begins to think or 
focus on all the negative things in this 
present relationship.Then along comes  

someone and all of the positive traits of 
that person are focused on. This makes 
the negative things in the initial relation-
ship even larger. Soon the feeling of 
falling out of love and in love with an-
other becomes evident. 

We can actually think ourselves in or 
out of love with someone. Our thoughts 
produce feelings in smaller matters and 
so they do inlove matters too. Work on 
changing your focus in your present rela-
tionship from negative to more positive.

Building relationships and discussing 
issues was the purpose of a trip to Wash-
ington, D.C. by two High Plains cotton 
producers according to Lubbock-based 
Plains Cotton Growers (PCG). 

PCG President Wayne Huffaker, of 
Tahoka, and Secretary/Treasurer Jackie 
Burris, of Wellman, joined other mem: 
bers of the Texas cotton industry on the 
trip to Washington. Altogether Huffaker 
and Burris were able to participate in 
visits to 26 members of the Texas legisla-
tive delegation, including both Texas 
Senators. In addition they also found time 
to schedule meetings with Jesse Moore, 
Director of USDA's Agricultural Mar-
keting Service Cotton Division, and 
Wayne Bjorlie, Head of USDA's Fiber 
and Rice Analysis Division. 

Primary issues discussed with legisla-
tors included provisions of the just passed 
Senate budget reconciliation bill, Fed-
eral Crop Insurance, environmental leg-
islation, disaster assistance for quality  

losses, plus the continuation of funding 
for projects like boll weevil eradication 
and construction of the Plant Stress Lab 
on theTexas Tech University campus. 

"Having the opportunity to sit down, 
face to face, with so many members of the 
Texas legislative delegation and discuss 
the issues important to cotton and agri-
culture as a whole made this week's trip a 
resounding success," states Huffaker. 
"Through this type of personal contact 
we can more effectively communicate 
the feelings of agriculture the cotton 
industry to the people who vote on issues 
that affect us." 

Burris agrees with Huf faker's assess-
ment noting that the positive responses of 
the legislators carried over to the USDA 
personnel they also met with. Burris says 
the primary issues discussed with Mr. 
Moore and Mr. Bjorlie were related to the 
grading and classing of cotton and the 
process through which Commodity Credit 
Corporation Loan differentials will be 
computed in the future. 

Both Huffaker and Burris are confi-
dent that the relationships built during the 
meetings, both new and old, will prove 
very beneficial to cotton producers on the 
High Plains and elsewhere in the future. 

"There's just no substitute for a good 
one on one meeting to successfully get 
your point across," states Huffaker. "Each 
time we can sit down on talk with our 
Representatives and Senators we are 
cementing these relationships and that 
will help cotton producers down the road."

HEAT STRESS 
Summer's sizzling temperatures can 

subject the body to hazardous stress. The 
potential toll at excessive heat ranges 
from mild discomfort to life threatening 
heat stroke. 

"When it's both hot and humid, it 
becomes more difficult for the body to 
release the heat that builds up," said 
Lowell Johnson, M.D., family physician 
on staff at Methodist Hospital." As a 
result, the body temperature begins to 
climb. Initially, this might cause mild 
discomfort - headache, dizziness and 
fatigue are typcial symptoms." 

Following are the three degrees of 
heat stress, how to recognize them and 
prevention techniques. 

* Heat cramps - Represents the 
mildest form of heat stress. They are most 
often seen in poorly conditioned athletes 
who drink inadequate amounts of liquid 
before and during exercise. Symptoms 
included painful muscle spasms and 
sweaty skin. To relieve heat cramps, sit or 
lie down in a cool area. Drink cool water, 
and stretch cramped muscles. 

* Heat exhaustion - Results when 
heat stress produces excessive fluid loss. 
Heat exhaustion causes nausea, vomit-
ing, headache, muscle aches, dizziness, 
rapid pulse, thirst and clammy or pale 
skin, when heat exhaustion is mild, the ; 
treatment is the Sante-as for heat cramps. 
However, if vomiting, con fusion or head-
ache persists, gently apply wet towels 
and call for emergency help. 

* Heatstroke - Heat exhaustion can 
rapidly lead to heatstroke, a condition in 
which the temperature regulating center 
in the brain fails. At this point, the body 
temperature soars, leading to severe and 
even fatal brain, liver or kidney damage. 
A person experiencing heatstroke may 
lose consiousness. If conscious, symp-
toms include confusion, a staggered walk 
and agitation. Other symptoms include 
hot, dry skin (rarely sweating) and a body 
temperature of 105 degrees Fahrenheit or 
more. A person experiencing heatstroke 
should be moved to a reclining position 
in a cool area. Emergency help should be 
called immediately. If the person is con-
scious, cool sips of water can be given. 
Largeamounts of cold or ice water should 
be applied immediately. 

When the temperatures rise, avoid 
heat stress by scheduling exercise for the 
early morning or m.,ening,drinking plenty 
of fluids, avoiding the sun, keeping your 
home cool and wearing lightweight, loose-
fitting clothing. 

