- NUERNBERG, July 29 (&)
—A U.S. military tribunal ac-
quitted all 24 directors of the
giant L. G. Farben chemical
combine of plotting and wag-
ing aggressive war, but con-
victed nine of them of looting

countries overrun by Hitler's
Nazis,

The sprawling Farben plant at
Ludwigshafen, death trap for
probably 300 or more Germans in
yesterday's mammoth explosion,
lay in smoldering ruin as the court
decided the fate of the men who
directed Farben, the symbol of
Nazi Germany's industrial might,

Findings on two more counts—
involving ecrimes against human-
ity—will be dealt with tomorrow.

The court found that the blame
for plotting and waging war lay
clearly, with the politicians a
the militarists of Hitler's Third
Reich.
~The opinion delivered after an
11-month trial, dealt with (five
counts against Farben's board of
directors. The court said evidence
failed to support the prosecutions
on two of the counts, dealing with
aggressive war. '

A third count, spoilation and

The demand needed’ a second by at
least one-fifth of the convention and
the southerners arose en masse to

Their feeling—in which the Tex-
ans shared—was that it was time
for an openly recorded showdown
on the entire conflict, no matter
what the consequences. If the plat-
form committee felt that the origin-
al civil rights plank was a conces-
sion to the feelings of the southern-
ers who knew they were licked
even before they reached Phila-
delphia, this feeling was nqt shared
by many of the southerners.

They didn't like the platform
committee's offering, and Dan
Moody, Texas' representative on
the committee, didn't like it.

It served
first to bring out into the open how
the majority of the duly ‘elected
delegates representing the party in
all parts of the nation felt on the
historie question of state's rights.
Then it brought the convention’s
closest vote, on the question of
hardening the ecivil rights plank
It was more explicit the convention
bosses wanted it‘'to be in their
vain effort to placate the south.

It forced the convention to write
in clear and unmistakeable terms
how most persons who now call
themselves Democrats feel 4about
civil rights. . '

It also put some life into the
proceedings which up to the point
of Jester's roll call demand was
dull and lifeless. Theé convention
had none of that old Democratic
zip. The delegates wandered
