‘This Is like golng
up high Into the alr above the
earth, and then just as suddenly
going down an equal distance below
sea level,

These sudden changes In atmos-
pheric pressure are assoclated with
winds and charges In temperature,
In the Great Lakes basin region, we
may go to work in a tropleal sonth-
ern mild sunny morning and step
out to lunch in a northern Canada
atmosphere. The air we hreathe
1s the one physical force of Mother
Nature that man has not changed
In any way. The atmosphere |s
pulled and pushed over the earth's
surface by physical forces that defy
man's power to regulate,

Industry has developed in the re-
gion of these storm paths. Civillza-
tion has advanced most rapidly
where sudden changes In the weath-
er take place. As you and 1 make
ourselves over and clean out the
debris during these sudden weather
changes we emerge from the ex-
perience In much better condition.

Ing the disease and Its effects, dur-
| Ing the period when the teeth are
forming,

Pitted teeth decay rapidly be-
ciuse they afford a lodging place
for the fermentation of food. They
are usually treated by filling which
Is pecessary after decay starts,
Many of these cases can be treated
by polishing. The enamel can bhe
polished down until the surface is
smooth, which prevents decay, and
removes and prevents a return of
the discoloration

and keep them in a high state of
efMiciency in most of our clty
schonls there I8 some sort of dental
examinations of the children, while
only a few states make any attempt
to care for the teeth of the children
in country schools.

In the minds of most Americans the story of
Francls Scott Key ends at this point lo his
lite. %o It Is the service of his blographer to
show that his career after September, 1514, was
not anti-climax, in fact, was even more distin-
guished than it nad been before. Ilis reputation
as a successful lawyer continued to grow. He
became a close friend of President Andrew Jack-
son, “as much of an insider as any member of
the kitchen cabipet . . . and could have had any
appointment within reason.” But he usked the
president for only one favor, a cabinet appoint-
ment for his friend and brother-in-law, Roger
Brooke Taney. The result was that Taney be-
came attorney-general amd “this activity on
Key's part paved the way for Taney which led
in & few stormy years to the chief justiceship,
which led eventually to the Dred Scott decision,
the unconstitutionality of the Missourl Compro-
mise, and the Civll War"

S0 Francls Scott Key was a history maker as
well as a natlonal anthem writer. He was also
a diplomat—as the emissary of Jackson he set-
tled the "“Creek controversy which might have
bathed Alabama in bleod.” It was a dispute
over lndlan lands in Alabama in which the ques-
tions of states rights and nullification were In-
volved, He was a philanthropist and humanl-
tarian.  Although a slave owner, he hated the
institution of slavery and sought a solution of
the problems which it brought to the natlen by
helping form the American Colon!zation soclety
for settling freed slaves ln Africa. e was an
ardent churchman and did much to further the
cause of the Eplscopal church in this country.
He became the father of eleven childrea and his
family life is one of the most appealing aspects
of his whole career.

On January 11, 1843, Francis Scott Key died
in the Baltimore home of his daughter, Ellizabeth
Phoebe Howard. He “had grown up with the
republic. His contemporaries knew bhim not as
a poet but as a consplcuous and able and some
times bothersome liberal, a distressingly serious
layman, and, most singular of all, An honest law-
yer. Amiable, mild, generous and virtuous, his
colonization pleas and his freeschool activities
were accepted for what they were—the enter-
prises of a prosperous, if not wealthy, middle-
state man who carried into town life the simple
{deallsm of a benign squire,
sentially unherole, he was a useful eitizen and
on that meteoric Journey when he wrote a song
which stirs our spirita and pleases our ear he
added more significance to his life than he ever
anticipated. e, a tone-deaf album poet, achleved
immortality in spite of himself.

The most delightful feature of
this equatorial Eden is the fact that
