RELATES BUFFALO HUNT
NEAR SITE OF DICKENS
OVER FIFTY YEARS AGO

PROMINENT MATADOR RES-
IDENT RECALLS INCIDENT
ON CHRISTMAS 1877

Braving a raw north wind on
Christmas day, 1877, W. M. Gra-
ham, prominent resident of Mata-
dor, who returned to Motley coun-
ty 25 years later to make his home,
recalls with minute detail how his
hunting companion shot a buffalo
near the present site of Dickens.
“It was near the present highway
up the hill just north of Dickens,”
declared Mr. Graham “We went
into camp where I drove the wagon
to get the buffalo. The grass was
very tall and I had trouble finding
the animal. 1 distinctly remember
climbing the sharp=pointed hill west
of the highway so I could get a
better view. It was Christmas day,
1877. A cold, raw wind was blow-
ing out of the north. With the ex-
ception of buffalo eamps there was
not a house in this whole section of
the country. There were no cattle.
The next day we started west and
I am almost positive we drove one
of the first few wagons over what
is now the Dickens-Croshyton high-
way. We had come from Denton
county to this country to hunt buf-
falos for their hides.”

In his reminiscences of frontier

also deseribed the roping and cap-
turing of two buffalo yearlings to
take home for meat.
