fairly green and may have kept
without it. Kaffir, maize, hegari
and sudan were used, The feed
was rounded up two feet above
the dirt bank and covered with
about one foot of dirt. The end of
the feed which is exposed to the
empty half of the silo was not
covered but was stacked as nearly

vertical as possible
Will Feed 15 Cows
The silo is 100 feet long (83 feet

full depth), 9 feet wide at the top,
7 teet at the bottom and 5'; feet
deep. Figuring 80 cubic feet per
ton the silo will hold 47 tons
Fifteen cows on full feed will
consume as many cubic feet of
silage per day or about four inches
off the end. This i1s sufficient to
keep the silage from spoiling be-
tween seeds. The 85 foot length
will maintain fifteen cows on full