There have been a lot of misconcep-
tions about the reappraisal that was 
completed this year by the appraisal dis-
trict and Gene McKibben who is certilied 
with the State and has many years of 
experience in the appraisal field. This 
appraisal office was established in 1980 
with great accuracy and skill by measur-
ing all improvements (structures to the 
land) and classing land according to soil 
type. Texas Property Tax Code Sec. 25.18 
states we must reappraise all real prop-
erty once every three years or we will be 
in noncompliance with the State. 

What a property owner does with his/ 
her land may change, which will be re-
flected on open space agricultural appli-
cations, but soil does not.

With the defeat of Proposition 1 on the 
May 1 ballot, Texas voters are naturally 
confused about their school property 
taxes. Proposition I was the constitu-
tional amendment allowing for limited 
redistribution of property taxes for school 
districts, authorizing the Legislature or 
local districts to set a minimum tax rate in 
the CEDs and placing a cap on the CED 
tax rate. Texas voters rejected the amend-
ment by a vote of 756,546 (36.9 percent) 
for and 1,292,964 (63.1 percent) against. 

What were the facts and fictions about 
Proposition 1 and its defeat? 

Prior Year Taxes 
"Will 1 receive a refund of my 1991 

and 1992 CED taxes?" 

No. Property owners will not receive 
refunds of CED taxes for 1991 and 1992. 
The vote did not affect prior years' taxes. 
The proposition before the voters dealt 
with tax years 1993 and forward. 

In its January 1992 ruling, the Texas 
Supreme Court made it clear that the 
collection of 1991 and 1992 CED taxes 
would continue. The ruling gave the 
Legislature "...a longer period in which to 
act that it may have sufficient time to 
consider all options fully." 

Delinquent CED taxes 
"Now that the CED does not exist, 

must / still pay the CED taxes on my  

improvements by performing an onsite 
review to look for depriciation and make 
sure each house is classed correctly. If 
there has not been any additions to the 
structure and the measurements look 
accurate, we do not need to remeasure. 

Also, there has been some question to 
Mr. McKibben not being from our county 
so he would not know our Market value 
for the area. The sales for the county, 
according to deed records and other data, 
compile our schedules for market value. 

The State Comptrollers Office will 
start their yearly audits around July 15th 
to check for uniformity and the median 
level of appraisal in each major category 
of property. 

delinquent tax bill?" 
Yes. The CED can enforce the tax lien 

on a property owner's property to collect 
delinquent property taxes. The May 1 
vote did not lower or eliminate any 
property owner's liability for CED taxes 
for 1991 or 1992. 

Homestead exemptions 
"What happens to the 20-percent 

homestead exemption that my CED 
granted on my home's value?" 

In 1991, voters in most CEDs adopted 
the20-percent homestead exemption, and 
an additional $10,000exemption for those 
homeowners who are 65 or older or dis-
abled. These exemptions apply to the 
value for CED tax purposes. If the CED 
doesn't exist as a taxing unit levying 
taxes, there will be no homestead exemp-
tions granted for the CED. 

Older Homeowners' Taxes 
"I'm older than 65. Are the school 

taxes on my home still frozen? Will they 
go up?" 

Qualified homeowners age 65 or older 
receive a school tax ceiling on their resi-
dence homestead in the first year they 
apply. The ceiling is the highest amount 
of school taxes that the homeowners will 
pay, as long as that home remains their 
principal residence. They may pay less, 
but not more. The ceiling includes both 
the local school district and CED taxes.

PASS: A WAY OUT FOR 
PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES 
A person I know - I'll call her Mary 

Jones - who receives Supplemental Secu-
rity Income (SSI) and Social Security 
disability benefits as a result of her severe 
diabetes, recently graduated from a train-
ing course that helped her obtain a job as 
a cook. Social Security helped pay for it! 

Mary used a special provision of the 
Social Security Disability Program called 
"PASS" (plan for achieving self-support) 
to help pay for training. Her PASS 
plan lets her put aside money toward her 
work goal. The money set aside wasn't 
counted as income for SSI purposes nor it 
counted against the resource limit of 
$2,000 ($3,000 for a couplt). 

Mary needed $600 for the training; 
she set aside $100 of her Social Security 
disability check each month until she had 
enough to pay for the training. And since 

- the $100 she set aside wasn't counted as - 
income, her SS i check increased by $100, 
reflecting her decrease in income. 

An increasing number of people who 
are receiving SSI disability benefits, like 
Mary, are able to enter or reenter the work 
force by taking advantage of a Social 
Security program called "work incen-
tives", of which PASS is one provision 
that gives people with disabilities the 
chance to plan their lives around their 
dreams. The program helps disabled 
beneficiaries who work by continuing 
cash benefits and health insurance cover-
age and helping with work expenses until

* have a definite time for reaching the 
goal - generally not more than 3 years, but 
if your plan involves school or training. it 
may last up to 4 years. 

* state the amount and sources of 
income and resources that will be set 
aside.
